JACEESON, Miss, January 4.—Nearly
every mumbér was present al the organ~
lzs tlon 6f the legislature to-day. J. M.

Btote, of Alearn county, wss

fary. Counting the vote of Furlong,
Independent Republicap, the eenate has
a two-thirds Democratic majority. H.
M. Street, of Prentiss, was elected
epeaket of the house, snd George M.

The office
of president pro fempore of the senate
becomes important from tlLe fact that he
will probably be governor, as the ind-
caticns are that Goveroor Ames ard
Lieutenant-Governor Davis will be in »
peached. Messrs. Lamar, George,
Lowry and Fesatherslone, aspirants for
the Vnited States senatorship, are here.
Lamar I8 decidedly shead; Lowry is de-
veloping considerable strength; Feath-
ersione will get ab.ut fifteen voles on
the Arst Lallot, nesrly all of which will
go to Lamar. - The governor's message
was 1ead this afternoon, and gives con-
siderable offers: It is spoken of as
falgifying tke conduct of the citizens
priorto the late election, and magnify-
fug incidents of the campaign., The
message opens by calling attentlon to
the late Btate election, aud recites the
events ococurriog at Clinton, in Septem-
ber, and says that lawless bands ol men
controlled two other counties prior to
that time, and that violence reigned
elsewhere in the Bla's, and ap
eame for protection from all direetions,
The sentiment against the militia was
so powerful as to prevent its organoiza-
tion, the sentiment growing cut of fear
of a race lssue. Under these circum-
stances the governor called for na-
tional trocps, but failed to receive
then. A renewed effort to or-
ganize the militia developed a deep-
seated bitterness of the race issue, and
the conviclion prevailed that they would
only precipitate a conflict it was rought
to avoid. The seizure, in one instance,
of Btate arms on the way to the capital
and the liabilily of their being seizad
on the way from the capital,
wers additionsl canses venling the
organization of the militia; but because
an sitempt was made o organize and
uee the militia foree, a class of ple
rebelled against it, and to avoid threst-
ened deeds of viclence a committee of
'n'mnlnmt citisens, powerful in controll-
ag onepolitical urganizatio s, gave their

pledges to preserve and order
and secure & fair novel
and humilisting speotacls, in the gov-

ermment of = frce people, was presedied :
the regularly organized legal authority,
unable to preserve peacs aud good order
snd securs & fair election, the jerders ot
& political orgacization sssume to do it,
with the mecredited power to accom-
plisn all they might attempt.

Io proof of
the practice of intimidation, the mes-
sage recites the following iostances. Io
various counties meetings of the voters
for consultation had to be wholly or psar-

In one county not
only was there no preliminary csnvass,
but the dsnger was regarded so grest

tha: no convention was held to nomi-
nate candidates, In eertain countles
tickets could not be freely and safely
distributed, and in one county not at
all. From one county prominent eandi-
dates flad before the election, fearing
violence, If not sssassination. lo an-
other county one party, through fesr of
evil consequences if they refused, struck
frora thelr tickels the names of the
nghrly nominated candidates acd
substituted those of tbelr [opponente,
with whom there existed mo political
sffinity. In ce:tsin counties voteis
were driven from the polis by armed
men, or so intimidated that they feared
to vote. In one ceunty the principsl
county officials were driven from their
Et:m the day following the election, and

ve eince been reiugees. In these
onses the courts have been unable to dis-
pense Justice. The eause of all this in-
timidsiion and (rouble i3 attributed to
the racs question—the efforts of the
white race to resssert its old supremacy.
The message recommends a modifica-
tion of the fundamental laws of the
Btate =0 88 lo bring about s better frel-
ing between the races. The S'ate
flaances ch uoprecedent'y favorable,
the real debt of the Btate beyond ita
ability to psy Is ovly all “»
million dollars. The expenses of
the Btate government for the past
year were six hundied and eighleen
thoasand dolisre, a reduction vpon the
expenses of last year of pearly three
hundred thousand dollars, while the re-
ceipts have been four hundred thousand
dollars over the disbursements.

A
change in the public echool lawe, 8o as
to raske the system, already good, still
betier, Is advised. A liberal approprie-
tion is recommended for the proper
e ntation of =&ll the producis
of the State at Lhe Centennial expcsi-
tion. The message concludes: '"“The
prospsrity and progress of the Biate
must necessarily depend upon the feel-
ing of security and contentment of ths
Eoplu. Distrust and suspicion shounld

dispelled by just and liberal legisls-
tiop., This done, the rolution of the
many diffleulties of the ot time
will have been rubstantislly asocom-
plished.”
