To the Senate of tbe United States:
In reply to a resolution of the senate

of the twenly-svent- h of February last,
requesticg me resident to institute in
qntries.es to tho proper plao for the es
tablishment of a branch mint at some
point in tbe western States or in tbe
Mis&i'sippl valley I transmit herewith
the report icy papers of
tne director or tne mint, who was
charged with the duty of making the
lcouines called for by saw resolution

Dr. Linderman in bis report, states
that he has visited the cities of Chicago,
Cincinnati, SL Louis, Indianapolis and
Kansas City, and examined their ad'
vantages, respectively, witia refeience
to the establishment of the mint He
then says: "The principal commercial
ana railroad centers in me west at.
Lou's Cincinnati. Chicago, Indianapo
lis, Omaha and Kansas City all offer
ample raciiitiea. ior economically con-
ducting mint operations, both as re
spects tbe cost cf the necessary supplies
and tbe rate or labor, rney also pos
eess sufficient facilities for distributing
coin to the cities anu toivns or tho Mm
slssippi valley. For tho coinage of sll
ver it is not very material which of the.
cities referred to shall be selected for the
location of the mint, as. under the law,
such coinage, with tbe exception of the
trade dollar, must be on government ac
count exclusively, and the bullion re- -

quired for the some procured by pur
The supply will come chiefly

from tbe dinerent reduction and iehn
ing works hereafter referred to. It is
important, however, to avoid, if possi
ble, the delay and, particularly, tbe ex
pense which would attend tbo conslruc
lion a new edifice, and wbich may be
accomplished by utilizing some govern
ment building no Iocger required fo
other purposes. The only government
buildings in the weft adapted for mint
operations are tbe United States arsenal
at Indianapolis and tbe United States
poetofilce at St. Louis. The latter will
not be vacated unfil the completion of
the new United States buildings iu St,
Louis, which will require probably three
or four years. The edifice t Indianapo
lis, it is believed, is no longer required
for the purposes to which it has hitherto
been devoted, nna coma be converted
into a mint at a mode rat? expense, with
in, fay, six months from the time of its
being vacated, u it be tbe intention
to edabllsb a mint in the western
States, and for the coinsgo of
silver only, and assuming tbat the
arsenal building osn be vacated and
turned over for use a a mint, tbe
true policy would appear to bo to loca'e
it at Indianapolis, id ving slated my
conclusions as to the location of a mint
for the coinage ol silver, I deem it proper
to reitr ontnyanain general terms to
tbe minting requirements of the terri
tory known as the Mississippi valley.
Tbat extensive highly productive
section will require, in future,
a corrderabie coinage oi gold and eil
ver. If tbe demand is to be met by
one mint, it should bs located at a point
as near the center oi the valley as prac
ticab'e, having reference to tns procur
ing of supplies and facilities for
receiving bullion and distributing coin.
The city St. Louis telng situated
nearer tho center than ony other prh

city or railroad centet, and pes
sesaing equal advantages in other re-
spects for the conduating of coinage
operations, would .appear to be the
proper location for the establishment of
a thoroughly equipped mint of the ca
pacity for both gold and silver coinage
equal to the requirements of the piejent
ana ruiure."
