MEMPHIS BOY MURDERED.

Threo Gamins of Vicksburg Arrested
for the Bruial Crimer.

Tke Vicksburg Herald of
Thursday Inst saya: ¢ mentioned
yvesterday moroing that a sitrange boy
from Mempli's was assaulted with brick-
batz by eomie ecity lads, Tuesday alter-
noon, near the corcer of Washington
aod Jackson streets, rod very severely
injurned The boy’s skull is badly Ira-
ken--a hiole being mads therein that
will admit three ordinary ficgem, with
' the brain protruding. He is uccon-
scions, and unable to give hia name or
the cinzes lending to the brutal assault,
and for thi:s we must await develop-
ments in the futore. Yesterday Tom
Phillips, Toay Gomes and Jobhn Lingam
—three boys in their teens—were ar-
rested, charged with being the asasult-
ing parties, avd taken to the workhouse,
Last pixbt Mayor O'Leary sdmit-
ted Gomes to ball In the sum of
vne thousand dollars for his appearance
to-day.” The same paper of Fri-
Jday sayaz “The unknown boy from
Memplis, who was eo bratslly beaten
by some othear boys in this city the other
afzernoon, died a1 the hoepltal yetiarday
in great agony. His spirit passed away
to the great whit throne, without a
mother’s eare or without leaving any-
thing benind by which bis name could
be asgertaiced. The community is very
properly shocked that such an event
ehould bave taken place in a christlan
and a civilizead community. Late yes-
terday afternoon Coroner Hossley sum-
moned a jury of ipqgnest and repaired to
the city hcspital, where several witl-
pesaes were examined. The teslimony
showed that four boys were engaged in
‘chuntjmi’ the unknown dead, but none
could testily that sny but young Gomes
struck him—once in the side and once
in the hesd.” The jury returped the
following rather indefioite verdict:

“We, the undersigned jury, find that
the decessed—name unknown—ecame
to his death by a blow on the left temple
by syme hard substance—a briek or sione
—in the hands of Toney Gomes; and we
further flod Tommlie Phillips and M,
Walsh’s son and another boy, nnknown
to this jury, as accessoriea.”

We wonld suggest that before inter-
ment the mayor have the photograph of
the dead boy taken, so that the same
may be sent to Memphis for ideutity by
s {ather or.motber, mosning in sorrow
over the stillness of & young volce that
will never make music in their hearts
egein. The commupity ought to feel
sshamed, depressed and penitent, that
the condition of society among our peo-
ple Ia such s to make euch & murder
m-mibla, especially on the part of mere
