UTAH.

The Message af Governor Liecorge W.
Emery—A Docnment Worthy of
Careful Reading and
Beflection.

Polygamy—Iis Evil Effects upon the
Preseni Population and that te
Come—It Must be Sap-
pressed.

SALT LAKE, Jaupary 11.—The mes-
ssge of Governor Gecrge W.Emery was
read to the Territorial legisleture thia
evening. The va'u2 of the various ores
mined in Utah during the past vesr
amounted to eeven millions; advises
geological surveys ard the es ablish-
ment of a geological and minersiogical
museum; advises an sppropristion to
the Centennial, and calis sttestion to
the necessity of establishing a system of
free schools in the Territory. Tae legis-
lature in former years has done some-
thing toward establishipg a school

stem, bat left it discre tionary with the

ifferent counties to say whether they
would have schools or not, avd &s was
expecied the counties needing echools
the most took the least inierest in them,
and one-balf the ehildren in Ulah have
been deprived of any of the bLenefits of
the law; urges theimprovement of high-
ways under charge of the Territory com-
mission: calls attention to the law by
which all votes sre pumbered and the
name of the person voling wriiten op-
posite the registra’ion of votes a=s
pot objectionable, but the marking
of each vote 1o show for
whom each rson voleda =8 ob-
jectionable and offensive, and the
subject of mueh unfriendly ecriticism
within acd without the Territory, and it
should be repaled. This law is regard-
ed as inimical to republican government
and in the interest of the chureh, so po-
tent in the Btste, and leaves its mem-
bere no choiee but to vote the ticket pre-
psred for them ; ealls for a rearganization
of the judicial districts, as for four-fifths
of the legal business now done io the
third distriet (Salt Lake) no provision is
made forthe compen:ation of Territorisl
officers, leaving them at the mercy of
the legislatnre for appropriations, which
it isssked (sremedy. It is ssked tha!
c.aumanis for divoree shall be required
to become residents of the Tarritory;
aod calls for s law agsinst incest. There
has been no legislation in this Territory
in regard to marriage; of who shall per-
form the ceremony. The legisiature is
sdvised to sk for & general law In regard
to irrigation; calls attention to the law
by which illegitimate children and their
mothers inherit from the father, wheth-
er acknowledged by him or not. A
peculiar chsracteristic of the condi-
tion of the Territory, and one that is
aflecting the interesta of the people, is
polygamy. In meeting this guestion
openly and fairly, I can but regard it as
s crime prohibiled by the laws of our
country, and that it does viclance to the
acespled prineiples of christianity. The
country at large recognizss it ss a blot
upon our civilization. OQOur bnational
congrees has enacted laws for ite pun-
ishment and to prevent its continuance,
Up to the present these laws have not
been practicslly eaforced, and I am led
to believe that polygamy, or plural mar-
riages, are of as frequent occurrence as
st any time in the bistory of the Terrl-
tory. However this may be I have not
the means of knowing, ss {hese mar-
riage ceremonies are performed by the
church, and are oply known to its mem-
bera. I am sensible how delicate my
duty becomes, under existiog eircum-
stances, when the gentlemen whom I
have the homor of addressing, with &
single exception, believe and msay prac-
tice it from a eense of professed religious
right. It appes:s to me, and must be
apparent to all that the law shoutd be
expunged (rom the statutes or made o
erative, It will be gratifying if thistoly
shall enact such legislation as will pre-
vent its extension, and will adopt such
measure 88 look to a fair and impartial
sattlement of this subject. We should
remember that Utah js not a secluded
rtion of the United Silates; thai this
Territory was acquired from a foreign
power, llke other |ar(s of the country,
with lhe money and by the valor of
American arms; that distance and des-
erts bave been annihilated by the con-
struction and eperation of the Pacific
rei rords; and that {o-day we are as
much an integral part of thie great re-
public s any cther section, and that we
are bound, as good citizens, to obey Lbe
laws of our common country, wWhether
they are in accordance with our views of
justice or not; otherwise we ignore the
constituted authority, and place our-
selves beyond the pale and motection of
the government,
