CRIMINAL COURT.

Commencement of the January Term,
Under Judge John D, Adams—
Charge to the Grand Jary.

The first regulsr term of the criminal
court, under Judge Jobn D. Adames,
commenced yesterday morning with a
full attendance of attorneys, defendauts,
witnesses and jurors. The grand jury
empanneled for the term, consists o
the following citizens: R.!8. Jones, fore-
man; U. R Ryapn, R. W. Johuson, J.
C. Ward, G. K. Redfield, T. H. Estes,
John H. Lenow, 5. A. Moone, T. Folz,
W. H. Carver, John T. Williams, H. J,
Eckerly and J. W, M'Cowan.

GRAND JURY CHARGE.

Judge Adams delivered the following
charge to the grand jary. It is terse, yet
commprehensive and easy to be under-
atoog and it is quite a creditable judi-
cial document:

(ENTLEMEN OF THE GRAND JURY—
You have been elected, empanneled and
sworn. It now deveolves upon me to
charge you as to your duties under the
law. You are a great public function-
ary, and you should not lose sight of the
fact that you stand the representatives
of the State, to sct justly ween the
accuser and the accomed, and to be the
great security of the citizen against vin-
dictive prosecution, either by the State,
partisans, or private enemies. You are
an independent body, and are not
rasponsible for your aetions to any legal
tribunal, bul you rest simply upon your
moral obligations &8 good citizens and
the oath you have just taken. Then
18t your actions upon the records of this
court show that you have taken noble
stands inet oppressive power, if any
was sought to be exercised. Against the
virulence of malice and the intemper-
ance of prejudice on the part of any, you
should aect cautiouwaly, advisedly, and
discreetly. Whenever you have a well-
grounded suspicion of the grod inten-
tiona of prosecutors in their complaiots
sgainst the ecitizen, you should then,
after eareful examination, freely confer
with the attorney-genera!, who will at
all times willingly advise and instruct
you; and this you should never fail to
do whenever your duties eeem doubtful.
If you set thus, you eannof
err, and yon will render yourselves a
safeguard to private right and an indis-
pensable suxiliary to public justies; but,
on the other band, it you ignore this
couree, and suffer yourselves to be usad
for the gratificatien of private maligni.
ty and sslfishness, or wrap your-
selves up in the secrecy and
immmunity with which the law
invests you, your high preroga-
tives as grand jurors will be prostituted
for purposes frowned upon by every
principle of law and human justice. You
might become thereby an engine of de-
struction, both alike to public and pri-
vate liberty aod personal character. The
grand jury is designed to be a body of
discreet and thinkiog men, called to-
gether to protect the blic interests,
and not to be converted inty an instro-
ment of private cupidity or vengeance,
You sre & judicial tribunal, and should
80 regard yourszves, and then in pre-
senting persous for trial you will present
those only upon the sole ground of vin-
dicating the puoblic law. Io all your
conduct act wisely; be couservative in
vour aims, lest uitimately by your ex-
ample the grand-jury system may de-
generate into sn chject of private aver-
siop, and finally its moral power entire.
Iy cease. Enter, then, upon your duties
as men; do justly between the State and
the citizen, that your power may be felt
and the peace and dlgmti'l of the State
may be secured, snd the honor of socle-
ty maintained. The osth you have
tsken binds you to wmeke diligent in.
quiry loto all offenzes given you in
charge, or olherwiee brought to your
knowledge; lo keep secret the Btate's

counsel, your own, and that of your fel- |
lows; to present po one from hatred,
maliee, or ill-will; nor to present ar}
t.hl‘Dth fear, favor cr affestion, for re- |
ward, or the prom’ss or hope thereof; |
but that you will yresent the truth, and |
nothing bot the troth, Therefore, seek
diligently for it, and pot sot hastily or
irrationally. It is your duty to inquire
into all Indictable offenses committed in |
Bhslby county and present them to the
court, The law requires the court to spe-
ehllz’eturga you wpon the violations of
the fo!lowing provisions, enumerated in
thesections of the code which 1 will now |
read for your instruction (3077ef seq.):
You have the right and power to send
for witnesses and examine tbem In the
following clasees of cases: When you
suspect the carrying of srms prohibited
by law; lewdness; eelling or givirg, or |
delivering of liquois or weapons to mi-
nors; counterfaiting, where you suspect
persons going through the ccuntry
masked or disguised, or whers assnulis
have been made with deadly wespons
by persons masked or disguised; where
you supect the Iaw against adulterating
liqguors has been violaisd; keeping ssa-
loon open on election day ; for voting out
of the ward or distriet of the voter’s resi-
dence; ing dapgerous or deadly
wespons while attending election, fair,
race-course, or other public assemblage;
selling or giving awsy liquors at or near
alecﬂonl{:mnda; gaming; taking tolls
st turn or toll-bridge gate, opened
according to law; illegal voting: tip-
ﬂlng- disturbance of worship; ipjuries

pn'blic buoildings. These constitute
the cases when you can send for wit.
nesses to gain that information upon
which you can present indictmentia for
trial to the court. An indictment can-
not be found without the concurrence of
twelve grand jurors, and when so found
must be indorsed “‘a true bill," and
sigoed by the foreman.

