We learn that the old Union men cf
Alabama, those who opposed the scheme
of secession until opposition was no
longerK5sible, are determined that they
will net tamely submit to the disastrous
leadership of L. P. Walker, O'Neal,
Marfan, Watts, and the otlnr old fire-eater- s,

who now hold in their hands the
dee inies of Alabama. The time has
come when the moderate Conservative
Union men of that State !mnt consent
to an alliance with the Republicans or
to tho permanent dominance of those
from whom wisdom, justice or modera-
tion U not to be expected. The Repub-
licans will be wido if they heartily co-
operate with the "Independent Conseiv-aiive?-,"

and give to them a cheerful
and encouraging support and recogni-
tion. Let them but show an earnestness
r f purpose and the courage to act, and
then they ehou!d Lc at once accorded a
full share of the honor and emoluments
in the gilt of their Republican allies.

The chronic hattra of Democracy in
Memphl?, and in West Tennessee, are
anxious to get up an Independent-Con-servative-Libci-

organization of this
sort. There aie, perhapp, a- - few dozen
restless, perturted spirits whose uncon-qusrabl- e,

veterate enemies. It desiras and per-

sistently and earnestly invlfe3 the co-

operation of Conservatives and Liber-
als, the honest men of ail parties, races
and nationalities, but it cannot sacrifice
its uame and its organization, for expe-
rience has demonstrated that tho bait
which catches a dozen chronic haters of
Demociaiy loses a hundred Democrats.

The resolution introduced on Wednes-
day last by Mr. Sprague proposes
a constitutional amendment pro-

hibiting fpecial legislation for the
granting of pensions, bounties, lands or
prize-mone-y to any person or persons,
for correcting the records of any depart-
ment of the government in reference
thereto; granting relief or authorizing
the payment of any claim against the
United States, or any officer thereof, ex-

cept appropriations in general laws to
pay the Judgments of courts or commis-
sioners authorized by law; remitting
fines, penalties or forfeitures; creating,
Increasing or decreasing the fees, per-

centages or allowances of public officers
during the term for which said officers
are elected; granting to any corpora-
tion, association or individual the right
to lay down railroad tracks, or amend-
ing existing charters for such purpose,
by conferring any special or exclusive
privilege upon such corporation or asso-

ciation which il does not already have;
granting to any corporation, association
or individual any special or exclusive
privilege, subsidy, immunity or fran-
chise whatever, and regulating the prac-
tice of the courts of the United States
or commissioners for the auditing claims
against the same. The proposed amend-
ment also provides that in all other cases
where a general law can be made appli-
cable, no special law shall bo enacted,
and in all ca;e3 the courts may deter-
mine whether any special law could
have been embraced in a general enact-
ment. Such an amendment la much
needed, and should b3 given to the
States to pass upon without delay.

The conclusions reached by Mr.
