was happlly «tarted on bis journey home
to heaven. He died after filteen min-
utes terrible sgony. Mra, Meeling was
then brought out, and p'acing herin
front of the dead murderer, the crowd
called for ber eonfession. She sald that
Willisms had been her paramour for
three yesrs; that she had been irying
for the past three months to pofsan  her
hushand, without success; that Will-
lams struck Meellng on the head wilh
an ax, while be was adleep, on Wednes-
day night, afterward euu.rng his throat;
that she assisted in dntroyin§ the evi-
dences of the murder, and in burning
Meeling. Bhe sccused hersell of Leing
uhe cause of the murder, but begged pit-
itully for her life, Though the feeling
was very strong agaiost her, and the
crowd voled nnanimoualy for her execu-
tion, no man could be fourd who would
put the rops arcund the womsn's neck,
and she was relurned to the jall.

JOHEIN BRIGHT.

The Great Commoner Reviews the
Slave Circnlar Issaed by the
English Admiraity.

T.oNpoN, January 23.—John Bright
and his eolleagues in parliament, Dixon
and Muntz, addressed their constituents
in Birmingham last night. Bﬂfht in
his 8 h, d over the quesfion of
the slave eircular issued by the admi-
ralty. The matler was not easy, as
some supposed. He questioned, how-
ever, whether it was necesssry for the
government to meddle with it. He
noped they would explain that -aflair
and the Suez canal jurchase eatisfacto-
rily. Bright confined himself almost
entirely to r«'plg‘ilng to Lord Derby's
speech at Edinburg. He attacked the
1aw of primogeniture and the maomopo-
lization of land by a few great land-
holders, and argued that possessors of
laud should be empowered to bequeath
it as they pleased. Referring to the fu-
ture policy of the Jiberals, he advocated
the assimilation of ecunty to borough
franchise, He pointed to Birmivg-

ham, with sixty thousand elect-
o:s, returping three members of
patliament, while there were

seveuly members, whose united con-
stituency numbers less than sixty thou-
sand, therefore a re-distribution of seats
was necessery. Mr. Bright concluded
as follows: What I ask you to nndertake
i to strtengthen and confirm your own
power by extending your franchise and
righta to your fellow-countrymen in the
eountles; give the freedom you enjoy to
them also; freedom of the soil on which
they live. A vote of confidence in the
representatives of Birmingham, in par-
liament, waa carried by acclamation.

Two amendments were moved, one
econdemnir g the actlon of raembers in
regard to direct representation of 1xbor,
and the other dencuncing their action
on the Tichborne question, but the
movers wers sllenced by an uproar.

Mr. Bright explained that he disap-
proved of puttivg up candidates for par-
lisment as especially rapresenting the
workingmen, becsuse, having through-
out his career aimed to get rid of the
olusses and to bave people to work as
one nation, he theught 1t inopportans,
now that this object was attained, to re-
vive clase divisions,
