reiteration ten years rafter the gov-

ernment had given up all idea
cf holding him amenable to the
laws, either for that or for baing
a party to the assassination of Mr. Lin-

coln, as wa3 cfllclally proclaimed by
President Andrew Johnson. Mr. Blaine,
In the face of this conduit on the part of
an administration bitterly hostile to Mr.
Davis, &9 the head and front of the Con-

federacy, did not elop to rfftect upon
anything other than his determination
to out-Her- the bloody-shi- rt Herod,
and bid, as Mr. Davis ssyj, for Republi-

can vo'e? by the reiteration of a false-

hood. Toe course of Gerritt Smith and
Horace Greeley, founders and defenders

When tie knew their
errand he would not admit them to his

His tender nature could not
Eresence.trial of such an interview. Mr.
Davis finally proposed to Mr. Lincoln
to return ten thousand of the Anderson-Vill- e

prisoners, with or without ex-
change, if he wculd send the necessary
transportation to Savannah for them.
Mr. Lincoln refused to do so, and to the
very end of the war persisted in exe-
cuting this extraordinary war measure.

And "so we might continue addaclng
evidence to sustain Mr.jDa vis's position,
but that we desire to leave the task to
the Southern Historical society, that
it may be done in full measure and
have the strength of its semi-offici- au-

thority. That body, which has already
rescued many documents, returns and
reports from oblivion that otherwise
would have been lost to the country,
can afibrd to exhaust this question, and
place not only Mr, Davis, but the people
of the whole south in the place where,
when truth and jastlco'.have their sway,
they will stand before the world. That
society should make it a duty to.employ
a competent historiographer to compile
all existing evidence as to the policy
pursued by the Confederate government
touching the exchange and; treatmeat of
prisoners of war, and taking all contro-
versy out of congress and away from the
columns of partisan and sectional news-
papers, set at re9t forever our responsi-
bility for Andersonvllle and shift It
where it belongs to Lincoln, Stanton
and Grant.

The Ccnlcnnial Bill from the House

Made the Order or the Day in
the Senate for To-Da- y.

Resolutions of Respect to the 3Icmory

of Deceased Senators Buckingham

and Ferry The Bankrupt
Bill Passed.

SEXATK.
WASiriKQTON.Februiiry 8. The chair

laid before the senate a number of house
bills, which were referred. Among them
was the house hill making an approprl-atio- u

to pay fourteen crippled and dis-

abled Union soldiers from the sixth of
December, 1872, to the thirtieth cf June,
1870

Senator Ed mand3 inquired what those
soldiers had done?

Senator Sarcent said that tne bill
should be referred to the committee on
appropriations, tta there were 'some" cir-

cumstances in regard to tho bill which
he desired to examine.

Senator Edmunds said no did not
know but what these soldiers were tho3s
whese services had bsen dispensed with.

The bill was referred to the committee
on appropriations.

Senator bnerman, irom ine commit-
tee on finance, reported adversely on the
senate bill to secure the depositors in the
Freedmen's savings and trust company
from ultimate loes. Xiaid on tne tame.

Senator M'Donaid, from the commit
tee on rubllc lands, reported favorably
on the senate bill for the relief of John
A. Lawrence. Passed.

Senator Kernan. from the committee
on finance, reported favorably on the
senats bill for the benefit of the Louis-
ville orphans' home. Passed.

After the expiration of the morning
hour, Senator Wright moved that Jthe
senate proceed to the consideration of
executive business.

Senator Morrill said that yester
day he gave notice that he would
call up the Centennial bill at one
o'clock to-da- y. He now desired that
whatever was tne piesstire oi tne senate
on the subject should be expressed at the
present time, 'ine nnanciai concuuon
of the company was such that the sen
ate should say what it proposed to do.
If they proposed to turn their backs on
it, very well. He gave notice that he
would urge the consideration of the bill
at the earliest moment.

Senator Edmunds did not think the
Centennial bill should be considered
until the information called for from the
secretary of State was received. He,
However, would not oppose tne present
consideration of the bill.

The senate by a vote of yeas 18, naya
33, refused to go into executive session,
and, on motion of Senator Morrill, took
up the house bill appropriating one mill-
ion five hundred thousand dollars.

Senator Morrill then yielded the flcor
to Senator Eaton, who offered a resolu-
tion of respect to the memory of his late
colleague, Senator O. S. Ferry, the un-
derstanding being that the Centennial
bill should come up ns unfinished busi-
ness to morrow.

