He emphatically denied the existence
of the semi-offici- al papers or correspond
ence.

estate having been acquired by tne gov-
ernment for debt, and being commonly
known as the steam-mi- ll tract, or Hall
Neilson property.

Mr. Holman objected to that provision
of the bill allowing tho transfer of the
property at private sale, and argued
that It should be opened to public com-
petition.

Mr. Parsons replied that Mr. Hol-man- 's

proposition wouli be unjust to
the railroad companies which were
already using the property.

Mr. ilolman insisted tuat at least mat
portion of the property not needed by
the railroad companies shoaid be dis-
posed of by public competition, not by
private sale. The property consists of
about e'ghty acres, of which the rail-

road companies require about one-thir- d.

The
present legislature of Mississippi is con
sidered to represent the property-owner- s

and well-educate- d people 01 tne btate
better than any legislature that ever be
fore assembled in Jackson. The duty of
electing a senator having bieu per
formed, the next most impoitaut meas
ure that ol inquiring in'o tne manner
in which Governor Amea has executed
the duties of his office is about being
taken up. It is p.obible that tbe house
of representatives will present articles of
impeachment against him to tho senate.
A largo number of the members of tue
legislature freely tpeah upon the subject
at the hotels and at their boarding-house- s,

and evidently desire the gov-
ernor's Impeachment. A stiangor in
tho city is surprised to hear the subject
discussed every where in the stores, at
tbe hotels, and even in the capitol. 'Xhe
articles cf Impcnihment have not yet
been made public, but they will proba-
bly ha tomtthing of the following na-
ture:

Firet That he soured his election by
mproper means, and never intended to

become a resident of the State.
Second That he refused to send the

names of chancellors appointed by him
in January, 1S74, to tho tenate for "ad-
vice and consent," es required by the
constitution, and tbat he suppressed their
names until the senate had adjourned,
and then appointed the chancellors with-
out the "advice and consent" of the sen-
ate.

Tt ird That having so installed bis
chancellors, he undertook to control
them by tureats 01 removal, and to in
duce them to decide questions pending
before them in his intcretsts, and' tho in
terests ot his menus, thereby attempt
ing to coirupt the judiciary of the State.

H mirth That in as many cases p.s ne
failed so to control and Corrupt them,
tbo chancellors so appointed were re
moved by him from office without trial
or impeachment, as required by tbe con-
stitution. It is alleged that he attempt-
ed to corrupt one of the chancellors, a
young Mr. Peyton, and ono of two sons
of the chief-justic-e of the State. It is
charged that when a case involving a
Jorge amount of jnenewaa pndfn; bo--
fore Chancellor ryton in'tlns city, the
State being ono par'y and a railroad
corporation the ocher, that the govern-
or threatened to remove him if the
decision should not ba satisfactory.
Governor Ames, it is alleged, sent lor
the chief ju&tico and appealed to mm to
use his influence upon his son.

Fifth It is charged tbat the governor
virtually attached tho office of the State
treasurer to tbat ot public printer in tins
State by placing tho public printer, who
received irom one nunured tnousanu
dollars to two hundred thousand dollars
a year for that sen-ice-

, in the treasury of
the Btate, n tne capacity 01 a cierK in
that office, at a nominal salary of fifteen
hundred dollars per annum. It is
charged that the object of this was to
enable the public printer to obtain a
preference in the cashing of his war-
rants received as public printer. It is
charged that the governor had notice of
this fraudulent purpose, ana unaersioou
all about it, and yet persistently kept
the public printer In the treasury two
year, ano tnat tois was a gre3t irauo, to
which the governor was a party.

Sixth There is a c'ause in the con
stitution of the State which was copied
from the constitution of tho United
States, and which fot bids any eenator or
representative, during the time for
wmcn ne is eiecieu, irom oeiog apnoiui
ed to any office which shall have been
created, or tbo emoluments of which
shall havo been increased by the legis-
lature of which he was a member. A
large class of offices waa created by the
leuulature that has ju:t gone out of
office offices hitherto unknown in the
State and unknown to the constitution
The act creating them made the emolu
menta large, the duties very trifling, the
responsibility really nothing, and em-
powered the governor to fill thera by ap-
pointment.

Just
previous to adjournment of the morning
session, Mr. Storrs stated that the de
fense bad intenaeu to nave tne personal
attendance of President Grant as a wit
ness, but as the case stands he thougnt
thi3 would not be neces jary, particaarly
as the exigencies of public affairs require
his attendance at Washington. Ho pro-

posed to the counsel for the prosecution
that they should meet with tho counsel
for the defense and agree on the ques
tions and croas-questio- to be put to the
President, and that the examination
should be made before the chief-justic-e

of the supreme court.
Colonel Dyer said ne nau no particu

lar objection to such an arrangement,
if it should appear after examining the
interrogatories of the defense tbat the
government could be as well terved in
this way aa ny tne personal presence 01
the President.

Mr. Storrs said they had their ques
tions written ont, and asked the oouit
to prolong-th- e noon session until tbree
o'clock iu the afternoon, to give the
counsel for the government time to pre
pare tneir cross-question- s, jliiih iub
court agreed to, anu aujoumeu 10 lurec
o'clock'in the afternoon.

On the reassembling of the court uis- -
