mediate cause of the explosion is not
known, but suflicleut knowledge has
been sained to lead to the belief that
one of Ihe men below entered a cham
ber with a lichted lamp, and tbat its
sparks ignited the gas which accumula-
ted there since Monday. About twenty-fiv- e

men had beto engaged to repair the
tracEs and gangways at the neaamge.
AmoLEthe number were several min
ers, and this morning they all went to
work as usual. About nair-pa- st iwo
this afternoon, while the men were em
ployed at their work baloy, the explo-
sion oicnmd. The force of the explo
sion was no great as to tear away the
brattice nroo3. doors, tracks, and great
masses ot rock and coal. The rot f of
the fanhouse. at the top of the air-shaf- t,

was torn to pieces, and other damages,
amouhtinc to thousands of dollars,
wrought. The many miner who stood
near the breaker hastened to relievo
those below. Tho main shaft was very
badly damaged, but an entrance was ef-

fected. It was u daugerons businees to
hunt for those below, but the volunteers
crosecuted their work for three hours,
until they had brought to the surface
twelve men. four of whom were dead
and the others more or less burned and
mangled. Reports of the explosion
soread among the hundreds of Idle mm
era, anu in a snort time auer tne u mas
ter crowa3 gatnerea arjoui me Dieaeer.
