tween Marsh and Evaos & Co,, ot Fort
Sill. FPeck refused to comply withi these
terme, apd others recsived the appoint-
ments. At Ferts Baford and Padk A, C.
Leighton was sppointed sutler on terms
proposed by Orville Grant, but ths bonus
required wasso large that belost money,
and subsequenily offered to seil te Dar-
fee & Pook, The laller agreed lo buy,
bal Leighton bad fimst to oblain par-
wiission to sell from Grant. This Grant
refured, and made osfer terms with
Leighton. The Fort Bully tradership
was Laken from Darfee & Pack and given
o John T, Athey. Athey paid sil the
muney he bad to get the post, and was
obliged to maike tsrms with Darfes &
Pack torun it. The iatter firm leased
from him and enrried on the business for
8 year, when the proflis aceruing to
Athey ansbled him to run the hosiness
himsell., Doerfee & Peck had the trader-
ship at Fort Sill, but 1t was given to
Evans & Co. Darfee & Peck attempled
io carry on business in opposition to
Evans & Co., but the officers of the post
were [osbvdden to give tho ecldicrs or-
ders on any firm but Evans & Co., and
they were forced to abandon the post.
