Daring the
session ot tne nouBe to-da- Mr. uiymer,
rising to a question of privilege, stated

had been slmllatlv BUbracnaed. Ho
Clymer had appeared before that court

ana naa stated that in obedience to law
be appeared at its bar to obey its order,
but that as a member or the committee
of tbe house, he felt that it would be
prejudicial to tbe bizbe3t interests of
tbe country thai bis coileasues and him
self should be compelled to state what
had transpired In their commute room.
tie oeitevea that fetich a course would
not only close tbe mouths of all the wit-
nesses, but that in many cases it would
drive them from the land. He had said
furthermore, that while not pleading
their privileges as members of the house,
they must, nevertheless, protest atain&t
being examined, and would onlv con- -
Bent to be bo examined after an order
being made specially to that end by the
court. Tne court bad determined, if it
needed their attendance tbereaf:er. to
Bend for tbem. He bad felt 1t his duty
to bring tbe matter to tho attention of
the bouse, in order that the house might
take such action in tbe matter ca might
be right, just and necessary.

Mr. Blaine asked Mr. CIvmer if the
court had asked or had desired to ask
for any Information that was not con
tained in tbe published report and was
not a matter of record and of general
notoriety. Ho could very well ooncelve
that tbe gentleman from Pennsylvania
might not wisn to be called upon in that
court to testify of what was still a com- -
mitce secret, but what point or delicacy
could arise as to those matters wnicb
were as common as history could make
them bs could not see.

Mr. Clymer replied that the court had
not prepesed to ask tbem any question
at ail tney were to be examined before
tne grand jury, ir questions wore to
have been asked by the court in the
presence of the pubilo bo might not
nave as great an objection, but be and
his collesgues had felt that If tbey weTe
to go before a grand jury, whose pro
ceedings wera necessarily secret, that
ract would striae terror everywhere
throughout tbe land, and would close all
avenues of testimony to the house and
its committees.

Mr. Danford, another member of the
committee, said that he bad no sub
poena to go before tbe court, but be
would like to Know from tne chairman
whether any additional testimony had
bean taken b&f-jr- e the committee.

Mr, Limar objected to that question.
Mr. Blaine The objection must oome

from a most inconceivable motive.
Mr. Lamar It may be a motive that

you misconceive, but nevertheless, it is
a motive which 1 nave, una tnat is the
preservation of parliamentary order. I
maintain that no member has tbe right
to reveal tbe secrets of the committee
room.

Mr. Clymer said that thero bad been
no additional testimony before tbe com-
mittee; but he repeated that the attempt
to drag forth what occurred in com-
mittee could result in nothing else but
detriment to tbe publio weal.

Mr. Blalno There should be no
division or seeming division between
the two sides of the house In regard to a
vigorous prosecution of publio criminals.

HORRIBLE CATASTROPHE.

Hnrnlngr of n Cnthollo Home for tno
Poor, at Brooklyn, N. TC.i hlrty or

More of 1U Inmate JUanlng.

New York. March 7. A house for
aged people, conducted by a Catholic
community known as the Little Sisters
of the Poor, located in the eastern dis-

trict of Brooklyn, was completely de
stroyed by fire this morning. Tho bouse
compriseu a iour-Btor- y ouuuing, wun
two wings, and contained one hundred
and eighty-fiv- e Inmates. When these
were made aware of the fire a panic
seized tbem, and the sisters losing con-

trol they ran through the building, some
escaping to tbe street, but others sinking
down exhausted, overcome by fright and
smoke. Tho police and firemen rescued
all these, but a number wno couia not
eet to the lower floors, by reason of the
smoke and flames, ran for the roof. All
who reached here were rescued, out some
of the inmates, too fseble to run or clam
ber, were burned to deatn, wnne two
who threw themselves from an upper
window were fatally injured. Five
bodies have been taken from the ruins.
Loss en the building, twenty-liv- e thou-
sand dollars; insurance, thirty thousand
dollars.

A later report from the fire In the
home for the indigent, under
the care of the Little Sisters of the
Poor, makes it more disastrous In its re-

sults than was at first noted. It seems
the fire was discovered in tbe south
wing, occupied by the male portion of
the inmates, and contained seventy-tw- o

parsons, whose ages varied from sixty-eieh- t

to one hundred and five years.
The fire was discovered by a person on
the street, who gave the alarm oy ring-
ing the bell of the institution, awaken-
ing the sisters and aged inmates. When
the firemen arrived, tbe flames were
sweeping through the south wing in
every direction, anu it was not until
about nine o'clock tbat the fire had been
reduced to smouldering embers in the
basement. Tne firemen wero then ena
bled to examine the upper stories of the
burned wing, where they found seven-
teen men burned in their beds in the
upper story. The bedsteads were made
of iron, and rested on the charred beams
which had remained in their places.
Tbe bodies were burned to a crisp, ren
dering them totslly unrecognizable, it
is said that thirty are missing, and It is
feared that tbe burned bodies of some
may be found among tbe debris of the
fire in the basement. The firemen suc-
ceeded in saving the main building and
the south wing, which Is occupied by
about sixty old women.
