Tbo burgomsster
consents, still in the belief that he is
giving his daughter to the prince. At
last tho carpenter ia saluted as prince on
all sides, is half convinced himself, and
is prevailed upon to retire for rest and
recreation.

It W39
and Is their wish lo protect the Interest
at all concerne.d, ia so far ai It can be
done vvlth due regard to their own safe-
ty- Eor the accotbplisnmsnt at this
end, negotiations have be on pending for
several months past in tho citycf New
York, iu which the trustees aud bond-
holder?, tho officers of .the company, and
others Interested In the result partici-
pated. These negotiations were success-
fully terminated a few days ago in a gen-
eral plan of settlement, whicn met the
approval of the parties taking part there-
in, and is now ready for the approval of
such of the general creditors as were not
present.
