IN DAVZNi-OR- IOWA.
Davenport, March 15. A failure is

authoritatively announced here of the
Union savings bank of Cedar Rapids,
this State. This bank has ben in oper-
ation some ten years, and had a nomi-
nal capital of about foilr hundred thou-
sand dollars. Its president and mansger
was Judge G;orgo Greene, formerly pres-
ident ct the Burlington, Cedar Bapids
and Minnesota railroad. Hie bank was
started mainly CO tho banking busi-
ness of this road, which amounted to
BeV;&l millions annually, but when the
Change in the management of the road
took place the railroad deposlin were
taken from the Union bank. This crip-
pled tbe institution. The Greenes, who
controlled the Institution, are among the
best oitllsns of tbe State, and are con-
cerned in many large interests in Cedar
Rapids, none of which it is thought will
suffer. It is stated that there will be
no material losses, and that the bank
will simply retire from the banking bU9i
ness.

NbW Yobk, March 15. The suspen-

sion of tbe United States reflector-compan-

of Coner, Jacob3en & Co , manu-
facturers and importers of reflecting
chandeliers, was announced yesterday.
Their liabilities amount to over $100,000,
and their assets are considered good.

The Evening Port says no receiver has
been appointed for the Bank of the State
of New xoik, and it was learned this
morning on the best authority that the
comptroller ot currency, John Jay Kinx,
is making ah eQ'ort to hava tho bank go
into Voluntary liquidation. The bank
officers are willing to adopt tbi course,
and believe lh6y oan Calry it out

The docrj of tbe bank build-in- s
wcte open this morning, and the

officers were in attendance to answer tbe
questions of depositors, who visited tbe
institution in large numbers. Vice-Praslde- ut

Patrick said nothing could be
done by the managers until the decision
of the banking department at Washing-
ton was announced. He also said in re-
gard to over-draf- ts and loans which have
been ceneured tuat tbe reports of these
had been exaggerated. Mr. Reed, one
of the directors of the bank, said there
was no foundation whatever fo1 the
statement that he had made an over-
draft cf $200,000. There Is some trouble
between persons who yesterday gave
original checks certified by the Bank of
the 6 'ate of New York, and a meeting
of the governing committee of the stock
exchange will probab'y decide their
difficulties. Among tbe visitors to the
bank to-da- y were several persons who
made deposits only a Bhort time before
the bank was closed. They were in-
formed that all deposits made yesterday
were kept sepa'ate, and were deposited
with the Bank of Commerce in trust
for the Bank of thcState of New York.
Wall street was quiet this morning, and
stocks were higher than yesterday.

At a meeting of tbe stockholders of
the Bank of the State of New York,
which suspended yesterday, the resigna-
tion of the old board directors was ac-
cepted, and followlrg the new board ap-
pointed Augustus Belmont, B. G. Rals
ton, G. F. Falman, D. D. "Withers,
Lawrence Tnrnure, Jno. R. Marshall,
Danl. Drake Smith, Adrian Izslin and
Henry Morgan. Mr. Belmont was
elected president. The new board meet

to appoint other executive
e flicers and reorganize affairs, and give
a bond to the comptroller of the currency
that the bank's stseta will be applied to
the liquidation of its debts. The insti-
tution wdl resume business at an early
day. Tne Mr. G. W.
Duer, remains with the bank in a ad-
visory capacity.

BUSINESS STAGNATION.

In what sense Is there Improvement
in business? Railway earnings look
well ; tbe returns of twenty-fiv- e roads,
elsewhere given, show earnings of

fir certain weeks of 1876,
against S7,&i6,65l for the corresponding
weeks of 1875, a gain of nearly 22 per
cent. Nor Is this gain confined to a few
roads. Of those reporting, every-- road
except three returns larger earnings
thus far than during the corresponding
portion of last year. This is not the
only encouraging sign. Grain receipts
at lake ports, from August 1st to Febru-
ary 26tb, flour included as wheat, aggre-
gate 110,656,203 bushels, against 102,731,-30- 3

during the same time last year.
Shipments from lake and river citle3
since August show an increase of more
than 33 per cent, compared with ship-
ments during the same time last ynr.
Cotton receipts ata.lports,fromSeptem-tx-- r

1st to March 7tb, aggregate 3,633.604
bdes, against 3,012,662 during the same
time last year, and exports since
S'ptember 1st, are 2,244 S12 bales,
azainst 1,869,095 last year. At New

jrk recelp's cf almost every impor-
tant article are larger this yeanthus far
than for the corresponding weeks of last
year, and reperts from other cities give
like evidence of improvement. But a
glance at the barometer of modern com-
merce warns us not to indulge as yet in
too anguine estimates Tbe clearing-
house returns at New York, Philadel-
phia, Boston, St. Louis and Chicago are
given clsawhere, and these indicate that
there has been as yet little if any in-
crease in aggregate transactions, as the
following comparison of clearings for
January and February in 1S76 and 1875
will show:

So Justification for tbe Slander on
G corire II. Pendleton Important

Resolution.

