General KMdo Explains his Statements
and Exonerates Clyaicr, and Gib-

son Sustains liini.

Washikqton, March 10 General
Kiddo appeared before the committee
on expenditures in the war department
this morning, and was sworn. He was
asked whether he told Colonel Grafton,
or anyone olso, that some years ago Mr.
and Mrs. Maren, mis. cower taiccrwaru
Mrs. Belknap), Mr. Pendleton, and Mr.
Clvmer traveled together in Europe.
The witness replied that ho did not, as
nothing of the kind occurred, witness,
however, met with Clymer at Vienna on
July 4, 1873; they traveled in Germany
togetner, anu psrieu at ijenm injuiy.

department.

Mr. Clymer Did I show an unwill
ingness to examine Pendleton's case?

Answer jno; x never s&io. coiouoi- -
onel Grafton. I thought, however, that
there was a strong partisan feeling in
the matter, but his was only an opinion.
You neither expressed nor manifested an
indisposition to iuvesligjte It.

Question Did you cvereay to Colonel
Grafton that you would insist on having
Mr. Marsh subrceaaeuY

Answer l certainly utu not. 1 saw
Colonel Grafton, who admitted that he
was mietaken in his narrative on that
point. In matters pertaining to the sub
ject I was particular not to have my
name menuoneu. 1 ins witness re-

marked that he had never said anything
prejudicial to any member of the com-

mittee, in any way, shape, or manner
In reply to a question uy uamora, me,

witness said be thought ho had a con-

versation with C'.ynier tha night after
the resolutions concerning Belknap were
presented In the house, tub witness,
tho night before, had a convention
with Mrs. Marah on the subjict of Pen-
dleton's caso, when ehe epo&e about an
interview she had with Mrs Belknap
She r;peated, in substance, that tho case
of her nusband was not asssrlous as tho
matter connected with the .tventucKy
riflntral railroad, in which case she was
Hupposod to have received seventy thou-
sand dollar.; but, said Mrs. Bslknap,
'I did not receive seventy thousand dol

THE SAFE BURGLARY.

Jew York Tribune.
Washington. March 13. There

seems to be more reason to hope that the
whele truth in regard to the notorious
district safe burglary oonepiracy will
come out in tho investigation by the
house judiciary committee than has be-

fore existed. Nettleahio. in his confes
sion to District-Attorne- y Wells, corrob-
orated the testimony of Michael Hayes,
one of the men employed to plan the
safe burglary, and who was examined,
by the special committee of 1S74, and
additional missing links are reported to
have been supplied by the confessldn of
another of the employes of the conspira
tors.

There is, it seems, too, a woman in
the safe-burgla- ry business. This has
not been published or publicly suspect-
ed until now. The sergeant-at-arm- s is
on her track, and expects to have her
here in three days. For prudential
reasons her name cannot now be given.
This woman is said to be the missing
link that will convict the professional
burglars who did the miserable j on witn
the mysterious persons who, sitting in a
darkened room, with pebbles in their
mouth3 to disguise their voices, conduct-
ed tho original negotiations with Mike
Hayes.

THE SXOBfif IS EUROPE.

Additional l'articnlars about the Un
precedented Devastation by Storm

nnd Flood in France and
Elsewhere.

London. March 16. The weather is
hardly settled yet though y; has greatly
moderated, f rom an parts 01 tne coun-
try come details of the destruction by
the gale. The rivers Cherwell, Tone,
and others, overflowed tha country for
miles. Paris advices say that Bercy,
Neullly, Couibevoie, Armiens, Billan-cour- t,

Point du Jour, Austenil, Sevres,
St. Cloud, and other suburbs of the city,
were all more or less inundated. The
suffering caused by the floods is very
great. Marsnai ana aiaaame isiacaia-ho- n

have each visited separate quarters
and distributed relief personally. Mad
ame MacM&bon sent tne prelect or po
lice five thousand francs for the relief of
the sufferers, and public contributions
are being made for the same object. All
the large streams between 1'aris anu me
eastern frontier of France are over their
banks aud the country for miles around
Is flooded. In Normandy the gale Was
terrible. On tin Calvados coast masses
of rock were blown off tiie cliffs. In
Belgium the hurricane was terrific. The
barometer at Liege fell below the lowest
reading on record. Elsewhere iu Ger-
many the storm was most violent, and
generally on the continent the telegraph
lines were damaged loan extent hitherto
unparalleled.

London, March 16 A Paris dispatch
in the Times reports that Inundations
have stopf oJ tho work in the govern-
ment tobacco factory and in tho found-erie-s

of Alfortville. Two hundred houses
are flooded at St. Maur. The gale ot
Sunday caused frightful devastation
of life and property. E'even persons
were killed In Cambray. At Stllners
the river Boor rose twenty or thirty feet,
Inundating the county. At Cobllntz the
Rhino rose behind the railway bridge
like a water spout to the bight of houses.
Hamburg and Frankfort have also sur-fere- d.
