New York, March Si Rumors in
regard to tb DnElnesa transactions of
Wm.

Statement hy Stewart lie
is Very Severe on Lyons.

Defense of Sehcnck "Wldc-Spre- nl Cor-
ruption in England.

Washington, March 22 Ex Sena-
tor S'e wart was again be'era the com-
mittee on foreign affairs to-d- ay in rela-
tion to the Emma mine. It appeared
from bis testimony that after negotia-
tion was made with Albert Grant for
putting tbe stock on the market, it was
agreed that General Hchenck should
have some of it, be having said he hid
money and would like to invts. He
gave a circumstantial account of the ap-
pointment of secretaries of the compiny,
and remarked it wa3 not by acquiring
any interest that General Schenck be-

came director. The salary was twenty-fiv- e

hundred dollars, and General
Schenck had time to attend to the bu'i-nes- s.

He had no knowledge as to
whether the general paid for the stock
himself, but supposed that Park had ar-
ranged to carry the stock for him. Ho
could not, however, state iu what way.
Witness read from Lyons's testimony,
and denied several statements contained
therein, and detailed the terniB of the
cootract with Lyons by which he relin-
quished his interest in the Emma mine.
Stewart said the commissions, or Eng-
lish pulls as they are called, were de-
manded by all tbe bankers, and nearly
everybody with whom they came in
contact. Jay Cooke & Cj. demanded
two and a half per cent on the sale.
Pulls were also paid to Biron Grant,
Lswia & Sns, and others. Coatea and
Hankey, thepartiea who Introduced
them to Baron Grant, demanded ten
thousand pounds for the introduction,
but it was not paid. He was surprised
at the amount of money thny had to pay
to a number of people in E Jgland. He
denied Lyons's statement that they gave
Sshenck five hundred shares of the
stock.

Witness devoted his time to-d- main-
ly to the emphatic denial of many
points of Lyon's testimony, and to show
that General Schenck was an owner of
stock long before tbe organization of tbe
company, and that he did not become a
director until after tiie sale of the mine.
He fa'd it could not be true that Baron
Grant went into tho alfttir mainly on
the statement that General Schenck was
a director, for tbe reason that General
Hchenck did not become a director until
after the sale of the mine. He said that
General Schenck's name was fi st sug-
gested on thestcondor third of Novem-
ber, long after the company was organ-
ized.

Washington, March 22. Senator

Frelinghuysen, from the Committee 6n
foreign relations, reported favorably on
the pstition of the New York chamber
of commerce in relation to the Japanese
indemnity fund, and reported a bill in
relation to the payment o! said fund.

Senator Edmunds introduced a Joint
resolution providing fcr amending the
constitution of the United States, 'nhich
was refeircd.

The morning hour having expired,
the Eenate resumed the consideration of
senate bill No providing for counting
tho votes for President and Vice-Preside-

Senator Morton asked the senate to
remain in session to-d- until the bill
wa9 disposed of.

After debate rly Bahatora Whyte and
Thuha&n, Senator Johnston briefly dis-
cussed the amendment offered by him-
self, which read: "If the senate should
vote forcountingone certificate, and the
house of representatives for another! n
joint meeting of the two bouses sha'l
finally determine rthich shall be count-
ed by States, the representation from
each Stat e,inclulicg;senators therefrom,
having one vote; but if ths representa-
tion of any State shall De equally di-

vided, its vote shall not bs counted."
After which the quastion was taken

on the amendment arrd it was lost
yeas, 11; nays, 39.

The question was then taken on Sena-
tor Cooper's amendment, which reads
as follows: "And if the two houses do
not Pgree as to which returns shall be
counted, then the vote shall be ecu o ted
which the house of representatives,
voting by States in the. manner pre-
scribed by the constitution when the
election devolves on the house, shall de-
cide lo be the true and valid return;"
anil It was lost yeas, 13; nays, 35.

The question then recurred on the
amendment, proposed by Sena

torMaxey: "But if the two houses fail
to agree as to which cf ti e returns shall
bo counted, tt oa the prrs'.dent of the
senate, as the presiding officer of the two
houses, shall decide which is the true
and vtlid return, and the same shall be
counted." After dt bate the amendment
was lost yeas, 7; uayp, 38.

