I am sorry to say that
there is not altogether a3 large aa srea
in whest this year as Iast, Lut what
there is of it looka besutiful, as do the
fields of other small grain. I notieathere
has been & pretly general repsiring of
fences in this neighboerhood. Tha law
making bhog-steaiing a penitantiary of-
fanse, worked thruughaléy our represen-
tative, Nichols, is already baving a hap-
py effect on the peripatatic colored mau,
seouring the woods with his gun or rifle.
I'be stili more resently euacted law for
the protection of birds and other game
will etill forther restrain Sambo's poach-
ing and pilfering operations, A greal
many persons began planting corn Jast
weok, bul the big aina stopped them in
the midst, and the hexten, baked surface
will make coming up and good stands
uncertain and gvestizfablory. A few
bave begun listing their colton ground.

The Indians and their Empress,

Mr. Disrreli’s leading argument in the
debate of the royal titles hill was tha
plea that the meesure would zatisfy an
earnest demand on the part of the Iu-
dian princes to have Queen Victoria as.
sume an imperial rank. Itseems, how-
ever, that the plea was not tine as &
matter of fact, and that the Indians, in-
atead of being pleased, sre quite indig-
pent. One of the native journals of Cal-
entta says:

“The efforte made to constitute ber
majesty the emapress of India legslly as
well as virtoslly are likely to exert an
influenice fatal to the dignity snd inde-
peadence of the native feudstories of the
empire, who, up to this momesat, have
been treated as the alliea and supporiera
of the paramount power. It 15 trus that
treaty stipulstions into which the Brit-
ish government have entered still re-
tain their foroe snd cbligation, but the
contemplated elevation of her majesty
the queen in & formal manoer to the
rank of snpreme ruler in these realms
muat materially impsir the dignity snd
prestige of the so-called allies of the
dominant powsr.”

Another Indian journal, printed in the
vernacular, 8sys:

' With the sssumplion of & new tille,
her msjesty, we caunnot help thinking,
iacurs new obligations toward the peo-
ple of India. Nothiog has hitherto
transpired to Indicate that Qoesn Vietos
rin hass just sense of the responsibilities
ehe takes upon heraell by this enlargs-
ment of her privileges. Phe adoptiosn of
the measure now before the British legis-
lature will resuit in the absorption of
this vast continent into the unity of the
Britlsh empire. Are Its"denizens likely
to sequire new privileges by thischange
in thetr relations with Eogland. If they
have been placed on a fooling of equal-
ity with Eoglishmen as to their clvil
and political rights, what is there in the
institutions of thia country to demon-
strate that these rights are duly sppreel-
ated sud recogoized? It must be ad-
mitted that up to this hour nothing sub-
stantial has been done to enable India
to sand represeniatives to the British
parliament, or in default of this, to em-
power her to ocopstitute a parliament of
her own.""

The Indian princes may possibly joir,
ere long, in presenting to the imperial
governmenl the demsnd which is bint.
