The
trouble is that they are completely tied
by the law, which requires that no sil
ver shall be paid out except in exchango
ror iractionai currency, xne oitticulty
has teen that scrip has not come in so
rapidly as usual for redemption, and tbe
silver baa, therefore, been paid oat
mu?h blower than was expected. The
entire disLurspmenta to tho end oflsst
wetk had been within a few thousands
of a million and a half of dollars. All
tbe cunv. jcy that was in tbedepartrneDt
awaiting redemption at the time the sil-
ver bill, became a law, hss
bseo redeemed, and silver is immedi
ately issued fo-- all tho fractional curren
cy receivoJ. There ban teen aa increiiie
in tho Ia?t few dayi or tho receipts of
currency for redemption, to about two
hundred packages daily, containing an
average amtuat of $1000 each. Treas-
urer New is of the opinion that tho cur-
rent Is now fairly started, and lhatafew
days will solve all thodilHcuitit s. Thero
is no hoarding of fractional curreucy
for ppeculativo purposes known to exiit,
except In the cse of two or three indi-
vidual banks. Tbe silver coins, how
ever, are eupposed to bo geueraliy
retained by those who receive them
as long as possible, for tbe most part
paying out fractional currency and offer
ing bills to be changed rather than p3rt
with their silver coins. Oa the other
hand, many business men or con"umeis
that were in the habit of paying out
freely fractional currency aa fast as re-
ceived, are now keeping it over, Irim
day to day, as much as possible, ieariog
lest by some accident the next day's
supply may be short. It thus happens
that in some large cities, chiefly in New
York and Boston, both currency and sil-
ver are largely retainfd from circulD-tio- n.

This condition of affairs, it is sup-
posed, will not be long continued, and
the indications of the past week point
to a tnoro rapid exchange of coin for
currency.

General ttankn's Bill.
"WASHtNa-roN- , April 30 General

Banks will Introduce a bill to
Utilize the product of gold and silver
mining in the United States. The
method proposed, it will be seen, Is very
similar to that of the ancient deposit
banks in the Italian commercial repub-
lic, and of the banks of Amsterdam
and Hamburg, and tbe London gold-
smiths. So loDg a9 they acted as eafe-kepe- rs

or tho specie committed to their
care the notes issued on this system
would have a purely represenlativa char-
acter, and tho currency would be actu-
ally put in circulation, not by the gov-
ernment, but by the owners of the gold
and silver bullion. Tho amount of cur-
rency which would be Issued under such is
a bill ss this would depend entirely on
tho amount rf bullion in the country at
any given time, which, ca lorg as it re-
mained in tho United Statea and was
not exported or used in the arts, wruld
be available as a circulating medium.
One of the principal objections to a sys-
tem of cunency liko this would b? its
cost, since tho community would lose
the interest on the whole sum held in
pledge, ami this forms by far the largest
part cf tho cost of currency. Tho fol-
lowing is a copy of the bill :

He it enacted, etc , That deposit notes
of such denominations as shall be pre-
scribed by tho secretary of the treasury
mHy, in the mode hereinafter provided,
be paid at tho several mints and asay ofoiliceB for the net value of gold ar d sii-v- er

gold, which may in no ca?o containmore than .007 of an impurity to thedollar, and the silver shall be computed
nt4ta8st.ndard, or 371 62graInsof pure
silver to the dollar. The deposit n .tea
shall be made of ciuvenient size and
lorm for Ute, and shad bear upon theirface the amount of both pure and stand-
ard metal for which they are Issued and
i a worth in dollars and cents. Theysia;i be made payable to bearer except
when isued in sums of $500 or over,

when they may be made payable to
orr:er, at the will of lh9 depotitor.

Saction 2. The deposit notefl shall bo
redeemable on demand at tbe places
where they arc issued in gold or silver
standard liars, or In pure gold and silver,
aud the gold and silver notes issued un-
der the provis ons of this act shall be
received without limit for all dues to
the.Uoited States, and the-- shall be
nrfred under the direction of the sec- -
rewwy oi tue treasury, ana snan oe
transferred to the various mints and
hisy ofllces as a part of tho bullion
fund from which fund deposits shall be
paid for in deposit notes at the re-
quest of the depositors.

Section 3 The fine and standard gold

The Emnia.lfine cbcnclt Business.
Washington, May 3. At a meeting

of the committeo on foreign affiin to-

day, in tho matter of General Scheuck,
his counsel said that if the committee
should Lie of the opinion that certain
correspondence of Park, Scbenck and
Fisher was proper to b9 considered, he
would waive all oVjjction and leave the
committee perfectly free to act. It was
decided by the committee that papers
which have already found their way
into print, should not be received as evi-
dence, but if General Schenbk desired
to mane H statement, He was at liberty
to do to. General Sanenck said that
while it was true he give Fisher tuch
info'mation as ho possessed, it was ut-
terly untrue that he had any stock oper-
ations wifn him. As to Duncan, he did
not know who he was. Scbenck said
ho never telegraphed Chesborough to
sell two thousand shares of Emma-min- e

stock, and such sbares weie never sold.
The use of Schenek's name by Fisher
was without authori'y.

The question as to the interlineation
of two words in General Scbeuck's let-
ter of resignation having beau again in-
troduced. Mr. Hewitt says he had been
represented in the Associated Press re-
port as saying yesterday that tbe inter-
lineations were in Parka's handwriting,
whereas he said they were in Schenek's
handwriting. Lyon made a state-
ment in support of portions of his for-
mer tentimony. He said ho saw the
original letter of resignation of General
Ecenck as director of the Emma mine
company; at least it wa? so purported
to bo. Theie was no reference in it to
the mine or shares, but it stated that he
resignod only because he did not want
to givo his political enemies the oppor-
tunity to criticize his conduct. Parks
Eaid to witness: "I don't like this letter,
and I am going to have a better ono
from Sehenck." The impression of
tho witness was that Parks wrote the
final letter of resignation, and that
Scbenck copied it from Parks's manu-
script. Theie was nothing about which
he was more positive than theso two
letters of resignation. H. A. Johnson
Rave testimony, and corroborated what
Lyon said concerning the two letters of
resignation.
