Thelr ephere was “homs ” Hajp-
py would it be for them, a1d ail women,
that “‘*home’'conticusd to be their sphere,
and that they wers not ealled upon to
face the rcugh and uncoulh world, and
run the gaontlet of its prying eyez and
mucky mouths. But the march of
evenis, which has gradually opeved to
msn new and newer means of obtainlng
remunerative livieg, has also opened to
womnen S thousand avanues for adequate
sell-dependencs, and public opinion has
gradually shaped itself into a definite
form, strengtheniog the brave pioneers
amoug women who have gone forwerd
and at onee dignitied Iubor and elavated
it above the degradalion where u false
sentiment had tao long permitted It to
grovel. Viewed, and so long treatad, as
a chattel, as a possession; regarded by
the law as & subordicate in the scale of
soclety, to be cared and providad for ss
idiots, and the insane, and children are,
women themselves in the mass gtill view
with distrust eny effort for their relief.

| renking down barrier after barrier un-
til, at last, ouly in remote and beoigbt-
ed corners of the earth is woman’s doty
or right to labor questioned. In Paris,
London and New York they have made
steady advances on oecupatious until
recently monopolized by men; and in
sclence and arl, 88 well as at merely
mechanical employments, they have
come to sssert themselves na superior by
the posscssion of the delicate and finer
qualities thst In vesrly every instapce
Lhe worst and poorest of them assert over
the best men. In New York alone
more than owns hundred  thouw-
sand women are employed in business
houases, in workshops or in studics, esrn-
fng an aversge of sixteen milllons of
dellars anopally, and making fally that
amount of incresse to the wealth of the
country in the ssme thme. And this,
let it be remembered, does not include
the earnisgs of the great army of =er-

Isbor speaks eloquently in support of the
thems« wupon which Mrs, Meriwether
will speak to-morrow wight., It rein-
forees the position we know she will
iake,that woman should te the equal of
man before the law, and that all lawe
shoula be enforped 8s to Lbem equally
and impartially.

1 called en Miss Dwskinson !sal
sveningat the residence of a friend, with
whom she is stopping, on Murray Hill
Hns nas rested this winter from her labor
on the platfurm, and she shows the eff’ et
of leisure in the reeovery of a degree of
health which she has not enjiyed far
years, Bha js once mora plump, rosy,
youung, thoroughly cheerful, exuberant,
snd full of vitality. You Eknow well
enough the story of her remarksble ca-
reer, She has addressed publ'e sudi-
ences for seventeen years, and Is now
thirty-three. Whiile teaching school,
rhe was first hrought ont in & speech &t
an anti-slavery conveation in Philadel-
phia, which Mr, Garrisan heard,
and Induced her to come to Boston
and speak from Parker's pulpit. She
was then not eighteen, and doubting the
wisdom of 8o early an appearance, her
friends strove to withdraw her and send
ter to school; bot slie had tusted of the
intoxicating buasheesh of applauss, and
had learned her power; moreover, it
was not & favorable time to wsit, Great
questions wers pending. She was re-
ceived everywhere with enthusinem,
and for yesrs held her place in the front
rank of popular gpeakars. The ordesl
was one which no other young worman
in the world ever pa: sad through, Mis
Dickirson’s success as a legtarer result-
ed from her parsopal earnesiness, Hhe
possessed onthusisem. Bhe spolke on
current topies always for a morsl pure
pose, and at critieal points In ber ad-
dress she touched the hearts of her hear-
ers to an uposusl degree. She couid
thrill, ‘There were T!eudid pessagesin-
to which she resmed to pour her whole
sanl, Miss IDickineon has for yesrs
wished to adopt the dramsa s3 her pro.
fession, but has been restrained by tne
objeetions of Quaker relatives snd affec-
tiopate friends, Bhe has doubtless fore-
seen thal didactio oratory could not long
bs in demand. People cannot afford al-
ways to be exsited.

The points are made with great direct-
ness. Although lacking tue concisences
and rhythm of poeiry, the speeches sre
remarkably terse and sometimes almost
Shakespasrian In condensed energy and
pithiness, The mim of the play, a« I
bave suggested, is to rescue '* Anne Bo-
leyn’’ from the position ehe haa occupicd
in tradition, of being a mere flirl and
coquette, with no motive bigher than
personal ambition and trickery—a trifier
whose girllsh vanity was so tickled with
the idea of belng enlled queen that she
willingly made herself 8 mistress of the
king. * Aone'" Is here represented ss
being a true, loviog, fsithful women,
the wvietim of a foul conspiracy, un-
wittingly drawn into the pet and
cotl of circumstances, desiring to marry
her true lover, ' Percy of Northumber-
Iand,” but overcome by the in-
trigues which Woolsey sod Crom-
well employed to forward their base de-
gigoe. Of course “Anne"” is painted 18
somewhat given to levity, and possessed
of & Parisisn freedom of manpers; but
she i represented a5 a brilliant, sable,
vivacious, virtuons, affectiopate, and
accomplished womasp, who resist.d the
importunities of the king lor yearr, and
finas'ly foll & victim to elander. The
baseness of priestoraft s powerfully set
forth. Amoug the dramatists perdonse
are “Bir Thomas Boieyn,” “P-rcy,"
“Wonisey,” “Cranmer” sod *“Crome
well? In preparing to explaio the
motives and conduct of & woman whom
Miss Dickinson feels hes been misun-
derstood and traduced, she has studied
unremittingly, acd has made herself
familiar with the requirements snd
bu=ipess of the stage. Meanlime, wheth-
er she wholly succeeds or pot, Mijsa
Diekinson holds herself ready to relurn
to the platform at any tine whenever a
grest jues icu arises that calis for po-
lemiesal trentment.
