It will be found exhaustive of
that important fcubject. Colonel Bailey
la one of our most eminent public men,
and his utterances will be everywhere
receivtd wllh the respect which his
ability, his high character and exalted
worth entitle them to. we commend
this speech to the careful, candid and
thoughtful consideration of our people.
They should not only read it, but well
weigh ita conclusions, for the conse-

quences of this issue are too momentous
to be overlooked. Tie burden of local
debt mutt not be allowed to weigh in
the consideration of it The State tax
oppresses no one, while repudiation oi
refusal lo recognize the justice of tbe
debt, aiid pay the interest, will work in
calculable injury to ail its citizens, and
to those wjio come after thtru. Colonel
Ualley was born in Montgomery coun
ty, Teaneeece, in 1S22, and, since man
hood, has been engaged in tbe practice
of law at Clarksville, where he baa risen
to well deserved eminence. At tbe
opening of the war he espouaed warmly
the caaso of bia native south, raised a
regiment, which he commanded with
conspleuoua gallantry at the battlo of
Fort Dore!oi', Port Hu'Jsod, aud other
fhl is. At the ilose of the war Colonel
Bailey returned to bis home at Clarks-vill- e,

and returned the practice of his
profession. Since then ho has been
twice called to fill vacancies on tbe su
preme bench, and other positions of
honor and trust in the State. He is a
man of unsullied reputation, and his
words are to ba regarded as those of a
thoughtful, experienced and able man.

hU.VDAY AXD TUB CENTENNIAL
Pbiladclpbia is prodigiously excited.

In that saintly city of "brotherly love,"
llie denizens have fallen out with each
olberi'anu war-I- s raging equal to that at
Iillllput between tbe Big eridians arid
tbe Little-endian- s. Th9 conflict in
Philadelphia is not occasioned as to
which end eggs eball be broken, but aa
to tbe opening of the Centennial build-
ing on the hely Sabbath. The commis-
sioners have decided to open tho gates
on Sunday, but to close the various
buildings. In other words, they seem
to think tnat it is no sin to gaze on the
outside of the buildings on Sunday, but
atrociously wicked to peep into the in-

side. Tbe churches sustain tbe action
of the pious commissioners, and on Sun-
day' last nearly every proprietor of a
whito oravat in Philadelphia-preache- d a
sarmonfrom this text: "Six days shalt
thou labor and do all thy work; but the
seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord
thy God; in it thou shalt not do any
work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy
daughter, tby man-servan- t, nor
tby maid-servan- t, nor thy cattle,
nor tbe straugor which is within tby
gatcH." This text was made the fountain
for a torrent of hot gospel against the
heathens who demand the privilege of
committing tbe unpardonable sin of
looking upon tho inside of the Centen-
nial building as well as tba outside. It
was urged that nobody but tbe ecum of
society, reeking with the fifth from the
slums of tbe city, would desecrate the
Sabbath by attending tbe exposition.
This charge was the match that ignited
the magazine. The- - explosion was ter-

rific. The mechanics, laborers, and an
overwhelming majority of the people,
who believe that there is no more sin in
gazing on tbe inside than the outside of
the building, called a public meeting
which overwhelmed the preachers and
commissioners with a whirlwind
of bonett indignation. The bone
and einew of tho city seemed to
think that they were insulted, and
that their right, conveaiences and ne-

cessities were utterly ignored; and they
talked hugely about "bigotry, byprocri-e- y

and Puritanism." At this meeting
it was charged that it had already been
decided Uiat Sundays were to be taken
advantage of by some of our aristocratic
SBobs to visit the buildings, sa they
would not be forced to mingle wi.h
wbat they desiguated a3 the "scum."
This is no new wrinkle, for It will be

that during one of the Lon-
don expositions this practice was pretty
generally carried on. The nobility
would obtain passes from the directors,
and, with their families, would pass tbe
entire Sunday viewing the exhibits in a
quiet way, and separate from tbe "com-
moners." Already, it is said, passes
have been granted by the commis-
sioners to a certain favored few
o le used on Sundays. The secular
pre, which, acooiding to such saints as
Br-edie- Glendenning and Winelow,
has a strange pet versHy in dissiminating
immorality, takes sides witb tbe
"am" of society, and with great vio-

lence and bitterness denounce tbe action
of the commissioners in closing tbo ex
position of Suudsy. Tbe JYaneoript
thus berates them :

