She is the Mecca for tbe colored
I eople, and If they have one peculiarity
greater than any other, it is the love of
law-suit- tney are never more delleht
ed than when engaged in prosecuting
tueir leiiow-me- n. .Every day on enter
ing your court-roo- we have observed
a dark cloud hovering near a cloud so
dark as to send forth its sweet smells in
the flose atmosphere of your room.

We believe that nearly three-fourth- s

of the persons whose cases we have ad
judged, are colored. It should be the
duty of every good citizen to do his best
to lessen crime. Our people are groaning
under the weight of taxes. But few know
how much it costs to State and county
topro6ecute criminals. We believe a
great expense can be saved by enacting
a law giving mayors and recorders of
cities and towns exclusive original juris-
diction in all misdemeanor case under
twenly-fiv- e dollars, made violations of
town and city ordinances, with powor
and authority to commitoffenders forth-
with to a house of correction cr work
house, refusing to send their cases be-

fore an appellate court, unless good and
efficient uonds for costs are given on tbe
appeal from the decision. Sachalaw,
we are informed, was passed during the
last session of the legislature, and foiled
for want of time to receive the approval
of the governor. We earnestly call on
those who will represent us in tbe next
legislature to aid and assist in the pas
sage of such a law as will bring more
speedy Justice to the offender, and great
ly relieve tne tax-paye- r, wnen tuat is
done, our criminal court-roo-m will bs re
lieved oi many of the

"hangers on,"
and many of the men and women can
be spared for the produciive industries
whoee presence is now alwaya at
"court." We have had to deal with
"material spirits" and "spirits material
ized," but the former has proven to be
far more dangerous to tbe peace and
quiet of our city. It is notorious that
saloons throughout the city, with a few
exceptions, Keep open doors on Sundays,
but we have to report that upon the
closest investigation, we found very few
persons who ever "smile," on mat day.
We have found many dens of infamy
and vice in different parts of our city, a
disgrace to our cily and to humanity,
and they should be broken up at what-
ever cost. They are .frequented by the
lowest characters, are the resorts for vile
men and women, who congregate there
and daily furnish victims for our jail,
andjustice would demand oftenerfor the
gallows. We believe that
MEMPHIS HAS MORE THAN HER SHARE

OF GAMBLING HELLS.
Men will eamble. they will seek ven

tures aud hazards, and as other viola
tors of the law, snouid De maue to reel
its severity. It seems almost impossi-
ble to control this growing evil that al
most denes the law. We wisn to call
attention to two games, called "keno"
and "policy," which are drawing into
their vortex the youth and Ignorant por-

tion of our population, who are daily
spending their small earnings, and otten
the money of their employers. We have
heard of many colored people wno are
actually etarving their families in
patronizing the game of "policy." If
we have not legislation enough to cure
this evil, we respectfully pray for more
and better. On many delicate subjects
we have had to deal; wo have tried to
consider them on the broad principles
of humanity, and, when possible, clothe
them wltn tne mantle oi cnaruy.
The "social evil" is a problem that
better and wiser men than we have
tried to solve, lessen and restrain.
No class of people are more persecuted
than tnose poor, irau women, wno are
oftener more sinned against than sin-

ning. " He that is witnont sin among
you, let mm nrst cast a stone at ner."
Would It not be beet to make a virtue
of the necessity, pss wholesome and
proper laws for their government, con-
fine them to streets less frequented, re-
move them from tbe heart of tbe city,
and If they will continue ?o sin, let them
pay tribute for tho privilege. The
"women or me town" enema not oe
permitted to parade their shame on our
morouzniares. Dy nigni nor uay, m signt
of our wives and daughters. Taxation,
both in county and city, has been the
means of greatly depreciating the value
of real estate. It has driven away a
large amount of capital, sent elsewhere
for investment. Would it not bo well to
app!y this high taxation to tippling-shojs- ,

gambling-bouse- s, and houses of
Ifftt succeeded in doing its

wcrs ai well and es successfully in tne
three latter as In the two former cases,
the thiee great evils that now infest and
tfllict our city would roon be well righ
exterminated.

COUNTY JAIL.
O.i the day we visited the lail, one

hundred and eight prisoners wero con
fined there, and more than tliree-fourt-

of them wore colored. We gave it a
thorough examination, and found it
under fine discipline, owing to its good
management by Sheiiff Anderson, ably
Btehted by Jailer Jackson and Turnkey
Dawson. Neatness and good order
marked every department. The fare,
beds and bedding la substantial and
good, and we might say too good for
men and women who have violated tbe
laws cf their country. Very many of
them certainly live better than they
ever did at their own homes. Jailer
Jackson certainly deserves great praise

for tho management and appointments
or tbe jail.

