me, unlearned as i Know X am, l yet
dare oppc3e my opinion of the character
of the law, its spirit and letter, even to
tbe great cir Edward Voke. in
stead cf being the "perfec
tion of reason," many of these
laws were the very perfection of wn-re-

eon. The lecturer proceeded to make
make good her allegation by putting in
evidenr 3 the four sets of laws, the heresy
laws, the witchcraft laws, the gipsy
laws, and, wnat sne termed, "tuatmon
ater oonty, tbe benent or tne cierey law
Tatting eacu or tnr-,- e up seriatim, sue
tli? cussed them from ber standpoint in a
manner snowing tnat she had given
them thorough study, embraciug the
entire scope of the subject, presenting
mauo, very many, palpable truths
clearly and definitely. Mrs. Meri
wether was frequently interrupted by
appreciative plaudits from the entire
audience.
