These
municipalities are in no danger of fall-
ing in debt, because nobody would lend
them a dollar on any terms after becom-
ing acquainted with tbeir record and
the Eta9 f Ihe law on the subject. Our
readers, by rrtCJueat reference to these
columns, na-"- beeu made familiar with
tho obstinate reptdirtloii of tbe Macou-
pin county, Illinois, cduithocsa bonds.
Among the recent incidentH cf the his-

tory were the order of the Federal ourt
requiring the supervisors to levy a t&Z
for payment ot the interest, tbe defiance
of tho order by the county otilcia's, the
imposition of a fine by tbe court, and
the payment of tho fine by the

officials out of the county
funds. These proceedings have been
supplemented by an action on the part
of the Nowark savings institution, as
holders of one bundreJ thoustnd dollars
courthouse bonds, against ihs rebellious
supervisors, to hold tbem in damages for
refusing to levy the tax.
