Judge Emmons of the United States
circuit couit, yesterday ordered the fol
lowing decree io the case of T. W. Yard- -
ley versus tho New York guarantee ar.d
indemnity company et al, wnich modi
ties a former decree concerning the
Memphis waterwc rks company: "That
so much of this former decree as pro-
vides that the trustees c f the Memphis
water company, utider the deed of trust
or mortgage made by said company
should continue in possession aud con-
trol of the property of tho company, and
keep its worfcs n: operation, is hereby,
upon tbo request of said trustees, set
aside, and in lieu thereof it is ordered
that tbe said property te, and the same
13 hereby p'aced uudir tlie superintend
ence of John Cubbms, president of said
water company, subject at all times to
the contiol ot the court; and that W,
L. Cameron be continued as secretary at
his present salary, u jtil the further or
der of this conn; that tho receipts ac-

cruing from the operation of the works
be applied to p y tho ordinary aud
necessary expenses t f operating the
works aud keeping them in repair, etc.
The trustees aro ordored to deliver pos
session and con'rol of caid property to
said Cubhins and Cameron, and turn
over all moneys collected, atter deduct
ing tbe sum tuey are entitled to retain;
but thac nothing in this order shall be
construed to restore tho property or con
trol of the waterworks to said water
works company as against the bond
holders, but the woiks sball be operated
in tbo interest and for the benefit of the
bondholders, and shall, at all times, be
subject to the supervision and control of
the court, etc."
