The Accommodation for Jnrksou, llol-iv-

and M"?ropbN Shipper and
Passengers.

Aa will be seen from the clipping from
the Jackson Sun, of the twelfth, printed
below, a change has been made in tbe
schedule of ihe Memphis, Bolivar and
Jackson acconim Jdatiou train, which
wes put in operation a short time ago
by General R. P. Neely, the recently
appointed receiver of the Mississippi
Centr.il and Mississippi Central ani
Tennessee lallwaya. This change la
very favorable to Memphis commer-
cial interests, in that it increases tbo
number of hours allowed visitors to
spend in the city, at the same time
making the run so that citizens of Jack-eo- n,

and points all along the lino of that
road and tbe Memphis and Charleston
between here and Grand Junction, may
breakfast at home, come to Memphis,
where they have seven hours in which to
transact business, and returning to
their homes in time for supper. This
was tho object in view in 1855 and 1S56
when the lineof railway between Grand
Junction and Jacksou, Tennessee, wts
contemplated, and It was upon the
promise that direct daily communica-
tion with Memphis would be maintain-
ed, that the people of Hardeman and
Madison countiea gave up their money
for ita construction. Tbe road was lit-
erally built by these people, but their
anticipations of commercial convenience
were not realized, because soon after
the road was completed direct commu-
nication with Memphis was broken,
and the vast amount of trade that by
right belonged to Memphis was driven
to other points over other routes, thus
depriviug those people of great benefits
and crippling Memphis commerce to
the extent of hundreda of thousand of
dollars annually. Our Memphia and
Charleston railway company made ev-
ery effort to keep up the connection as
il waa intended, but in each attempt
was foiled by the counteracting man-
agement of the combinations of tho
Mississippi Central and other lines of
railway, and thus our merchants have
been robbed of their just righta.
Since tbe appointment of General
Neely to the receiverahip of the road
mentioned and. by the way, the gene- -

j ral waa the first president of the Missis
sippi Central and Tennessee railway,
and under whose auspicea the road waa
constructed since his recent appoint-
ment to the receivership he ba3 inaugu-
rated, with the aid of the Memphia and
Charleston company, a direct connec-
tion, which our merchants are bound to
appreciate. It has been done at consid-
erable outlay and expense, and we hope
that it will not be long before its pro-
jectors will realize baadsome remunera-
tion, at least to the extent that it will
become a permanent institution. We
append the article from the Jackson
(Tenn.) &un:

MEMPHIS AND JACKSON.
The special train over the New Or-

leans, St. Louis and Charleston railroad,
via Grand Junction, to Memphis, will,
on and after Monday, tbe nineteenth

lemphis at eleven o'clock in the morn-

ing; leave Memphia at six o'clockin the
evening, arriving at Jackson at ten
o'clock in the evening. The people of
Memphis auajacEson are indebted to
General R. P. Neely, receiver for the
Stato of the Mississippi Central and
Tennessee railroad for this direct com-
munication between the two cities.
General Neely, with an eye to the

of the people along the road
who contributed to its construction, and
also having in view the commercial in-

terests of Jackson, Memphis, and the
intermediate points, as well as the Inter-
ests of the road, has changed the
schedulo so aa to give passengers about
seven houra ;n Memphis. Thus mer-
chants of Jackson are enabled to go
through to Memphia without change of
oars, transact their business, and
return tbe same day, saving
considerable expense In the way
of hotel bills. The wholesale mer-
chants of Memphis are also greatly ben-
efited, as this action on the part of Gen-
eral Neely turna a current of trade to
Memphis that baa heretofore been going
to cities north of us on account cf the
imperfect communication between
Memphia and points this side of tho
Junction. It should be mention to Gen-
eral Neely's credit, that, of all the roads
in Tennessee, built by State aid, there
is only one line besides hia that is ope
rated in the interest of a city within the
State. The Nashville, Chattanooga and
St. Louis railroad is operated in the in-
terest of Nashville, Qnd we congratulate
Memphia upon the fact that General
Neely naa done so much to turn a cur-
rent of trade to her merchants that will
enrich and build up a city withki our
own borders.
