o'clock this evening a fire broke out in
tho upper story of tha Anchor flouring
mill, corner of .brauklin avenue and
Twenty-thir- d street, belonging to the
Yaeger flouring company, and despite
the tact that tho whole fire department
was called out, aad worked desperately.

BLAINE'S REPLY
Washington. May 27

blame, in reply to inquiries coacerning
an article in the New York iStm to day,
said: Some six or seven years ago,
some friends of mine ia Boston desired
to make a small investment in the
Northern Pacific enterprise, and, as the
vice president of the road. Hon. B. D.
Bice, was a near neighbor of mine, it
wa3 taousht 1 might find out where and
how the purchase could be made. In
one or two instances I heard of interests
being for sale, but notbictr was done:

facts to them precisely as they had been
given to me. A few days after I was
notified that they would be glad to pur
chase, and a certificate of deposit or
cashier's check for twenty-fiv- e thousand
dollars was placed in my bands. In trust.
as the receipt shows, to hand over to the
person proposing to sell, who in due time
win uououess speaK ror nimselr. the cer
tificate to be taken in tbe name of
Elisha Atkins, one of the most promt
ncnt and honorable merchants In Bos
ton. It wa3 toon fouad out, however,
that Northera Pacific interest was in
some way pledged, or hypothecated, or
embarrassed in some way as to the title.
aad the matter raa along for over a vear.
ana unauy came to nothing, the money

urn, witn interest, was returned
Warren Fisher, wi h whom the ne

gotiation was had, and tbe holder
of North Pacific retaiaei it or possi
bly found another purchaser, of which
I know nothing. This is simply the
whole of the transaction out of which

sensation is attempted bv the Sun,
my connection witn it was purely of a
friendly character: I had not the re
motest interest in it In any shape or
form, and no Intention or understanding
tnat l tuouid become interested in It.
The transaction was of course regarded
by me as in every way propsr, other-
wise I should most certalaly never have
received aad receipted for money to hold
ia trust uatii the traasactioa should be
consummated between the parties. I
am very glad that my letter, which the
aim puciisned, proves on Its face that I
would not myself touch the invest-
ment.

when a Pacific railroad interest was of
fered me, with brilliant promises of great
profits, I declared that "I could not
touch it." 1 think the Sun, in publish
ing tnis private letter, has supplied a
valuable proof of my official integrity
in tue matter, ah tacse attacks, re-
sumed Mr. Blaine after a slight pause
are iateaded to Impress the people with
the belief that I have large wealth, aad
that it has been acquired since.I entered
congrees.
