rad Effendi was received there with
general approbation.

INSURGENTS CONCENTRATING.
Bagusa, May 30. The intelligence

from Sclavonic 'sources state that the
Turkish General Maukhtar Pssha has
left Mostard and gone toward Gatchko
on what ia supposed to be another at-
tempt to relieve Nieaic. The insurgents
are concentrating in Duga Paas.

AN ENGAGEMENT IN BOSNIA.
London, May 30. A special dispatch

to the Telearaph from Paris says that
the insurgents have attacked and burned
Blbacs In Bosnia, killing three hundred
and fifty Turks. At the second encoun-
ter, in the same neighborhood, the Turks
were defeated, leaving one huadred and
twenty dead on the field.

ISFACTION IN THE TURKISH CAP-
ITAL.
Constantinople, May 30. Tho de

throned sultan is kept under guard in a
kiosk at the extremity of the seraglio.
The minister informed Murad Effendi
that he was proclaimed sultan on Mon
day night. A, popular demonstration
took place next morning, but no resist-
ance was offered to the new regime, and
perfect tranquillity now prevails. sotn
'christians and Mussulmen express great
satisfaction at the chsnge. The city
will be illuminated ana tne
festivities will continue three dye.
THE EFFECT IN THE FRENCH CAPITAL.

PARIS. May 30. The Le Temps states
that the message in cypher, notifying
the Turkish embassy here of the depo
sition, began as follows: "We, Abdul
Az'z, conformable with the"Wlshe3 of a
majority of our subjects, do abdicate."
This was" immediately communicated to
the Due de Ozes, minister or foreign
affairs. The embassy also received a
message stating that the sonas nrst re
quired the sultan to relinquish the title
of caliph, which rendered him inviola
ble.

The sultan soon afterward abdicated.
The Le Temps adds that Murad, the

new sultan, is disposed to remove Hus-
sion Ami Pasha, the present minister of
war, because he favored the project of
Abdul Az:z to make the son instead of
the nephew heir to the throne.

The Russian ambassador has visited
the Due de Cazes, and the. latter gave
assurance that France would contribute,
bv every means In her power to tno
maintenance of peace and the preserva
tion of a gooa unaerstanaing Detween
the powera.

The news of the revolution in Con
stantinople is well received In both po-

litical and financial circles. It is be-

lieved that a settlement of the eastern
difficulties Is thereby facilitated. It is
stated that the new luruien ministry
will comprise Midhat Pasha as grand

izler and HadyK i'aana, at present am--
bsBiador to France, as minister of
finance. According to repor.s published
In Cologne, Alldhat Jfasna anil tue grana
vizier wtre at the head of the revolu
tionary movement Murad has accepted
tnree or tne propositions suDminea
to him. viz: the institution of a perma
nent assembly of notables, the abolition
of the seraglio, and a reduction of the
civil list to five million piasters. It is
reported here that England is willing to
agree to the holding of an international
conference on the eastern question.

GENERAL IMPRESSIONS.

London. March 30. The .Standard'

The Du3 de Cazs3, immediate'y on re-

ceiving news of the act, formally in-
structed the French ambassador at

to exert ail his influence to
mauce me new government to hasten
a pacifis solution of the difficulties. The
duke pointed out that Murad was en-
tirely free from embarrassing engage
ments. His succession would naturally J
induce a cessation of hostilities, ana an
armistice was iu no way inconsistent
with the dignity oi tbe government.
The ambassador was therefore directed
to urge the Porte to take advantago of
tue opportunity immediately, ana enter
into negotiations with the insurgents
and mace such concessions as he judged
equitable and necessary, and thereby
avoid the necessity of making them un-
der the pressure of the powers. The
Times's correspondent adds: "If one
may jndgo by these steps of the French
government, and if, as must be hoped,
other governments are acting in the
same way, the deposition of Abdul
A:slz was an immense step toward the
solution of tho existing difficulties."

LATEST DISPATCHES.
A dispatch from St. Petersburg to the

Russian telegraphic agency says that
the sultan's deposition bes been reoelved
as an opportune occasion for peaceful
settlements, which is desired by all the
powers.

A telegram from Jtsth to tne limes
asserts that five powers were to present
an identical nets at Constantinople on
Tuesday, recommending a two months
armistice. The occurrence of the revo-
lution probably prevents the presenta
tion.

