NEW ORLEANS,

The Congressionnl Commitiee Wading
Through Some Dark Doxis Con-
cerning Brother-in-Law Ca-
scy, and @thers of thhe
Gang.

NEw ORLEANS, Juns 6. —Before the
congressional commiltes, Charles W.
Lowall, the ex-postmas'er who defraud.
ed a lsrge amount in 1878, testified that
the sum of fourteen thoussnd five huna-
re i dollars had been raised by his sure-
tirs and other parties to eompromise
with the government for seven thou-
eand, ms shown by the quietus dated
June 20, 1874, signed by order of the
treasurer. ‘[his money was paid overto
Frank Morsy, congressmsuo, who con-
dueted the adjostment in Washington.
Toe test.mony of the sureties on the
bond prove that a larger sum of mnn:{
was raised than is specified io the article

of compromise,

Beveral were called who
testified that d the csmpaign of
1872 money was by parties in the
customboure to persous who did no ser-
vice for the gevernment. Considerable
evideoes was taken relative to the non-
strugtion de €, that
workmen had received less wages than
the amounts enterad on the pay-rolis.
In one osse witness said be recelved
twenty dollars wherse the entry was
made for saventy-five dollars, and the
sigoature a l’nuogonn.

due me to-dsy. Forthst nineteen thou-
sand dollars I am Individually held, and
considering all, I think you snd Cald-
well shoul& regard it ss an honorable
debt, and you =houid not allow me to
suffer for my money, which I raised un-
der pecaliar circnmstance:,. And then
sgain, I have been used with positive
eruelty in regard to the bonds, and have
your positive written bond to deliver
me one hundred and twenty-five thou-
sand dollars in land bonds and thirty-
two thousand five huudred dollars in
first-morigage bonds. The money due
you on the contract was all mid nearly
a venr and a half ago, That of the
whole amounal of the bonds due
me, 1 bave received but fifiy
thousand dollars in land-grants,
leaving seventy five hundred doi-
lars of them, aod thirty-two thou-
sand five hundred dollars of firel-mort-
gage bonds etill doe.
