A Brief but not very Flattering History
of the Man who Testified against
Speaker Kerr.

An Industrions Reporter Haunts him in
the Slums and Low Dens of
New York.

Tae followlog excerpls are from the
New York Herald, in which one of its
reporters thows up ‘‘the man who
olaims to have seduced Speaker Kerr,”
and squelehed the Demoerstic party:

Bince the publication in ¥y ay's
Heraldot the principal career of Law-
rence Harney, the witness against
Bpeaker Kerr, the detectives, who have
for s week past been diligently engaged
in ferretivg out his history, have almost
ocmpleted thelr labors.