BUSINESS IN ISN75.

Review of the Year by R. G. Dum &
Co.-Figures and Facts for Busi.
ness Men,

From the annual cirenlar of R. G.
Dun & Co.'s mercantile agency we w'e
enablid to present the following statis-
tics relative to the business failures ardd
misfortunes for the yesr 1875. The num-
ber of failures in the Uniied States are
largely in excess of those of 1he previous

ear, yet the liability is somewhat less
n 1atio, The failures for 1875 were
T740; liabilities, $201,060,353; av-
erage liabllity, $25,060. In 1874 there
were 5830 failures, with gross liabilities
of $155,230,000, and average liability of
$26,628, In 1573 there were 5153 failures,
with groes Habilitles of 228,440 600, anad
average liability of $44,055. 1o 1872
there were 4069 failures, wilh gross lia-
bilitiea of $121,068,000, and aversge lia-
bility of $53,724. 1In 1871 there 2915 fail-
ures, with gross liabilities of $85,252 000,
and average liability of §64,010. Thus
it is seen that the number of faliures is
an increase of fifty per cent. within
the Jast year, and that the average
liabllity is but $25,980, yet the gross lia.
bilities ($201,060,353) are incressed in a

ding ratio. Accordiog to the
circnlar, we are told that there are 630,-
000 persone doing businesa in the Unit=d
Btates; hence ibe failures (of 7740) are
equivalent to one in every eighty-two,
which, being a higher per centsge than
for any previocus year, is due, perhaps, to
the long-continued depression in all in-
terests, but which by many bas been
ascribed to onr monetary eystem and
the operations of the Lunkrupt law.
However, such cannot be referred to an
adequate causs and explained by asuffl.
cient reason, for in California, where busi.
ness is done on a gold hasie, one trader
in every forty«two kas failed, while in
Canads, with a low tariff, a banking
system on a gold foundation, and easy
taxstion, the business failures amount to
one in every tweniy-eight. We find
from this report that the New Enpglund
and middle States have suffered much.
more than the western and southern
states, which we know is due to the
large amount of capifal invested in
manufacturing there. The number of
failures in the New England Btates were
I&Sﬁi with liabilities amounting to $40,-
015,164, sgainst 790 in 1874, with $!5,-
845,000 of liabilities. In the middle
Btates there were last year 2395 failures,
with lisbilities of $82 5523465, against
2085, with $82 081,000 of liabilities in
1874. In the western Blstea there were
sl?g 4:7?;“ 2388 ﬁilum];:: ;{ithig?big;iga of
3 .S‘ML e w : § 731-
000 of liublimes,in 1874. In the south-
ern States last year there wers 1333 fail-
ures, with §36 277,777 liabilities against
126, ywith $20,690,000 of liabilities in
1874. The liavilities of the 7740 failures
in 1875 being in roond numbers
$200,000,000, it will be seen that the
actual loss io cgsgtﬂ by these failures s
about $120,000,000, for we deduct from
the amount (£200 000,000) ten per cent.
for advance on original cost of goods
sold, leaving an apparent lock up of
£180,000,000, the estimatad average yield
of failed estates being 331 per cent. This
amout ($120,000,000) is thirty per cent,
morte than the entire yield of gold and
silver mines in the country, snd repre-
sents a profit of ten per cent. on twelve
bund million dollars of business,
Hence, on this amount of business dur-
ing the past year there bas been no
profit, but there is at least adrop of con-
solation in knowing that the loss of one
hundred and twenty millions of dol-
lars is diffused over the entire coun-
try. Asan indication of the facilities
and watchfulness of the agency, it may
be of interest to state that the number
of chan made in the reference book,
in the months since July, foot up to
228,657, belng over fourleen hundred
changes In each day. Included in these
changes are 77,710 alterations in rating,
and 28,737 in atyles of firms; the inser-
tion of 72,543 new names of es hith-
erto u , and the obliteration of
54,362 from failures, deaths, removals,
retirements, ete. The book, therefore,
containe more names by 17 000 than ever
before, making the tnu}- number of
traders now reported 830,072,