Sanator Cooper was appointed a mem
ber of the senate committee on finance,
in place of Senator Ferry, excused from
further service.

Senator Clayton called up the unfin
ished business from the morning hour
of yesterday: Ssnate bill to repeal sec-
tion 2303 of the revised statutes, making
restrictions in the disposition of public
lands in Alabama, Mississippi, Louisi-
ana, Arkansas and Florida, the pend-
ing question being on the amendment
of Senator Edmunds that public lands
affected by this act snail not be open to
privato entry until the same shall be
offered at public sale afier the passage of
this act. The bill was discussed until
the expiration of the morning hour and
then laid over.

Senator Morton submitted a resolution
that the committee on the District of
Columbia be instructed to consider the
Eropritty of preparing and reporting a

a government for the
District of Columbia, under which the
people, througn tne elective irancmse,
may regulate and control their own do-
mestic affairs, not inconsistent with the
protection, regulation and control by
the United States of public property,
and the exercise of such jurisdiction as
may be necessary in tne national capi
tal. Agreed to.

Senator Bout well submitted the follow
ing, and gave notice that at the proper
time he would submit it as an additional
section to the land bill under considera
tion during the mormnghour: "Sec. 2.
That before any of the timber lands of-
fered by this act shall hi offered for sale,
thev shall be appraised under such regu
lations as may be prescribed by the secre
tary of the interior, and no sale snail be
made at less than the minimum fixed
bv such appraisement, provided no sale
shall be made at less than one dollar
and twenty-fiv- o cents an acre." Or
dered to be printed.

Senator Eaton offered his resolution of
respect to the memory of the late
Senator Buckingham. Eulogies were
pronounced by Senators Eaton, Sar-
cent. Bavard. Howe, Frelinehuysen,
Thurman, Wadleigh and English, and
as a runner marK or respect to tne
memory of the deceased tbo senate ad
journed.

HOUSE.
The speaker called on the committees

for reports of a public nature.
Mr. jjawrence,irom tne judiciary com-

mittee, reported back the bill authoriz-
ing action in cases of death resulting
from wrongful act9,'negloct or default, in
the District of Columbia, provided the
amount recovered should not exceed five
thousand dollars.

Mr. Townsend Penn. moved to
amend by striking out five thousand dol-

lars and substituting ten thousand dol-
lars. Agreed to.

Mr. Lawrence moved to amend by in-

serting in the section: Providing that no
personal action, or right of action, shall
terminate or abate by the death of either
party, whether such right of action be
authorized by this act or otherwise.
Agreed to, aud the bill as amended then
passed.

Mr Lynde, from the same committee,
reported back adversley the bill extend-
ing the jurisdiction of circuit courts In
suiis against corporations; laid on the
table. Also, a bill concerning cases in
bankruptcy commenced in the supreme
courts of several Territories prior to the
twenty-secon- d of June, 1874, and now
undetermined therein; passed. Also,
a bill to repeal ths bankruptcy atsr.
The first section repeals the bankrupt
act of the twenty-flr- st of March. 1867,
and all laws and parts of laws ameuda-tor- y

thereof and supplemental thereto.
The second section p'rovides that all suits
and proceedings now pending in the
United States courts wherein an adjudi
cation in bankruptcy has been made
shall be proceeded wltn, and bs gov-
erned bv the provisions of existing laws.
which are continued in force only for
the purpose or closing up me amis and
proceedings now pending. The act to
take effect from and after the first ot
January, 1577.

The bankruptcy bill, after some dis
cussion of the technical poiuts of the
bill, was passed yeas, 186; nays, 57.

After the passage of tho bill it was dis-
covered that there was an error in its
recital.the date of the original law being
given as the second Instead of the twenty-f-

irst of March.
Mr. Lynde asked unanimous consent

to have this mistake corrected, but Mr.
Kaeson objected, remarking that the
bill placed the whole creditor class of
the country in the power of the debtor
class. The bill therefore goes to the sen-
ate with that imperfection in i'.

The house then went into committee
of the whole. Mr. Hoskins in the chair,
on the consular and diplomatic appro-
priation bill, which was discussed at

length, when the commlttea rose with-
out action on the bill.

A message was received from tho sen-

ate announcing the uction of that body
in regard to the death of the late Sena-to- r

Ferry. Eulogies in his honor were"

pronounced by Messrs. Phelps, Selwyn
and Garfield. An interesting feature in
the proceedings was tho fact 'that Mr
Garfield, in lieu of any remarks .of his
own, read a epsech prepared on the sub;
Ject by Mr. Starkweather, himself since
dead.