"Washington, March 15. Wiliiam
Ernest, treasurer of the Kentucky Cen-

tral railway company, was examined
and testified that all the parties inter-
ested in the Central railroad assented to
the arrangement with Mr. Pendleton
for collecting the claim of that company,
and so far as he knew, no one dissented
from the terms of the settlement He
did not know of any portion of the
money being used improperly by Pen-dlsto- n,

or anybody else, to influence the
payment of the claim. They regarded
the claim as eminently just and proper;
there Was nothing doubtful in it, but it
was difficult of settlement.

Colonel Grafton was examined to-d-

before the committee on expenditures in
the war department The chairman
said to him that a telegram appeared in
the New York Herald of the eighth in-
stant containing certain information
concerning the committee and himself,
and that Nordhoff, the author of tbe
telegram, said he obtained tbe informa-
tion from General Boynton, who yester-
day testified that he obtained his first
information from Mr. Wilson, thence
from Mr. Shallabarger, and next from
Colonel Grafton. The witness in re$Jj
said tbe conversation he had with Gen-
eral Boynton was a week ago last Satur-
day. He thought he did not tell Gen-
eral Boynton in the conversation that
Mrs. Bowers, Mr. and Mrs. Marsh, Mr.
Pendleton and Mr. Clymer traveled to-

gether in Europe, and that some of the
parties became acquainted with the
main facts alluded to in the telegram
affecting Mr. Pendleton. Tbe witness
related the conversation be bad with
General Boynton, which the latter re-

peated yesterday. He did not think he
stated to General Boynton that General
Kiddoo told him Mr. Clymer refused to
investigate the Pendleton matter, but
that he said he had not sufficient data.
The wi'ness did not tell General Boyn-
ton anything that reflected on tbe com-
mittee. He derived from General Kid-
doo the impression that there was an in-

disposition on tbe part of tbe committee
to examine into the facts; General Kid-
doo never stated that Mr. Clymer trav-
eled in Europe with the parties above
named; General Kiddoo Slid he met
Mr. Clymer in Europe, but that he never
met him with those parties; General
Kiddoo never said that Mr. Clymer at-
tended a meeting at the Arlington hotel
with Mrs. Marsh and Mrs. Belknap, nor
did tbe witness say the same to General
Boynton. He stated that General
Kiddoo had informed him some time
previous to the morning upon which
tbe resolution of impeachment was re-

ported in tbe house, .he (Kiddoo) had
tild Mr. Clymer that If he pulled down
Belkuap in this matter, he must pull
down his friend Pendleton also, in tbe
matter of the Kentucky Central rail-
road. Mr. Clymer said that he did not
have the propsr date to Investigate that
charge. He, the witness (Grafton) fur-
ther said that Kiddoo bad told hid that
he (Kiddoo) had said to Mr. Clymer
that Mr.. Marsh would testify to what
Mrs. Belknap bad said to her in relation
to this Kentucky railroad claim, in an
interview at the Arlington bouse. Graf-
ton further said that General Kiddoo
told him that he said to Mr. Clymer that
if this was not investigated he would
give the matter to the p'eas. Grafton,
however, said that he did not think that
General Kiddoo had any intention
whatever of giving it to the press.

The Payne BUI Agreed to as a Finale on
I lie Financial ((ncstlou.

Wasbisgton, March 18. The Dem-
ocratic fiuancial c&uzus was in session
until nearly twelve :'clock and
finally agreed upon the Payne bill bra
vote of sixty-nin- e to forty-six-. This bill
provides for a gradual resumption of
specie payments by making it the duty
of the secretary of the treasury annually
to retain in coin an amount equal to
three per cent, of tbe legal-end- er notes
outstanding, to constitute a resumption
fund, and also requiring the na-
tional banks t) set aside ah
amount of coin equal to three per cent,
of their circulating notes. The bill, in
addition, provides for the repeal of' so
much of the specie resumption act of
January 14, lS?o, as designates tbe first
of January,' 1579, as the date of resump-
tion. Many amendments were voted
down, including that cf the minority of
the caucus committee for a simple re-
peal of so much of th9 act of 1875 as
flxoi tho nut of January, 1879, as the
time for resumption. This received only
forty-tw- o votes.