After a short executive session tho
senate adj ;urned.

1IOU.SE.
Mr. Rice, from the committee on id

pensions, repotted a bill providing
that ail pensions on account of death
or wounds lecelved, or diseases contract-
ed in the servile of the United Staten
sinca March 4, 1871, shall commence
from tbo date of death or discharge,
and for tho payment of arrears of pen-
sions. Referred to the committee cf tbe
whele and made the special order for
Wednesday next.

Mr. Young presented the petition of
the chambsr of commerce oi Memphis
asking to have the signal service en-
larged.

Mr. Hopkins offered a resolution call-
ing on the secrctiry of the treasury fir
all correspondencs on the subject of the
change of officers in the customhouse at
Pittsburg; and also for a statement of
all the influences which induced the re-- vi

cation of his request for tho resigna-
tion of the surveyor of the port of Pitts-
burg. Adopted.

On motion of Mr. Atkins, the senate
amendments to the bill to supply tbe de-

ficiency in the appropriation for certain
Indian tribes were in.

The house took up the bill reported
yesterday from the judiciary committee,
prohibiting contributions to the election
fund by effljers of the United States
government, the question being on tho
amendment offered by Blaine to extend
the application of the bill to senator,
lepresentatives and delegates in con-
gress.

Mr. Blaine proceeded to address the
house. Ha regarded it as a very signifi-
cant and veiy gratifying circumstance
that the judiciary committee, composed
of a majority of Democratic members,
and presided over by a strict State-Righ- ts

Democrat, had reputed unani-
mously a bill proposing to give congress
the right to take cognizance of iosal
elections, even In counties and districts
He regarded that as a surrender of the
dictrine hetetofore held by the Demo-
cratic party on that subject. It wsb
admitted every where that there.was as
great a necessity for legislation to secure
an honest vote and fair count as there
was to guard poor clerks from five-doll- ar

contributions for election purposes.
With that part of the bill he sympa-
thized. He did not think there had been,
under the Republican regime in Wash-
ington, any coercion of clerks or any
dismissals for not contributing; but both
parties were in the habit of receiving
assessments and contributions from office-

-holders. That was something alto-
gether too well known and too notorious
to be denied. It might have run into a
great evil. He thanked the judiciary
committee for preparing a remedy for
that evil, and he thanked the house for
the very large majority with which it
had yesterday indicated its purpose to
strike an evil far greater than that. He
undertook to say that the contributions
made on congressional elections both by
successful and defeated candidates, ex-
ceeded by many times over at every
election the contributions by persons
holding State or Federal offices. He
thought it was equally notorious, and if
tbe house deeigntd to correct that evil
and tear it up by the roots, the bill
would have to ba so amended as that
neither a senator, representative, dele-
gate nor candidate for such position
could safely cse money for tho purpose
of securing his election.

Mr. Brown Ky replied to Mr.
Blaine's suggestion as to the Democratic
party surrendering its States-right- s

principles, and said that the substitute
proposed by himself was not open to that
criticism.

Mr. Goode also replied to some re-
marks made by Blaine, i lustrating the
mcde by which some election frauus are
perpetrated in Virginia, and which
Blame had described as playing dice fo'r
an election, with one side using loaded
dice.

Mr. Blaine referred to a distinguished
Democrat from Virginia us his author-
ity, and mentioned the name of Gover-
nor Henry A. Wise.

Mr. Goode energetically Wo don't
recognize him as a Democrat in Vir-
ginia. r

Mr. Blaine Very well, he certalily is
not on cur , and, to uso Governor
Wise's own words to me, "The fraud
was one which Kellogg;
which the carpetbag-gei- s,

and which the
ECalawg?." Laughter.

Mr Siowell Ana that was in refer-eren- ce

to an election case in which my
colleague Gcode was one of the par-
ties.

In the further course of nis remarks
Mr. Blaine quoted the testimony given

by Cornelius Wendel, a former oongret
slonal printer, to. the eflc!t that forty
three Her cent, of tile artist amount ap
Rroprlated for printing purposes had
been used for the purpoie of carrying
Buchanan's Presidential election.