While living at the expense of Phila-
delphia contributions for two years,

While the celebration was In
doubt some of tbee States were con-

tent to get their cash in the shape
of salaried tflheri. Connecticut
(uo cash) gave iw tbe rrcrvdent with a
salary. Oaio (uo msb) tave us tbe dire-

ctor-genera! with a salary. Maryland
(no cash) now pives in tbe chief of po-

lice witb a salary. But ii tbe while
what was assigned to Philadelphia?
Nothing but the oollect'oa o' Cash. Mr.
Welsh wax made pretdnt and Mr
Fraley treasurer of the Centennial fand
without a salary. As Pennsylvanians
and honest mn1, it was understood that
they wou'd collect the cash which siuce
tias dropped, in part, into the pickets of
these outsiders. Yet at the meeting of
the commission las-- week tre3e j auper
delegates pre-ume- d to dictate to those
who have carried the burden and ex-
pense of tbe exhibition until long after
tbe government was shamed into tho
contribution of a pittance. These pub-
lic mendicants seem to imagine that
they have mede the exhibition a suc-
cess! They have discussed and will dis-
cuss (per diem pay) day after day ques-
tions which it was supposed had been
settled by the executive committee,
and, In fact, we may eay that the pro-
ceedings of the commission dt'riug the
week have altogether assume; the char-
acter of a country debating society
rather than tbe dignified and courteous
controversies of American gentlemen.
So Jong as these chevaliers d'industrie
get a free feed and a better time in Pnil-adelph- ia

than they ever had, or will
ever have, at home, this, of course, will
continue.

AU the eecutar papers of Philadelphia
aro equally aa severe as the Transcript
on tha action or the commieeioneis.
They maintain that if it is wrong to open
the buildings on Sunday for ta accom-

modation of those who cannot spare a
working day, it is not right for poor
servant girls to sweat and fret in prepar-

ing extravagant dinners and sumptuous
suppers for the paunches of plethoric
Puritans. It is also maintained tv a tn
same religicu3 fanaticism oppesd the
running of street-car- a on Suuday a few
years Einco, and that now nearly every
mlniaterof thegospel used the street-car- s

several times on buudsy. The fight is
a very pretty one as it now stands. We
believe the "scum" will triumph, and
justly, too, for we sjo no more sin in
looking at the contents of the Exposi-

tion building than tho painting and
statuary in an art gallery, which is vis-

ited by tho "scum" and the preachers
on Sunday. Those who take there-vers- e

position would lock up Court
quare on Sunday, aud tbus p'ohibit the

great sin of gazing at Mr. Eldet's beau-

tiful fountaiD, which will be in opera-t- i

in in a few days. Church and State
in this country are separat", and tbo
principles of the church should not bo
euforcod on Sunday only so far aa di-

rected by the conscience of men.

preme court invests the general govern-
ment with sole ownership of l tie same,
and the residents hero are anxiously
solicitous to know what disposition tbe
congress of the United States will see
proper to make of it.

Urge on ourrepreseutatives in con- -
greac, Messrs. ivjitors, the importance of
this subject. It should be cleorl v under
stood and thoroughly ventilated when It
lioei before congress, In order to avoid a
burning fraud on humaaity at large.
Let us nope that a simple statesman-lik- e

measure will be adopted establi-bin- u

Speech by Hon. .Tames K. Bailey, of

ClarksTille.

History of tho Bond Issues oi" Tennes-

see Boforo and Since the War An

Honest Statement.

Hie Question of Our Ability to Pay

Interest Answered in the Afllrma-tir- e,

and Supported by Facts
Etc, Etc.