TOORHOUSE.
This inetitutioD, on the Old Raleigh

road, fire miles from town, hrs been
brought into prominence by our news-
papers. The averigo cithen might
have remained in bllstijl ignorance cf
this "Home," and tho idle winds have
alone boine forth tho murmurs and
complaints of Its lumatee, had It not
neen "fully written un" bv our nanera
We believe in the powor and influence
of the prees, aud hope it will "never
spsre me rod and spoil the child." It ii
all powerful In exposing rings and cor
ruptlous. Fraud and chicanery dfead
its influence. We hope it will continue
lo assert its independence in ail our
auairs of city, county and State. We
found Superintendent Dunca'h and his
assistants at their posts, and had svery
lauiiiy an;, courtesy shown iW InoureX'
lunation cr ths premises. Thcnum
ber of !niijates on tho day of our visit
TTas one hundred and seventeen men,
women and children. Tuis number va
rles daily. Those who enjoy the com
forts of home Know but little or tne uis
tre33 that one mee's at every turn there.
Nearly sll tho diseases are represented
in the poor humanity gathered there.
The deaf, dumb, lame, blind, scrofulous,
idiotami maniac have here their vie
time. The poor woman in the throes of
maternity oltsn seeKa mere a
iodgiug, to hide her fchame and
misfortune. Poverty and disease
often does its work by the time the in-

mate is in the poorhonse, and he goes to
enrich the county undertaker. We

commentf the superintend- -
ency of Dr. Duncan, who, we brieve,
does all be can to alleviate thesuffsrings
of the unfortunate one3 who are com
pelled to ko there. His duties are aidu
ous and complicated, and he should be
paid the highest salary the county can
atlord. Mis services are invaluable,
Wo found a few cbionlc grumblers there,
men who have grown morose and dis
contented, and ihe kindest attention
failed to satisfy them. We spent some
time Iu the kitchen examining tbe qual
ity and quantity of food furnished, and
found it ample and full enough, and the
inmates have no juBt reasons to be dis-
satisfied with their quarters, bedding and
food. Not having sent word or cur in
tended visit, we were not favored with
dinner, and consequently did not have
the pleasure of enjoyirg one of those
fine meals said to have been furnished
to visitow in tho "oetter days of the in
stitution." We believe tne commis
sioners should be indorsed and strength
ened in all their efforts (when exercised
in due bounds) to make tbe poorhonse a
comrcnabie borne lor an tnose wuom
misfortune sends there. We see no good
reason why the poorhoase may not in
time, in a great measure, become self- -

supporting. They are now using the
labor of all inmate a able to do work, and
will probably raise a large amount of veg-
etables this year. We recommend that
the honorable county court make appro
priations from time to time to mauure
the grounds, which have become ex-
hausted bj fifty years of cultivation. A
small amount, say 11 ty dollars, should
bs expended each year for choice fruit
tree.", and we think the health of the in-
mates would be improved, and the
finances of the institution be increased
by the small outlay. They have a few- -

cows there, much reduced on account of
want and inattention. A few more
should be bought and sent out, good
common cows, none of the fancy kind,
and good wholesome food should be pro-
vided for them, and not suffer them to
eke out a miserable and starved exist-
ence i i the woods.

THE INSANE.
Before closing thia part of our report,

we wish to refer to the insane, twenty- -
five of whom were confined there on the
day of our visit. It is n shame for our
State that quarters are not furnished for
tueta lu our reeuiar insane asyium,
where they cau be treated and cared for
by those who understand the peculiar
ities or their disease. Dr. Duncan does
not arrogate, nor claim the experience
to treat them, and he inf irms us that
this class of patients are increasing wim
him.

STATIONHOUSE.

Wo found the stationhouse as neat
and cleanly kept as any old dilapidated
building could well be. Ji we live, we
will suesrest in the year 1900, when tbe
city shall have recovered (if ever) from
her depression and Nicoleon pavement
debt, that there shouid be erected, not
only poliCB and station headquarters,
but many other public buildings now
much needed.