A Vienna dispatch to the Telegraph
says it is rumored that Prince Milan has
advised tbe consuls at Belgrade that he
will issue a note declnring that Servia
has no other choice than to lead the in
surrection or perish. The same dis-
patch says a rumor is circulating that
Count Andrassy is about to resign, and
Kerr Traulsmandorf will succeed him.

Illstrlet-Aflorne- y llllss Telia what he
Knows abont the Harney Story, Ev-

idently Concocted to Shield
his Own Villainy.

New York, May 30. District-A- t
torney Bliss. was before the congression
al on the administration
of the department of justice yesterday,
and in the courso of his examination an
informal discussion took place, in which
the charges against Speaker Kerr were
referred to by Bliss. On baing ques-
tioned by Canlfisld, Bliss said he was,
he supposed, mainly responsible for
Harney's appearance at Washington as
a witness. He (Bliss) had known the
facts in possession of Harney for about
two months. He had communicated
them to Bass, a member of tho commit-
tee. Harney was appraiser, and Dar
ling's right-han- d man. When Darling's
connection with the Third Avenue eav- -
legs bank was under investigation, an
effort was made to stop the investiga-
tion by threats that if Harney's connec
tion with tne officers of tno bank was
exposed be would make some damaging
revelations about Kerr. Bliss said Bas
had told him he would not present anv
charges against Kerr unless they seemed
to be well rounded, and tnat be (Bliss)
hsd carefully questioned Harney in re-
gard to his relations with Kerr.

standing is that all the recent cabinet
changes will take practical effect from
the first of June. Cameron is expected
to take charge of the war department
the first of the coming month. Judge
Pierrepont will leavo for England on
June 22d.

THE BELKNAP TRIAL TO BE POST-
PONED.

The opinion is expressed that tbe
Belknap impeachment trial will be post
poned until jNovemoer next, when tbe
senate will reassemble fcr that special
purpose. It is probable that the trial
will continue six weeb s or two months.
To go on with it now would prolong the
session of congress until the latter part
of August or first of September, as, in
addition to the. time consumed by the
trial, a month or six weeks will be re-

quired to finish up the absolutely neces-
sary legislative businefs of passing tbe
annual appropriation bills. Grave doubtB
are expressed by many whether, in view
ef the fact that lees than two thirds of
the senate havo voted in favcr of juris-
diction, there is anything to be gained
by proceeding with the trial at all. Very
eminent legal authorities, who have no
connection with the proceedings, assert
that the twenty-nin- e senators who yes-
terday voted against taking jurisdiction
will not be precluded by the senate's ac-
tion from voting "not guilty" on this ju-
risdictional ground when the final is:ue
is presented.

A New Three-Ce- nt Dully.
Chicago, May 30 The Times of to-

morrow will announce that on June 5th,
its editor, W. F. Storey, will commence
the publication of a now three-cen- t daily
evening paper, to be known as the Chi-
cago Evening Telegraph, and that it will
be published from the limes office. It
will be independent politically, and in
every other way. It will be in size seven
columns, folio, and in other respects be
the same as the Times.

An Old Wnr Veteran Dead.

He was a member
of congress during the administration of
John Qulncy Adams, and the oldest sur-
viving of the Pennsylvania
legislature, having served in that body
during the session of 1816-1- 7.

(ienerai J. J. weaver ottered a pre
amble reciting that a proposition is now
pending in congress to request the Pres
ident to negotiate for au additional arti
cle in the treaty now existing between
the united states and the empire of
China, together with a resolution pro-
testing against tho President of this na-
tion negotiating any treaty that will
place a legal barrier to the entrance of
missionaries to the empire of China.

The conference refused to entertain
the paper.

Rev. ur. Myers, cnairman of the com
mission from the church, south, to treat
on the questions at issue balween the
churches, was introduced.

The members of tbe general book
committee, the missions committee, tho
cburch extension and freedmen's aid
committees were named and confirmed,
and the conference took a recess.

At the afternoon session report No. 6
of the commitete ou miasiors, as to
whether any change in tne discipline
providing for the support of missions
was necessaiy, recommended tnat a
missionary society, duly incorporated,
be substituted for the present system of
support through churches and congrega-
tions, and that an office of superintend-
ent of missions in foreign countries be
created. Adopted.

Reports number six and seven of tbe
committee on episcopacy were adopted.
Tbe first recommends that the present
Disucps ue contiuusu on tuo efreotive
list. The second recommends that this
conference electa no bishop.