At the close cf tho oalogies the hou3e
adjourned.

Eire Experienced for
YearN-T- wo Firemen Killed

--Loss, $1,500,000.

New York, February 8. A fire broke
out at half-pas- t six o'clock this evening,
at No. 125 Grand street, which proved
the most destructive for years. The fire
burnt through the entire block bounded
by Grand, Howard, Broadway and Cros-
by streets, altogether aboutthirty build-
ings.. Total loss estimated at four and
a half millions. One firm, Cashen,
Brnnderett & Co., lace dealers, estimate
their loss at a million and a half dollars.
Five buildings on Broadway were saved,
and all on Grand street, except No 125,
where the fire broke out. Two firemen,
David Clute foreman, and John H. Bush
assistant, were killed, and several others
injured by the failing walls; .At one
time it was feared that the heart of the
city would burn. Great crowds and
much excitement. The fire was com-
pletely under control by halfrpast ten..

koumania-T-

Tho Beginning; of the End Resistance
to Turkey Determined npon.

London, February 8. The Kdet
iVcpe, a journal of Pesth, publishes the
following: "The sublime porte, on ac
count of its financial difficulties, recent-
ly requested Roumania to pay her cus-
tomary tribute in advance. The Rou-
manian government has sent a note in
reply, declaring that the treaties stipu-
late that the tribute is payable only in
return for the obligation assumed by
Turkey to defend Roumania from for-
eign invasion. The porte, however, lias
shown itself incapable of quelling a lo-

cal insurrection. The Roumanian gov-
ernment is convinced that it can no
longer rely on Turkey for protection;
therefore the obligation to pay tribute is
at an end. Roifmania, moreover, com-
plains that the porte has concentrated
troops at Widin, and sent ships up the
Danube, under the false pretext that the!
threatening attitude of Servia rendered
such measures necessary. Roumania is
consequently compelled to take meas-
ures to protect her frontiers." The note
concludes with the declaration that
Roumania, as an independent State, will
resist every attempt to occupy her terri-toi- y

or march foreign troops through it.

T RAXSPOBTATIOX.

The Shippers and nnslness 9Icn of
Chicago Compelled to Unite for

their Protection Against
Itnil roads.

Chicago, February 8. Tho commit-
tee on transportation recently appointed
by the Chicago board of trade to investi-
gate the matter of alleged discrimina-
tion against Chicago and In favcr of
other cities, made by the eastern pool-line- s,

have made a report. After dis-

cussing the magnitude of the amounts
involved; tho evidence which they have
secured; the statements of the general
managers of railroads, of shippers, and
others who are in positions to give in-

formation, tho committee declare that
they have found most of the charges
substantiated by the facts. The dis-

crimination la of three kinds: That of
the pool-lin- e, by the bsnkiupt roads, and
by the independent railroad?. They
give a long array of figure and statistics,
which they have collected, and many
facts and instances gathered from vari-
ous sources, to explain how the discrimi-
nation is made, and conclude: "We
think every encouragement should be
given to the Increase cf our facilities for
reaching tide-wat- er ard the eastern
markets, and recommerd the early com-

pletion of the Grand Trunk railroad to
this city, and the immediate establish-
ing of a steamship line from here to
connect with the Detroit and Mil-

waukee railroad at Grand Rspids.
The completion of forty- - six miles of road ,

and a counection with the Chicago and
Lake Huron railroad, appears feasible
for the former, and a sufficient offering
of freight is all that is required to ac-

complish the latter. But tnese reme-
dies are not expected to cure the evils.
We believe the best practical results can
only come from united action on tho
part of shippers and business men, and
to this end we recommend the immedi-
ate organization of an association, which
may be done under the auspices of the
board of trade, for the mutual protection
of all our citizens doing business with
railroad or transportation companies.
Let the association appoint an executive
committee of three of its members, who
shall hold regular stated meetings to
hear grievances and take sflch measures
as they may think proper to secure
justice to the shippers of property. Such
an association, tacked as it would be by
the moral Influence and support of this
board and community, though
possessed of no special power from the
State, would approximate in its results
those attained oy the railroad com-
missioners of Massachusetts, where the
gravest abuses have been corrected
mainly by the force of pnblio opinion,
es guided by three honest, energetic
men. A similar association has suc-
ceeded in doing efficient work in New
York city, and we make the recom-
mendation in a general way, leaving the
details of its organization for such future
consideration as the board of trade may
determine to give it."