Mr. Holman reminded Mr. Blaine
that the supposition that government
officers had patticipated IneUbh frauds
had produced a political revolution
whiCh had brought the Republican par-
ty Into power. Did tbe gentleman sus-
pect that a similarly well-founde- d sup-
position at the present period would not
produce a corresponding effect?

or employe who shall offend against the
provisions of this act ehsll at once be
dismissed from theservice c f tbe United
States, and also ba guilty of a high mis-
demeanor, and oa conviction thereof
be fined not less than five hundred dol-
lars nor more than three thousand dol-
lars, and imprisoned not more than are
year, at the discretion of the judge try-
ing the case."

The second section is. the amendment
offered by Mr. Gcods and adopted. The
third section gis "United State dis-
trict courts jurisdiction over the offenses
created by the act." Iho substitute was
egreed to with the yeas and nays, and
the bill, as thus amended, was passed.
Yeas, 173; nays, 8. Adjourned.

MK. DANA'S LETTER.
Boston. March 19. A letter from

Richard H. Dana, jr., to Senator Bout-wel- l,

in regard to the appointment to
England, will appear in the Boston
Advertiser Mr. Dana calls
attention to the irj istice toward him
and the ex parte nature of the recent
proceedings in the senate, and recon-
siders his determination to goto Wash-
ington. The letter is as follows:

Boston, March 16, 1S70.
To Hon. George S3. Boutwell :

Dear Sir When I first heard that
charges were to be made against me be-

fore the committee, my impulse was to
demand a hearing, and I asked you to
do so; but in my telegram of tbe four-
teenth, I said that, if the question was
upon my general fitnes1, 1 bad nothing
to say. But I could not believe that a
committee would n to charges af-
fecting my honor from antagonists, and
decide adversely to me, without offering
some opportunity of explanation. I
was careful not to ask for hearing, but
only to express my belief that no com-
mittee would act adversely to me on an
ex parte hearing. I did not then know
what the committee had done, but only
heard rumors that they had heard or in-
tended to bear my antagonists. This
morning I lesrn the facts authentically
for the first time. I learn that the com-
mittee did give a secret ex parte hearing
to two men known to he my enemies on
personal grcuads, and on that hearing
al )ne came to an adverse decision and
acted upon it. Thiy had no intention
if seeking information of me or my
friends. They committed themselves
to that desision, and requested the Pres-
ident to withdraw my nomination,
with the understanding that if
he did not they should re-
port adversely. I understand it is only
upon the urgent request of persons en-
titled to their attention, who have set
before them the unfairness of their ac-

tion, that they have consented to let the
matter lie over uotil Tuesday, that I
may be heard if I wish to be. Tne com-
mittee has never addressed me, but only
made it known to others that I may
appear before them if I desire to. I un-
derstand further that the objections
made before the committee, partly re-

lated to party politics, but mainly, per-
haps, to charges made by my antagonist
in a private civil action. 1 trust, my
dear Mr. Boutwell, that you know me
well enough to know that I shall not
ask to bo heard before the committee
under such circumstances. I value
hi3hly the honor of the office tendered
to me, and am grateful to the govern-
ment for the distinguished compliment.
When I saw the surprising unanimity,
and I may even say enthusiasm, with
which it was received by the press and
public, altogether the most gratifying
thing I ever experienced, I wdl say to
you frankly that it removed every
doubt arising out of my pri-
vate circumstances, and that I
determined to accept the office; but
there is nothing in the gift of the
government which should induce me to
go to Washington and submit a ques-
tion touching my honor to a committee
which has taken the course which has
been taken by the senate committee on
foreign relations. I do not wish my
nomination withdrawn. Under the cir-
cumstances it will not be withdrawn
with my assent. If tbe senate relecs it
under the present circumstances, I trust
1 shall not fail of tho grace to submit
with equanimity. You may make what
use of this letter you thing judicious.