We copy as follows from tho Clarks-
ville Zb&acco iathe text of the speech
on State finances made recently by Col-

onel James E. Bailey, of that city. It
will well repay perusal, and will, if we
are not greatly mistaken, be accepted
by the people of tbe State as conclusive
of tbe subject:

Colonel Bailey began by saying,
that in the pending political cam-
paign the question of manage-
ment of the State finances over-
shadowed all other questions in im-

portance to the people of the State of
Tennessee. This is but one of thirty-- e

even confederated States, widely sepa-

rated in geographical poeitlou, with dif-

ferent industries, and to some extent
with widely differing interests and poli-

cies. We may, or we my not, be able
to impress upon the forty millions of
people inhabiting this country our views
of the policy that shall control tbe gov-

ernment of the United States ill regard
to currency, specie resumption, protec-
tive tariffs, and the many other quea-tlonstb-

fl!t daily raija-l- s of discus-b.ol- .;

but in so far as the Individual in-

terests of the State can be considered
by the action of the legislature, the peo-
ple of Tennessee, and they alone, have
the right to speak anil for weal or for
woe, tbey can give direction to their
own affairs.
VIGOROUS ACTION IN BEGABD TO OUR

STATE FINANCES.
We have too long delayed to take vigor-
ous action in regard to our State finance?.
We have suffered Interest upon our pub-

lic debt to go unpaid, until it constitutes
more than one-thir- d part of tho whole
debt, and if wo shall mtich longer be in-
different to our own true interests and
the just claims of creditors, we will be
driven to levy taxes so buidensome to
the citizens that their only relief will
be through the disgraceful measure
of repudiation. Indeed, wo have ab
ready heard it said that our taxes
are too grievous to be borne; that we are
bankrupt, and our creditors shall be
compelled to accept a part of what

them, or else have nothing. I take
it for granted, fellow-citizen- s, that you
ar.3 houestmen, earnest seekers after the
truth, and anxiou3 to do what is right,
and that you will not be seduced into
doing what is wrong by simple consiu
eriitionsof t. If you be con
trolled by such base motives, then in-
deed is Democratic rule a failure, and
republican government a cheat and a
fraud. For you are yourselves the
triers of the question whether you will
pay ihe creditors of tbe State. You sit
to dav a-- i tbe iadaea to decide betweeu
yourselves and those who claim to have
just demands against you. From the
decision you may make uo appeal wM
lie to any eartniy tribunal, and a rever-
sal of your action can come only from
your posterity. But, nevertheless, your
judgment will be rendered, not to these
claimants, but to tbe whole civilized
world, and men of other States and
other nations will pass upon it, and will
approve or condemn as it shall be in ac
cordance with the eternal and inevitable
principles of justice.
OUH DEBT ARE WE UNDER MORAIi OB-

LIGATIONS TO PAY IT?
The Questions then to bo considered

aro whether the State owes a debt, was
It contracted according to legal and con-
stitutional formp, has it conferred upon
you benefits, ana are you under a moral
obl gation to pay it? By referring to tho
report of Johh C. Buicn, comptroller of
tne mate, inaue to tne legislature in
January, 1874, we find that what is
claimed to be tbe public debt of the
State, may naturally and properly be
divided into several classes.

First Bonds issued to create a capital
for the Bank of Tennessee, to pay for
the State ntock in tbe Union bantr, to
pay for tho Hermitage, to build the State
capitol, and for other internal improve-
ment purposes, under laws enacted be-

fore 1852.
Second Bond3 issued before 1861 to

aid in buildirg railroads, by authority of
the act of ltsoz, Known as tne "uenerai
internal improvement law."

Third Bonds issued under the act of
1SGG and 1868 in renewal of old bonds
past-du- e, and In paymeDt of coupons
that fell due upon old be- - ads after Janu-
ary, 1861.

Fourth Bonds issued from 1865 to
18G9 inclusive, for internal improvement
purposes.

Fifth Bonds Issued under the aot of
1873-- 4, in renewal of the old bonds past-du- e,

and to fund interest unpaid upon
bonds of every class.

Sixth Interest upon bonds of every
class, that became due in July, 1875,
and January, 1876,

THE STATESMEN WHO SIGNED THE
BONDS.