CITY HOSPITAL.
We found this institution in excellent

condition, in charge of Dr. Thornton
and his able assistant, Dr. Ford. The
rooms, beds and bedding, presented a
neat and pleasant appearance, and
everything seems to bo done to relieve
the sick. Much praise Is due Dr. Thorn
ton for tbe per6Ct system devised and
carried out in tho city hospital. We
were dlrecrea to iook into tne san-

itary condition of the city, but not be-

ing physicians and chemisio, wo have
concluded to leave that duty to Health
Officer Dr. John Ertkine, seems
to be doing his du'.y," and we believe In
'letting well enongn eiono."

REVENUE OFFICERS.
We have paid our respects to all the

revenue officials of our county, and find
everything working harmoniously and
smoothly. We that we have not
had that time to bestow in the exami
nation of tho officers of the different
courts, etc., in our county, a3 the Inter
ests involved demanded, to uo jusuco
to such an undertaking would require n
month's steady work. We learn from
tho honorable chairman of the county
court that all the officers are making
promptly their monthly settlement)
with him. So systematized is the man
agement of the able chairman,Tom Hol- -

man, jr., mat mere is out nine cnanco
for Shelby county to be cursed again
with defalcations. Shelby county never
had more polite, able and intelligent of-

ficials than she now ha, and the plan
adopted requiring from them monthly
tettiements, is a purification long need-
ed in ofilcial Ihe. In examining the
bonds we find some of them that need-
ed strengthening, and have referred the
matter to the proper heads, which we
hope will be attended lo without delay.
Tbe debt of the county, April 26, 167G,
was $499,923 10, which was an increase
over the previous year of $8941 70. The
honorable chairman thinks tbe debt
will Le greatly lessened during the pres-
ent year, and all of the outstanding
scrip will brt redeemed and canceled n

of taxes, so that the countyEayment can receive cash and pay cash
for everything. To make doubly euro
that the interests of the county are thor-
oughly protected, wo would recommend
thst the honorable chairman of tun
county court, at the January and July
terms of each year, recommend to tho
county court the names of three number
one business men and accountants, who
will serve at least thirty days in the ex-

amination of the account of all tho
ofBcials In our county; that they be paid
such salary as will justify them in leav-
ing their business, aud that they be
nominated by the chairman and con-

firmed by the honorable county court,
and make report to tho chairman of the
county court on completion of their la-

bors each term.
PESTHOUSE.

We have not visited the pssthouse,
hut learn it is under good management.
We are not acclimated in that particular
local ty, and therefore beg leave to

hearsay.
THE W0BKH0USE ON PRESIDENT'S

ISLAND.
A committee from our body visited

the county workhouse on President's
iHlond on the fourth of May, and made
a very careful examination of the prem-ise- f.

The booka show registered and
eervlng out terms of service, 35 white,
and 60 black, males; 4 white, 43 black,
females; total, 117. All are comfortably
clad in the ordinary prison garb, motof
them able to do full work, and all eat
thiee hearty meals per day. The fare Is
plain, substantial and abundant. An

examination of the books and stores af-

fords evidence that there Is no lack of
quantity or quality essential to the con
ditions of health and vigor, une discip-
line is strict and perfect as attainable
with the ordinary prison material that
is changing by expiration and additions.
The grounds are well policed, the build-

ings admirably constructed to prevent
esc-tpes- , and at the same tints well ven-

tilated. The sleenlnc apartments arc
furnished with wide blinks and clean,
fresh bedding. Medicines are kept aud
dispensed to the sick when necessary.
General Forrest gives his personal atten-
tion to all the details, and has perfected
an organisation that is a credit to the
county and a public benefit. We wotild
recommend that the. city make the same
arrargsment with General Forrest that
the county has, and turn over to him all
their prisoners.

CONCLUSION.

In conclusion, we wish to tender to
your honor our thanks for many cour-

tesies shown us, and our heartfelt wishes
that your administration as judge of the
criminal court may be blessed by the di-

minution and suppression of crime In
our midst, and to that end you will re-

ceive the prayers of all good people, re-

gardless of cteed or name. We are
under many obligations to your worthy
clerk, Dr. Perkins, and his polite assist-
ants, for many favors; and to Attorney-Genera- l

Wright and his assistant. Cap-

tain Gammon, for their kindness in un-
veiling the law to us.

Washington, May 2 At the cabinet

meeting y it was decided that for
mal notice should be given to Gieat
Britain or me abrogation of tho tenth
article of the Ashburton treaty, which
relates to tho extradition of criminals
between the two countries. The de-
cision was reached ou account of tbe ac
tion of the British cabinet on Saturday
in ordering the release of Winslnw,
which takes place The
treaty provides that tho tenth article
may be abrogated at any time upon no-
tice by either government. It i3 entire
ly within the power of the executive
department of cur own government to
give this notice of abrogation Wituoul
tne assent of tne senate. Secretary Jb iah
formally notified the British govern-
ment this evening the action of the cab-
inet.