Tbo action of Bishop Andrews
in seleotlng Des Moine3 as his res-
idence, iustead of Council Bluffs or Oma-
ha, was approved.

Report number seven of tbe commit-
tee on itinerancy was adopted. It treats
of tbe distric; conferences, and prescribes

the order of,busineS therein. No im-
portant change is made in the discipline
on Ibis subject.

The board of bishops were authorized
to appoint fraternal delegates to the

Dlsistrons Fire In the St. Louts Su
burbs of Q,uebec-O- nc 'J'honsnml

Houses Destroyed Lo;n,
$1,000,000.

FIRST DISPATCH.
Quebec, May 30. A fire started in

Ssott street this afternoon, and is now
raging ; fifty houses have baen destroyed.
The efforts of the firemen appearuseless,
ana from tne prevailing nigh wind and
the amount of inflammable material in
the neighborhood, it is feared that thf
greater part of the St. Louis suburb will
be destroyed.

SECOND DISPATCH.
Quebec, May 30, 6 p.m. Tho fire

coutinues to rage with unabated fury.
Already the" bouses destroyed maybe
counted by hundreds. Almost the whole
population in tne lower part of the St.
Louis suburbs a-- e moving, and hun-
dreds of poor sufferers will be compelled
to pass the night in the open herds.
Thousands of people are in tne streets
viewing the hre. Water was turned on
from the ward when the fire started,
which will account for it rapid spread.
The Asylum of the Good Shepherd is
now out of danger.

THIRD DISPATCH.
Quebec, May 30 Tbe fire is now (ten

o'clock in tbe evening) still burning
fiercely, but is somewhat under control.
The high wind of the afternoon hsa
moderated, ana a gooa supply ot water
is now available. The fire has passed
through the center of St. Louis suburbs,
extending from tho extreme western
limit to the eastern limit, firing the forti--
hcatloup, tuen southerly to tne urana
Ales--, and northerly to tho third street
south of St. John street. Only a rough
estimate of the loss can be made

The number of houses burned
may te put down at one thousand, and
the loss will reach at least oue million
do'laiu. Tho fields adjacent to the burnt
district are covered with all descriptions
of goods.

conditions or trade anticipated. As if
to prove that corresponding with accu-
mulated stoats In manufacturers' hands
thprj was existing in the country a large
dt licit, firms from every part of tbe
Union sent their representatives
in response to the circular is
sued aunounclrg the sale, and the
crowd ct wou id-D- o buyers was immense,
atone time being estimated at tbree
thousand persons. Mr. .biles, of the
firm ol Wright, Bliss & Fabyan, at
whose store-roo- the sale was held, in
his preliminsry address stated boldly
tbat he believed a time naa come for a
united e.'lort among merchants to put an
end, if possible, to tbo prolonged de-
pression which had existed iu the mar
ket eincd tbe autumn of 1873, and tbat
bottom prices' should bo ascertained,

with a view to inducing a revival of
business, and It was hoped that tbe pres-
ent sale might form a basis for future
opsratlons. The sale was afterward car-
ried on with the greate.it animation,
which developed at times into quite a
furore. Ou the firui; day more goods
were disposed or mac wa3 originally in-
tended, and many more could have been
sold had they been or hand. The aver
age prices obtained were entirely satis-
factory to the sellera; they showed a
falling off of about ten pir cent, from
the last market quotations. The aggre-gat- o

amount brought for the eight thou
sand coses sold was estimated at nearly
two million dollars, wo snail watch
with great interest tne course of the
dry goods trade after this bold stroke, to
see it the resultsanticipated are realized.
If rock buttom can be touched in this
way and confidence restored, from a
conviction that prices can go no lower
the accumulation of stock being cleared
out capital is once more set iu motion
with a denmte mid assured return, auu
In one branch of business at least the
effects of the panic are at an end, and
every other stage must berecuparative.
Supposing the success of the plan as-

sured, what would there bo to hinder
equally decisive measures in other
brsncbo3 of business. We hear con-
tinually the question raised whether
such and such an article has reaebed
bottom, and instead of waiting any
longer to see, what would bo the palicy
of a general disburdenment just to know
at once the worst, ana go ou afterward
with tne assurance that nothing worse
could follow. Let all those who have
large accumulations of whatever kind
act m concert ana follow tbe example
of the dry goods men, and rock bottom
will bs touched all around in the short-
est space of time, and producers may
begin again with at lea-i- t assured, if not
altogether flattering results."