dictment against a party left a bad

He cited several dispatches alleged
to have passed between Joyce, M'Don-
aid, Avery and Babcock, to show that
the two latter persons were engaged in
the conspiracy and corresponded with
the conspirators. The dispatches be-

tween Joyce and Babcock touching the
appointment of Colonel Constantino
Maguiro as collector of internal rev-

enue after the death of Charles W. Ford
were cited, and Colonel Dyer stated
that it would be proved that from that
time on the defendant furnished infor-
mation to the ring here. The department
was thwarted in all his efforts to get an
investigation that would reveal the
frauds, for tho reason that alt the reve
nue age'nts ssnt here to examine the af-

fairs were either bought up on their ar-

rival or advices had bsen received here
of their contemplated visit, and the

John M'Donaid, Babcock, it would
be proved, was in secret correspondence
with him. The evidence, Colonel Dyer
said, would, in a measure, be circum-
stantial, but there would not be a link
missing in ine cnain.

Joseph M. Fitzroy was then put on
the witness-stan- d for the prosecution.
After testifying as to his position in the
revenue service, he was asked by District-

-Attorney Dyer, who conducted the
examination, to state what he knew
about C. G. Megrue, his operation here
in 1871. etc.. to which Judge Krum ob
jected on the ground that such state
ment would oe oniy oi a nearasy cnar-acte- r,

as the witness did not enter the
collector's office until May, 1873. Besides
the indictment charges the defendant
with conspiring to derraud tne govern
ment out of the tax of seventy cents per
gallon on certain proof spirits. In point
of fact, there was no tax of seventy
cents par gallon on distilled spirits in
1871. That tax did not go into effect
until June, 1872. We therefore hold
that no such conspiracy existed or could
exist. There may have been a conspir-
acy to detraud the government out of
fifty cents per gallon, that being the tax
then imposed; but this is not laid out in
the indictment, and we can claim that
it is a correct rule of law that a conspir-
acy must be proved under the rule as
laid out in the indictment. It
is utterly incompstent to show
any existence of a conspiracy
to defraud the government generally,
when the indictment charges a conspir-
acy to defraud out of a particular or spe-

cific tax.
Colonel Broadhead said that it was

not necessary to show by witnesses what
the tax was; it was enough to show that
the government had been defrauded;
the prosecution are only compollei to
show that a conspiracy was formed, its
objects, etc., and that the conspiracy
continued after the change in tho tax
was made, aud that the defendant was
one of the conspirators

Judges Dillon and Treat consulted to- -

ether a few moments, after which
fudge Dillon said: "We do not posi-

tively determine now whether the
pleader has confined himself to the par-

ticular aud specific tax of seventy cents
per gallon. As that tar was not im-

posed until 1872, it may be that the
prosecution cannot show what trans-
pired prior to that time; but if what was
done before was simply continued acts,
it does not follow that it is incompetent
to show what the frame structure was of
the whole conspiracy. We nave such
little time to decide these questions that
our lutings may be irregular, and there-
fore we will keep the question in mind
and decide upon its admission hereafter.
The witness may answer the question,
it being understood that the ruling of
the cojrt on its competency will be
given hereafter."

The witness then began to speak about
Megrue, when tho defense objected, and
he was withdrawn.

M. Thompson, dUtiller, being called
to the stand, gave the history of ids con-
nection with the ring, explained how ho
made crooked whisky, etc., all of which
has boon stated numerous times bohre.
During ihe examination of this witness
the defmse objected to all questions
not diiectly relevant to the indictment
against tho defendant, but Judge Dillon
ruled that testimony to establish the ex-
istence of a conspiracy might be given,,
and the witness gave a tolerably full ac-

count of tbe ring and its opiratlons.
Fitzroy was then recalled, and Col-

onel Dyer asked him if Megrue ever
paid him any money.

Mr. Storrs objected to anything more
pertaining to wnat he called the Megrue
conspiracy. He said Thompson had
testified that it ended in 1872, and the
prosecution in opening the case stated
tbe same thing.

A long argument ensued, during
which Colonel Broadhead said the theo-
ry Is, that there was a conspiracy
formed in 1S71 embracing the super-
visors, the collector, a special revenue
agent and others; that they went on
making illicit spirits to the close of 1S72,
when there was a suspension; then, in
1873, the same parties went on again
and made, more illicit whkky. It was
not necessary that they should meet in

B

a room and lay their plans; it was ncon-tiuuati- on

cf the same plans, tbe same
division, etc. Thero was no formal un-
derstanding; they all knew what they
were to do.