They see with humiliation and alarm
evidences of bribery, fraud and specu-
lation in high places; the dis-

tress that prevaih and widespread
financial ruin that impends over the
people of the State, and tbey charge
that these evils are the direct results of
a personal government, unwise legisla-
tion, a vicii ii' financial policy, and the
extravagance and corruption of the Re-

publican party. They declare:
First That tho civil servrcs of the

government has be ome corrupt and is
made an object of peismal gain, and
infidelity 1 1 the public ttust has become
the rule and not the exception. We be-

lieve it at honesty, capacity and fidelity
are the only tests of limess for a public
station, Jand that wholesome penalties
should ba used with rigor to enforce of-

ficial accountability.
Second That the recent and repeated

exposures of fraud and coiruption in the
administration of public affairs call for
a searching and thorough investigation
of every branch of the public service, to
the entfc that all corrupt practices may
be brought to light, and all who have
abused and betiayed their public trusts,
whatever may be their station, may be
exposed and punished; and we urge
those in charge of this subj ect at Wash-
ington to prompt, thoiough and ex-

haustive examination of their respective
fields of labor.

Third That retrenchment and econ-
omy are indispensable in Federal,
State and municipal government as es-

sential means toward lessening the bur-

dens of the people, and we commend the
effotts of the msjority id the house cf
representatives for the reduction of ex-

penditures of the Federal government to
a ju3t standard, and their determination
to lessen the number of useless officials.

Fourth That general amnesty to all
persons implicated in tbe late rebellion
against tbe government of the United
States, who have not been relieved from
their disabilities by the action of con-
gress and of the President, would be
an allowable and proper exercise of gov-ermen-tal

power in the year of a Cen-

tennial celebration of American inde-
pendence, and a recommendation of
such a measure by President Grant in a
public message, and its indorsement
and passage by a Republican bouse of
representatives at a formersession, con-

stitute full proof that such a measure is
fit, judicious and timely.

Fifth Approves of the provisions of
the State constitution, which protect
not only school funds, but other public
money from appropriation to sectarian
uses, and that they fitly illustrate that
doctrine of separation of church and
State which always has been a cardinal
one with the Democratic party.

Sixth That the statute for the re-

sumption of specie payments on the first
of January, 1879, is impossible; to ex-

Eighth The present depression of all
our national industries, which checks
the whnl. s ime 11 w of capital through
channels of enterprise, and denies to
honest Inbtr a decent livelihcoJ, ia the
diiejt and inevitable fruit of tho extrav-
agance of reckles3 and dishonest Repub-
licans tampering with the finances of the
country, ai d we denounce the authors
of thit legislation aa the officials who
have untetthd the foundations alike of
Stats and of home. We cill on the peo-
ple to aid us to halt them in this fatal
career, and to set their faces on the de-
tection of practicable measures which
shall eventually enable tbe treasury of
the United States to keep Its plighted
faith with the rich and poor alike. We
demand legislation through .the power
of the Federal government which shall
give us performance for promises, and
restore solvency to the nation by re-

storing prosperity to the people.
Resolved, That in common with the

people cf our sister States, we rejoice in

TUNIS.

Frnstroted Attempt to Kill tu JuiIrc
of tbe Ititllnn Consulate.

Afnrnh S-- A nrivatn letter.
dated Tunis, March 14, says: "We have
had great excitement uere yeaieruay iu
consequence of the attempted murder of
Judge Paliga, cf the Italian consulate,
and the killing of the wouid be assassin
by the judge's dragomar. The body
wss brought, followed by an Immense
mob, to the Italian consulate, and the
turmoil was so great that the troops
were called cut to guard tho approaches
to the ItaLan and American consul ttes.
They had great difficulty in keeping tbe
mob back for several hourp, with fixed
bayonets levelled at them. It was feared
that there might be a renewal of the
fntlr.il excitement, which snread to
such alarm in Tunis some years ago.
Guiacomo Policut ia Italian consul at
Tunis. It is ascertained, from a gentle-
man well informed in Tunisian affairs,
that for some time there have teen un-

pleasant relations between the Italian
consulate and the Tunisian authorities.
Bome months ago the consul neglected
to pay an important ceremonious visit
to the bey.

Cogswell remarked
he had seen it stated in some newspaper
that appointments could be procured for
money, when the secretary said it wa3
a damned lie and I19 could whip the
man who sa'd so, and that he intended
to run the department as he pleased.