Now which of these classes of bonds
have been illegally or unconstitutionally
issued? All were issued by authority of
Bctsof the legislature of Tennessee; by
tbo representatives of the people, and
with the approbation of the people, ex-
cept as to a portion of those issued in the
period between 1865 and 1869, to which
the speaker said be would refer again.
In tbo legislature that enacted the law
authorizing tho bonds to be issued were
to be fouud tbe ablest men that Tennes-s?- o

has produced, and the bonds were
signed and sent out to the markets of
the world by Cannon and Pollr, by
Jonen, Neil Brown, A.V. Brown, Camp-
bell, Trousdale, Andrew Johnson and
Ishatn G. Harris, no one of whom was
rebuked by the people for being unfaith-
ful to the high trusts conferred upon
him. No person has ever questioned
tbe constitutionality of the laws under
which our governors acted in signing
these bonds. No one to-da- y will ques-
tion the binding obligation that legally
rests upon tbe State to pay them. No
oppouet--t of State credit will propose to
leave these questions to the courts of our
own State, presided over by judges elect-
ed by abd responsible to the people.
Theu, fellow citizens, have I not the
right to demand of you, a3 triers of this
que3tion, a verdict that the debt was
legally contracted, and should be paid,
unless thero be some other ground on
which payment can be refused?
HOW AND FOR WHAT THE DEBT WAS

CREATED.
The debts of other nations, and indeed

of the government of the United States,
have been created by keeping up stand-
ing armies aud armed fleets, by expen-
sive wars, and, too often, in mini-terin- g

to the extravagance of rulers. But the
debt of Tennessee was created in the
intereats of peace; in the endeavor to
improve the condition and to promote
the weiil-bein- g of tbe people themselves.
Not one dollar was expended on fleets
and armies; not one cent was wasted by
your rulers In prodigal living. All this
money, or nearly so, has gone to the
buildint; of your capitol that beautiful
work c f art, tbo pride of the country to
tbo buildiDgof turnpiKes and railroads;
and all these we have now left; tbey
are here to-d- ay for our use; they to-d- ay

contribute to our comfort and to our
prosperity. They have doubled the
wealth of tbe State, and in all timo to
come, will bestow wealth upon us and
our children. Blot them out of exist-
ence, and we would be poor indeed;
your tobacco and your wbtat, your cot-

ton aiid yctircoru, would, as m the olden
times, lief r months on the banks of
the Tennessee and the Cumberland,
waiting for the flood-tid- e to bear them
to a single market; while all around us
there would be life and activity and
progress; while the people of other
States would be waxing fat on the pro-
ductions of their labor, we in Tennessee

, u.,.i lV.l.t In tonlntinn from
nur kind would be enjoying immunity
from this specle3 of taxation.
THE BENEFITS OF THE RAILROADS

BUILT BY THE BONDS.

They wculd cease to be hives of indus-
try, and their active men and women
would seek other and more lucrative
fields of labor. What thon iVoiild bo

the value of your lands? what the value
of tbe productions of the soil? Th9
speaker tr.id: I do not hesitate to affirm
that the railroads add to-da- y at least
one hundred million dollars to the tax-
able wealth of the State. a sum four
times as great aa our entire indebted-
ness. Including the school bonds; and
you, fellow-citizens- , cannot withhold
your assent to the statement. May I
not, theD, demand of you, the triers of
this question, a rerdict that the money
has not been squandered, aud that tbe
people, the tax-payer- 3 of theEtate, have
been enriched by the expenditure?

WHAT THE OLD BONDS SOLD FOB.

Ycu may reply, as has been often as-

serted, that when placed upon the mar-

kets of the world, the bonds were sold
for less than their value; that most of
them were Eold as low as fifty cents on
the dollar, and some for le33. Bear with
me a few moments until we shall exam-

ine into tho truth of this assertion. The
bonds now In force may be divided into
two classes, in reference to the times
when issued:

First Those issued before 1862; and
Second Those issued since the close

of the war.
Now, in regard to tho first-nome- d

class, never at any time were thoy sold
at the rate named. I hold in my hand,
said tho speaker, a statement made out
from the record3 of tbe New York stock
exchange, which shows that Tennessee
bonds weie quoted in December, 1352, at
107; in June and October, 1853, at 100;
in April, Juno and December, 1858, at
93 to 94; in June and December, 1858,
at90to90i; in April, 1850, st93J; in
June, 1860, at S3. I bive not been able
to obtain quotations for evety month of
each year, but those of you who gayo
any attention to such matters before the
war, will remember that Tennes-ee- e

bonds were never sold for less
than ninety cents, except for a
short time in 1857, after the great panic.
THE NEW BONDS TAKEN UP BY THE

RAILROADS.