THE ABROGATED ARTICLE.
The parts of the Ashburton treaty re-

lating to tne extradition are appended.
The treaty was negotiated during tho
administration of President Tyler,
Daniel Webster being secretary of state.
It was signed at Washirgton, August 9,
1842

Article 10 It is agree! that the
United States aud Her Britauic Majes-
ty shall, upon mutual requisitions by
them, or their minister, officers, or au-
thorities, respectively made, deliver up
to justice all persons whe, being
charged with tho crime of murder, or
assault with intent to commit murder,
or piracy, or arson, or robbery, or for-
gery, or the utterance of forged papers.,
committed witbiu the jurisdiction of
either, shsi seek an asylum, or shall be
found within the territories of the other;
provided, that this shall only be done
upon such evidence of criminality as,
according to the laws ot the place where
the fugitive or person so charged shall
be found, would justify his apprehension
and commitment for trial, if the crime
or offense had there been committed;
and the respective judges and other
magistrates of tho two governments,
shall have power, jurisdiction, and au-
thority, upon complaint made under
oath, to issue a warrant for the appre-
hension of tho fugitive or person so
charged, that he may b3 brought before
such judge or other magistrate respect-
ively, to the end th:t tho evidence of
criminality may be heard and consid-
ered; and if, on such hearing, the evi-
dence ba deemed sufficient to sustain
tho charge, it shall be tbe duty of the
examining judge or magistrate to certi-
fy the same to tuo proper eior-uliv-o au
thority, that a warrant may issue for the
surrender of such fugitive. Tho ex-
pense of such apprehension and delivery
shall be borne and defrayed by the party
who makes the requisition and receives
the fugitive.

Article 11 The tenth article
shall continue in force until one or the
other of tho parties shall signify its
wish to terminate it, and no longer.

ENGLAND'S ATTITUDE DEFINED.

The United Slates tribunals have, by
a preponderance of authorities though
Chancel'or Kent is among the minori-
ty dec'ared against the general obliga-
tion of extradition, and not long afier
the recognition of independence Jeffdr-so- n

emphatically repebed a claim un-
supported by special stipulation. This
doctrine was so firmly held that before
the emancipation of the southern slaves,
the extradition clause of the American
constitution more binding of course be-

tween the several States of the Union
than any international compact was
often set aside. " Demands," Mr. Dana
tells us, " were sometimes made on a
froe State for surrender on a charge of
larceny of a colored man who had lied
from slavery the charge being perhaps
of stealing a horse with Which he had
made his escape, and the free States
have refused tne surrender when satis-
fied that the real object was to reduce
the man to slavory." Such being the
attitude of the United States govern-
ment and of American sentiment gene
rally toward the cls'ms of fortigu na-

tions, and even cf confederated commu-
nities, we have the greater rsason to be
astonished at the tone taken by tho
state department at Washington in tne
negotiations respecting the surrender of
Winsiow, the Boston forger. It is be-

lieved by our government, and indeed
it is not denied by the American govern-
ment, that if Winslov's extradition be
granted on the lorgery charge he will
be placed on his trifcl befjre tho
American courts on another chargo,
not being one of those included
in the treaty of 1842, which regulates
the reciprocal rights and duties of the
United Kingdom and the United States
in resp-c- t of the surrender of criminals.
The reason, of course, is obvious.' It
may be easy enough to establish euch a
prima jacte case before an English
magistrate as would secure an order for
extradition, but it may be a very differ-
ent thing to secure a conviction before a
tribunal in the States, though a minor
indictment may be comparatively clear
of difficulties. Instead, how-
ever, of entering into negotiations for
the amendment of existing treaties in
this direction, the govesnment of this
couutry was satisfied with the passing
of the extradition act of 1S70, in which
was inserted a provision that "a fugitive
criminal shall not be surrendered to a
foreign Sta.e unless provi&ion is made
by the law of that State, or by arrange-
ment, that the fugitive criminal fhall
not, until he has been restored or had an
opportunity of returning to her majes-
ty's dominions, any offenss committed
prior to his surrender other than the ex-
tradition crime proved by tbe facts on
which the surrender is grounded." In
accordance with the law thus laid down,
tur government now declines to asssent
to the demand of tbe United States fir
Winsluw'a extradition, unless a promise
be given that Winsiow will not be put
upon his trial on any other charge than
that of forgery. And this promise Mr.
Fish as firmly refuses to give. He takes
his stand, he tays, upon the
trealy of 1842, and will not
consent to take cognizance of the act
of 1870, which is a mere municipal law
of the United Kingdom. This is, no
doubt, correct in a certain sense, and it
ought to have been taken into consider-
ation when we endeavored ta alter the
law, that we were creating an anoma-
lous state of things by leaving the trea-
ties unaltered. But the American gov-
ernment must remember that upon its
own piinciples and in accordance with
Its own practice the right of extraditioD,
even when established by treaty, is eub-je- ct