Judge Porter interrupted Colonel
Broadhead, and stated that cvinscl did
not meet the question fairly. The ques-
tion was "whether the prosecution in-
tended to connect defendant with the
conspiracy of 1871." Wo have it openly
avowed in deliberate argument by the
government that there was a conspiracy
in 1871, and which erded in 1872. The
same coucsolcaUs to the stand a witness
who says it was closed in November,
1872. The man who organized it left it
and went away, and the eil'jrt ia to con-
nect defendant with it. We submit that
they connot resort to such means to
prove the connection dtfsndant had
with this conspiracy.

Colonel Broadhasd replied that the
piosecution did not admit thsre was a
conspiracy commencing in 1S71 and end-
ing in 1672. It wea continuous from 1871
to 1875, when the strong arm of tho gov-
ernment stopped it. 'May we not estab-
lish the fact that Megrue was only an
officer of the ring, and was discharged
when he went out and some one wa".put-i-

his place. Wo do not claim that tho
defendant was connected with the con-
spiracy in 1871."

Judge Porter was very glad the gontle-ma- u

so frankly declared that General
Babcock was not connected with the
Megrue conspiracy; but is it fair for the
government to turn an Indictment charg-
ing an intention to make illicit spirts in
1874 Into an excuse to go back to a con-
spiracy with which it is admitted he
had no connection, in order to convict
him?

The court said: "As we understand
it, tho inquiry of the witness is as to
what took place in 1S72, and It is ob-jsct-ed

to on the ground that the con-
spiracy of 1S72 ended in that year and
ia not connected with the conspiracy
charged m the indictment. Counsel
stated in the opening that the conspiracy
with which the defendant is alleged to
have been connected commenced in
1871 and extended to 1S75. Colonel
Broadhead says the government has no
evidence to show the complicity of de-
fendant with tho frauds committed in
1871 or 1872. If it were a fast tbat the
conspiracy ended in 1872 we should hold
it irrelevant to admit anything further
concerning that time. But It 13 not ad-

mitted that tho conspiracy ended then.
Mr. Thompson used language which
seems to indicate that the conspiracy
ended then; but that is tbe view of it
from his standpoint. At present we
think you had batter direct your atten-
tion not so mnch to tho conspiracy in
1871 and 1872, as to 1873 and 1874. If
we can see, when the case is all in, that
the conspiracy of 1S71 and 1372 is not a
part of tho conspiracies alleged in the
indictment, and that the uelendant is
not connected with the conspiracy In
1871 and 1872, then we can act on the
testimony already presented, and rule it
ou'." The court then a Ijourned

INTERVIEW WITH "BAB."
New York Berald, 6:U.J

Your correspondent accidentally met
General Babcock in a hallway of the
Lindell hotel and, being well
acquainted with him, had no hesitation
in opening a conversation on the im-

pending trial. Mr. Bibcock was in a
talkative mood, and, leading the way to
a seit in an adjacent parlor, said sub-

stantially:
"I did not come here to be interview-

ed, bnt I will say this much: lamas
innocent as a babe of the charges
brought against me. If an earnest fight
can secure acquittal I am going to get it
I have ten lawyers retained, comprising
the best legal talent in the country, to
each of Whom 1 have paid heavy foes.
The trial will impoverish me in fact
has already praitically done so and it
is quite probable, before the end has
come, that I will have to accept some of
the offers of pecuniary asdsiance macie
by my friends; but if 1 can achieve a
vindication tf my character, aslbelieve
I will, I am willing to relinquish every-
thing I have in tho shape of property or
money. My lawyers tell me theie is no
reasonable danger of conviction. The
chief thing which I Tear is the jury. It
was a damned shame to convict Avery,
and the verdict of guilty against M'Kee
shows that the jury was overawed by
public prejudice."

"Do you know of aoy evidence against
you beyond the di9patchej which have
been published?"

"I know of nothing.and, as far as lam
informed, the government is relying al-

most entirely on tho telegrams. The
true nature and puipoit of these dis-

patches will be explained, I think, to
the satisfaction of evtry reasonable and
candid person. During tho past nine
years I have written many letters to
friends in St. Loui?, but all of a
personal or social nature, and I can
safely defy tho attorneys for the prose-
cution to produce even a suspicious let-

ter against me. Joyce was my special
friend, and, although he now wears a
Btiiped suit, I think he has been hareh-I- v

judged, and is a much better man
than thousands of those now persecuting
him. The famous Bylph' dispatch, of
which the Herald published aac simile,
was a purely social affair, in which the
signature 'Sylph' was used as a joke,
which I will explain when I get on the

"General, they tell me that Con.

ing me or my affairs. I had no intimate
acquaintance with M'Kee, and never
wrote to him in my life."