Then as to the new bonds. Part of
them were issued in renewal of old bonds
and to pay accrued interest. Whether
they were sold for a higher or lower
price is not a matter for our considera-
tion. They were tho property of tho
holders, charged with no trust, and the
holders had a perfect r'ght to give them
away if they wished. But as to the
ther part of the bonds of this class that

were issued to railroad companies under
ac'sof the legislature, I know, and ycu
know, fellow-citizen- s, that they were

' soiu at prices varying iiuuj w
seventy-eig- ht cents on the dollar. But
you will remember that in 1869-7-0 the
legislature of the State, elected by tho
people of Tonneseee all then exercis-
ing the elective franchise authorized
the railroad companies to pay off their
indebtedness to the State in bonds of
any eeiies; and after that a law was en-

acted by your chosen representatives re-

quiring the delinquent railroads to be
oold, and authorizing the purchasers to
pay for the roads in bonds of any series.
Now, under these acts of legislation,
nearly all the bonds of the class we are
now speakiDg of have been paid into
the treasurer's office, and have been can-
celed. But it is not my province to
speak of tho wisdom or folly of leg-

islation. They are uo longer outstand-
ing legal obligations, and tbe payment
or non-payme- of principal or interest
is not a practical question of great im-
portance.
GOVERNOR JOHN C. BROWN'S STATE-

MENT.
You well remember that in July, 1874,

Governor John C. Brown wrote a letter
to some citizens in Memphis, I believe,
in regard to State finances The letter
was extensively published and widely
circulated. He had thon been engaged
in an examination into the affairs of the
State, and an investigation of its bonded
indebtedness. He says iu that letter
thattuo whole number of bonds then
outstanding and unpaid, that had been
issued for internal improvement pur-

poses by Governors Brownlow and Sen-te- r,

he found to ba S4, 175,000. But, ssys
Governor Brown, of this clas3 of bonds
$2,623,000 were Issued to railroad compa-
nies that had paid their entire indebted-
ness to the State, or were solvent and
paying into the State treasury interest
upon their indebtedness; so that of this
entire issue of bonds we see that there
are now outstanding only SI ,534,000 that
were given to the insolvent railroad
companies, and upon which the State
loses all the interest to ba paid. And,
said the speaker, will we make so grave
a question, and threaten to bring ruin
to our credit and character as a peo-

ple and a government, upon the
question whether $1,534,000 of bonds
were sold at par or at sixty-fiv- a cents
on the dollar? Do you not remember
tiiat your own legislature and your State
officials hive recognized the validity of
these bonds and their binding obliga-
tion, by cauaing thorn to be registered,
and by paying the interest that has ac-

crued? Can you now refuse to recog-niz- e

that validity, and at the same time
refuse to tbe holders the right to como
into the courts of your own creation to
test their rights before your own judges
and your own juries, and by your own
laws? Do you refuse this privilege,
which is of common right, because you
dread the result? And will you arbi-
trarily deny to holders of all this clas3 ( f
bonds any redress, because as to oniy
one million five hundred and thirty-fou- r

thousand dollars of them you have been
wronged? If you doubt your legal and
moral responsibility, open your courts
and, like men, appeal to the law and
demand judgment establishing your
rights. Dj not bring reproach upon
American institutions, and a free de-

mocracy, by refusing that ju3tice which
every other people will accord.
THE SOURCES OF FINANCIAL TROUBLE

But it is said by some persons th3t we
are overwhelmed with debt; that wo
are poor, and the taxation required is teo
great to be barns. Again, I will ask you
to sit in judgment in your own case,nnd
again confidently appeal to your own
good ssnse and consciousness of what is
due to another. Bight here, let me say
that the depressed condition of your in-

dustries is Hot to ba ascribed totue taxes
imposed by the State. Tennessee having
one-thirtie- part of the population of
the whole Union, we may assume pays
directly and indirectly one-thlrtie- part
of the revenue assessed by the govern-
ment of the United States. Thi.3 .for
some years adding to the gross revenuo
the premium on gold has averaged
about S300.000.000, and our part of it has
been $10,000,000. If we consider the
profits paid to middle men, and tbe
sums drawn from our pockets in in-

creased cost of goods consumed, caused
by the protcctiVd tariff, we will add to
the sum named at least seven or eight
millions more, and will have at least
$17,000,000, and, perhaps, a larger mm,
abstracted from our industries and labor
by the government of the United States.
Here is to ba found tbe source of cur
troubles, and to reforms in the legisla-
tion and administration of the Federal
government, we should direct our atten-
tion. The work has begun, let it go for-

ward to full completion. Men of all
and of all opinions, have at lastEarties, aroused to a sene of the danger

and ruin that threatens from that quar-
ter, and we have reason to hope will ar
rest the further spread of fraud and cor-

ruption.