to limitations flowing from general
policy. There are many well-know- n

Fenians and Communists against whom
a prima facie case of murder cr at-
tempted murder could be made out, yet
their offenses come plainly within the

political category, and as political crim-
inals they would ba regarded by the
Washington government if England or
France were to ssk for their surrender.
It is not emy. therefore, for tho United
States to insV on the inexorable inter-
pretation of the treaty of 1S42; and
whatever diflbulty Mr. Fish may find
in reconciling the competing pretensions
of tho American executive and the
American judiciary, wo trust hi3 objec-
tions are merely intended to lead up to
a negotist'on for lbs amendment of the
treaty, a work that ought to have een
taken in hand long

Amei is a white man, a
bricklayer by tra'fe, and had boarded
about three months with Mrs. Bennett,
near R ;d Fork, Arkansas. Contemplat-
ing a visit to her father in Golconda,
Illinois, her husband placed Mrs. Ben-
nett and her three little children in
Ames's chaise, who was to see them on
their way as far as Memphis. Arriving
here Ame3 carried them to the Green-tre- e

house, paid their fare for two meals
and accommodations until the arrival of
the Mary Houston, on which packet
they were to embark for Golconda. Her
baggage wa3 left on the levee, and as
soon as he had procured quarters for
iUM. .Bennett and tier children Ames
returned to the levee, removed the plun-
der and appropriated it to his own use.

The Stclnberger Alfnir.

San Francisco, May 5. The Zse-landi- a,

tbe first of the British steamers
to run on the mail line to Australia, ar-
rived to-da- having among her
pastengers A. W. Coe, tho fir-
mer American commercial agent
of Samao and S:einberger Broth-
ers. They atate that after tbe de-

thronement of Malclota by the natives,
on account of his deposing Steinberger
as premier, Captain Stevens, command-
ing the British steamer Bunaconta, land-
ed with a for.'e of marine3, and went to
the council-hous- e, where the legislature
wa3 assemble', with the intention to
enthrone Malciota. The chiefs ordered
the native guard to take position in the
vicinity of tho council-hous- e, and Cap-
tain Stevens ordered his marines to dis-
arm the native?. Tbe guard resisted; a
fight ensued, and four marines wen
killed and eight mortally wounded;
three natives were killed and five were
slightly wounded. The natives were in
sufficient force to have exterminatcd-th- e

marines had they wished, but were re-

strained by the chief, who told Stevens
that he had no desire to fight, but would
defend his rights. Captain Stevens
took tbe wounded on board the Bana
conta, landed with the artillery, threw
up breastworks and kept guard be-

hind them fouiteen days, but
no further demonstrations wee
made by tho natives. Tney
then returned to Banaconta, taking
three chiefs as hestages. In the mean-
time the British bteamer Sapphire ar-
rived and the chiefs were transferred to
her, and the Banaconta sailed for Fiji
islands, taking Steinberger, his brother
and Coe, who were carried away simply
for their loyalty to their native govern-
ment. The prisoners were lani'ea at
F!ji. Toe Bmaconta wa3 ordered to
Aucklanu presumably for tho purpose of
having the acts of her captain investi-
gated. Steinoerger went also, and con-
fronted him, and demanded satisfaction
for the'outrage perpetrated on him. At
the time of leaving Samoa the Tusca-ror- a

would be due in ten days. Foster,
tbe American consul, acted throughont
the trouble in harmony with the British.
Coe and Steinberger also reiterate the
statement that the main trouble arises
from the machination of English mis-
sionaries, whose profits werej impaired
by the regulations introluced by Stein-
berger; also by the opposition, Beach,
Cambers, Sydney, DueKs & " Co , who
disliked his interference with their
liquor selling, and other pursuits.