"Why have you such a mortal dread
of these Missouri juries, Mr. Bibcock?"

"Well," replied the President's pri-

vate sacretary, "in the first place, I
have been assured tbat all the juries
which have sat in the preceding cases
are under rebsl influence, and tbat they
dare not acquit a man who has been of-

ficially connected with the Grant ad-

ministration. Fnithermcre, I am told
that the district-attorne- y und marshal,
in summoning the jury, have selected
deputy-marshal- 3 who go into the coun-
try and subpena men tney have known
for years, and who they know will de-

cide in favor of the government. By
this means men have been convicted
before the jury were placed in tho box.
If they wilt give me a fair jury, I fear
nothing, and I intend to exhaust all my
lezal riahts in securing a fair one."

"Will tho President be on tho stand
during the trial?"

"That dependp," replied Babcock.
"My lawyers will wait and see whether
such a step is necessary or not. The
President assured me only thrte dayB
ago tbat whenever wanted he would
come to St. Louis in perion and testify
iu my behalf. In fact, so far aa he is
individually concerned, he prefers to
come himself to sending his deposition.
So far as the quarrel between the Presi-
dent and Mr. Bristow ia concerned, I
know nothing, as it m not my businers
to know. I will also state that nobody
id authoiized to state what filings exist
between Mr. Bristow and myself. I
have made no complaint against Mr.
Biistow, and if I ever had any remark
to make to or before him it will bo af'er
my case is thoroughly disposed of. But

if I do not stop," said General Babcock,
checking bimsslf, "I will say something
I ought not to say. In fact, I have vio-

lated a strict injunction of my attorneys
in talking at all; but I believe I have
not said anything I will be ashamed for
the Herald readers to see. By the way,
I am afraid tbe Herald has a spite
against me by the way it has been going
for me of late; but I suppose I can stand
it, and I tiuit the editor will dome
justice if I come out all right."

BRISTOW rEESECUTED ON ' BAB'S" AC-

COUNT.
New "Vork Sun.

Washington. February 4. The trou-
ble which has long been brewing be-

tween the President and Secretary Bris-
tow culminated in an open rupture to-

day. The cabinet meeting, which be-

gan at twelve o'clock, was not a harmo-
nious affair, anil Secretary Bristow left
it before one o'clock, having found that
he was without the support of a single
membar of the President's official fami-
ly. This is all the more significant be-

cause yesterday there was an unpleasant
interview between the secretary and
Senatoj Conkllng. The latter, aalie took
his departure, was overheard to say:
"This is the last visit I shall ever pay
you." The row was undoubtedly over
Babcock, and tho difficulty in the cabi-
net meeting to-da- y grew out of the same
source. It is well known that the Pres-
ident has been morose and in a bad hu-
mor forseveral days, especially since the
conviction of M'Kee. and Babcock's
friends have been at him night aud day.
They have kept ringing in his ears the
cry that the St. Louis juries are com-
posed of and that the sur-
roundings of the court there are such
that it will be impossible for
Secretary Babcock to have a fair trial,
and that therefore it is his
duty to do something to offset this, and
if possible create a counter sentiment
there. Conkling's relations with Bab-
cock and Horace Porter are well known
to be of the closest and most intimate
character. It is also well known that
Porter has been moving every power
that he could in Babcock's interest and
to break down the whisky war. The
party leaders here who are in more or
less danger of being affected by the
threatened revelations in Chicago and
Milwaukee have, of cours?, been lending
their most cordial support to this move-
ment, and men who are in no way Iden-
tified with the whisky ring have been
exerting all their influence in the same
direction, simply because they regard
these developments as very damaging
to the party. The conviction of Bab-
cock, they By, will be fatal to the par-
ty; it will irretrievably ruin the admin-
istration, and bring discredit and dis-
honor to the party, from which it will
not be able to recover this winter, even
if the Democrats do continue to make
fools of themselves. All these things
combined produced tbe rupture in the
cabinet to-da-y, and if Bristow does not
tender his resignation in a day or two it
will be demanded. It is known that
high wonfs were uttered before Bristow
left, and that a member of the cabinet
who enjoys exceedingly close relations
with the President remarked, as Mr.
Bristow was leaving, ' No one man is
absolutely needed to run a government
whose place cannot be supplied."