THE BONDS.

Now observe, fellow citizens, that in
this estimate no muntion is made of
other methods of supplementing tho ag-

gregate, as by taxing litigatlou before
Justices of the peaco; but still we have a
lund suflislont to pay the exUeriEis of
the State government and to pay the in-

terest on the pdblic debt. It may not
be inappropriate, in this connection, to
refer to the suggestion lately made by
some of our creditors in Maryland, to
the effect that the State shall tax tho
bonds themselves wherever held, and
collect the assessment by retaining tho
money In the hand of the treasurer. If
the tax shall be levied, it will yield, at
tbe same rate per cent, of six mills,
about $150,228, and give us a surplus of
about 200,000 per annum. It may ad-

mit of doubt whether we can constitu-
tionally levy this tax. The question
was presented in substance to the tu-pre-

court of the United States in the
Pennsylvania tax ca3es (Fifteenth
Wallace's report3), and the de-

cision was adverse to the right claim-
ed; but tbe curt was divided In
opinion, five to fair, and, inasmuch cs
it reveieed a decision of the supreme
court of Pennsylvania, wo may regard
the question as open for
If the tax shall be assessed without the
consent of the non-reside- nt bondholder,
the courts should be opened to him to
contest it. Thus, I trust I bave demon-
strated that we can pay the intsrest that
may hereafter become uue, out it win oe
asked: what will you do with that now
due and unpaid, or to become due to
January, 1877?

OUR FLOATING DEBT.
Why, fellow-citizen- s, our floating debt

is now extinguished, warrants drawn ou
the treasury are paid when presented,
money is now flowing into our coffers
from every county in tho State, and
with proper effort the treasury will be
alls to pay the interest to become dua
in July next, and perhaps to pay a
great part of that to become due in
January 1877. But should be not
pay any part of the sum to
fall due in January, 1877,
that together, with thj interest for July,
1875, aud January, 1876, will make in all
Sl,909,805. In this I do not estimate in-

terest on the school bonds, because it
has been paid to this day. and will have
been paid to January, 1877, and from

To tha ,:3Ungul!sn
meut of this deot we can apply th& un
collected taxes, and if they shall, as they
probably will, be not sufficient for the
purpose, we may proceed by law, and
after a certain time, say three or four
years, the coupons, to a limited extent,
each year may be receivable for taxes.
AVE CAN AND WE OUGHT TO PAY THE

DEBT.
He had shown how the debt could bo

paid without oppressive taxation, and
then asked his hearers, sitting as triers
of their own cause, what is your judg-
ment? Can you, iu view of the grave
responsibilities that rest upon you as
meu, and as a constituent part of the
sovereignty of the State, refuse to do
justice merely to save yourselve3 from
some inconvenience? Can you not pay
these taxes without, ai is sometimes
said, bringing ruin and bankruptcy upon
your country? The interest to be paid,
to creditors other than the school luml,
is ju3t ono dollar to each inhabitant of
the State, according to the census of
1870, It is less than five mills on the
dollar's worth of property, according to
your taxlis's. It is only two and a half
mills to the dollar upon your wealth, a3
shown by the census. Will it oppress
you? Will it bankrupt you? If you
refuse to pay, what will you do with
your assetfi? Will you give them into
the hands of an assignee? Who will
take your railroads? To whom will
you assign your beautiful capitol?
Who shall enjoy the Hermitage? Said
he, no, gentlemen, it will not cppre.s
yon to pay the debt; other people are
paying higher rates of taxation, and still
they prosper; but they do uotspend their
time in lamenting their sad misfortune.
Bravely and cheerfully they press for-
ward with eager step t- - tho goal of
wealtb aud independence; tbey look not
to the past, but with hope aud confident
expectation tithe future; tbey prosper
because they will prosper.
