TREATY.

Corrcupoiiileiicc on tbe Hubject of Hn
Xegolintlon brtneen tbe United

.Stale ami Great Britain
Thn h In tho ffnv.

London, June8 The British foreign
office has published the correspondence
relative to the extradition trea'v be-
tween Great Britain and the United
Statee. From this it appears that Hoff-
man, the American eharge d'offairs,
in convert a ion with Loro Derby, May
2')b, suggested a settlement of the diffi-
culty by tho negotiati in of an additional
article to tho treaty of 1S42. Lord
Derby wrote to H.ffinan, saying his
government was ready to meet this sug-
gestion immediately, aud inclosed a
draft of an article providing that persons
extradited shall only be tried for the
offdnse for which they are surrendered.
This article 13 similar to one formerly
f greed to by Mr. Fish during the nego-
tiations in 1S71, concerning tbe
revved treaty. EirlD;rby telegraphed
Sir Edward 'Ihoriiton.British minister at
Washington, authorizing him to sign
the additional artiole as above. Fish
declined to accept the proposal, and ex-
pressed to Minister Thorton bis extreme
regret that Hcfi,nan's suggestion should
have led Lord Derby into a misappre-
hension. Though the United Btates is
wiliind o make a new ;and en-
larged treaty it could not agree
to the proposed article. srl Der-
by wrote to Minister Thornton
on the twenty-nint- h of May, expressing
his regret that Secretary Fish declined
to agree to the additional article a? ev
ery obstacle to the surrender of the pris-
oners would have been thereby removed.
On tbe question as to what authority
should decide whether an olienee
for which a prisonors extradi-
tion is demai ded is political or
criminal, Eaglaud agreui to meet
Mr. Fish's views by omitting from the
clause tbe woids empowering police
magistrates to determine tbe nature of
tbe crime, but the government could
not hold out the hope that it would bo
possible to ack parliament to sano'ion a
treaty opposed to the act of 1870, or
which would permit the trial of extra-
dited persons for an extraditable crime
other than that for which they were sur-
rendered. He concludes: "Tne govern-
ment earnestly hope that Secretary Fish
will withdraw his o jjction to the addi-
tional article, and thus enable the treaty
to be signed immediately."

adjustment of pcstmas:ers throughout
the country on a new system, auu pr -
vlded for c rtain cbatigsdln the rates of
pjstageou tniid ciats matter. Tne com-
mittee st 'ke out these sections on the'
general ground that their duty is con-
ti led to leporting appropiiations in
accoidance with the existing law,
and that the questions involved
in these legislative provisions are
now before another committee of tbe
senate, specia'ly chaigid with their
consideration. The appropriation com-
mittee subsequently reported the bill to
the senate. Tne other important amend-meut- s

recommended by tho committee
provide for increasing the appropria-
tions for the inland mail transportation
'o nineteen hundred tbousand dollars-f- ur

letter carriers, two hundred thou-
sand dollars; for special agents and mail
depredations, four hunured thousand
dollars, and for compensation to po3t-master- i',

seven huudred thousand dol-
lars. Tne additional appropria ions for
letter carriers is designed to secuio a con-
tinuance of the present service, the
house having provided less than the

amount, ai though it rejected its
committee's proposition to limit the free
deliveiy syttem to cities ftaving a popu-
lation of fotty thousand and upwards,
and tbu3 do away with a portion ot the
present expense. Too additional appro-
priations lor postmasters' salaries and
inland mail transportation represent
amounts which the house estimated
would be saved by the enactment of tbe
proposed new system of compensation.
The senate committee retains in the
bill tbe house proviso that stamped en-
velopes and newspaper wrappers shall
not be sold at less tban tbeir average
cost, including cleik hire nnd other ex
penses connected merewitn.

Tbe committee niao recommended an
Increase of tho item for railway postoffi e
clerks, from one million one hundred
and twenty five tbousand dollar j to one
million three hundred thousind dollars;
for route agents, from nine hundred and
rorty-tiv- e tbousand dollars to one mil-
lion dollars; for transportation of for-
eign mails, from two hundred and
twenty thousand dollars to two hundred
and twenty-fiv- e thousand doltara; for
advertising, from twenty-fiv- e thousand
dollars to forty thousand dollars, and for
raiscellaneius purposes, from fifty thou-
sand dol ars to one hundred thousand
dollars. Tne committee entirely strike
out the appropriation of eight hundred
and fifty thousand dolla's for official
postage stampb to be ud by the post-offi- ce

departments. The amounts voted
by the bouse for tbe couipiusatlon of
postmasters, for inland mall transpor-
tation, and for the pay of letter carriers,
wero respectiviy, million eight
hundred thousand dollars, fifteen mil-
lion six hundred thousand dollar, and
one million eight hundred thousand
dollars.

1'rnudulcnt Exports of Whisky

nnd Tobacco.,

William Pitt Kellogg's Xame Figures
Conspicuously in Crooked Revenue

Tinnsactions.

4 New Orleans, June 8. The con-
gressional committee met at teno'oiock
this morning, when an executive ses-
sion wai called, lasting until a quarter
to eleven.

Several witnesses testified that they
had worked at the customhouse at from
one dollar and seventy-fiv- e cents to two
dollars a day, signed blank pay-roll- s,

saw them atterward.and they were filled
up for three dollars a day.

Special Treasury Agent Klnsella re-

sumed his statement relative to tbe frau-
dulent expoit of whisky and tobacco.
Tne tax on one lot was $36,445, this was
on the Haikiway; that on the Green-
land was S64 8I4. Another lot on the
same boat was $36,445; G. B Dych was
tho customs Inenector that made the
8'atement to witness about fraudulent
shipments; witness produced the sworn
statement of Dych, in which it wa3
Btated that he waa appointed by W. P.
Keliogji, collector; that eight hundred
and fifteen barrels of whisky and the to-

bacco was not shipped; that General
Bjntou, collector of revenue, and J. M.
Sutherland, came to him Dych and
got him to ceitify as to the loading be-

ing all light; that they had arranged
it with W. P. Ksilogg, and it was all
fixed with him; furtner, that five hun-
dred barrels of whisky and four hundred
and fifty bal'-box- ea of tobacco on tbe
Harkaway was not shipped as certified
by him Dyob; that Bsnton and Sutu-erlan- d

tuld him the good 3 were not to
be shipped, and that it was all rieht;
that they had been to see Collector Kel-
logg, and that it had 'been fixed;
they repeatedly told me they had Kel-
logg all right, and I was satisfied that
Benton, Sutherland and Kellogg were
in partnership; afterward Beuton was
sick, and had not executed certain pa-
pers; Kellogg, when told, said he was
sorry: he told me it was all right, and
that I sbcu d sign the certificates, wbich
I did ; further tnat the four hundred and
twenty five barrels of whisky, alleged
to have been shipped on the Greenland,
were not shipped; Benton and Suther-
land eaid I would be protected and re-

warded for signing tbe Certificates; sub-

sequently I got au affidavit from the
United States consul at Matamoras, in
Mexico, stating that tho lading cer-

tificate, purporting to have been made
by him the consul, was false and
fraudcl-.nr- . Witness read thVs affidavits
made by N. B Marshall, formerly con-
sul, and continued: He pronounced
them a forgery, and before he saw thorn,
from his manner, I imagined his affi
davit was false; experts subsequently
pronounced bis signature to the Inding
certificates genuine; the Balize ship-
ments are covered by an exportation
bond by Sutherland, Caldaway, John
son and otheis; on the margin of the
bond I fiod the letters S. A. S D. C,
meaning S. A Stockdale, deputy col-

lector; tbe bonds were cancelled in Oc-

tober; Wm C. Gray, deputy collector,
made an affidavit, which I have. The
affiJavit was read, showing that Kel-
logg requested Gray to cancel certain
export bonds, Giay being a deputy un-

der Ktdicg;, and the bonds were
in November These bonds

had as principal J. M. Conn, and Suth-
erland and Johnson as sureties; the
bonds cf Power bad the bre name of
Erastus H.Harris as principal; doa't re-

member who the surstlea were; my re-

port on file will shaw that I put tho six-
teen bonds in tbe bands of tbe district
attorney here, but I le&raed that none of
tho sureties could be found; don't be-

lieve a dollar conld be made on tbe sure-
ties; don't know that suits have been
brought on the Powers bonds; I believe
suits were brought ou some of the whis-k- v

before the bunds were surrendered at
Washington by me; don't know what

of them after tbey went to
Washington; my mission ended when I
surrendeied them, with my report, to
Mr. Kiley; these bonds were for the ex-
port of eighteen hundred and twenty-fou- r

bar.'els of whisky; Harris waa of tbe
firm of J H. Conley & Co , whisky mer
chants; I heard from Powers that the
Powers bonds would implicate promi-
nent rfficUls, referring to Governor Kel-
logg; I told Powers Kellogg's name was
not one of them; he said, "Well, if you
arrest Harris and squeeze him, be will
queal;" I reported tbe facts to the de-

partment; don't see what use he eiu d
make of the bonds except to hold them
over the heads of tbe parties: tbey were
for a fraction over one hundred and
thirty-fou- r thousaud dollars.

Mayor Flippln Advocates a Settlement
trltb tbe Bondholders, and Be

commends Legislative
Belief.

At the meeting of the general, council
held on Wednesday last MayorFlippin

on the subject of ciiy finances atjd. city
creditors. The message will no doubt be
actedTopon at the meeting of the'gneral
oounr)Uito bo held this afternoon?a&the:
city hall. - -

Orrr Hall, MEatrnis, June 7, 1376.
To tno.IIoaorable General Council:

Gentlemen Th much vexed Nicol- -
son pavement scrip question. I am glad to
state,is now upon argument in the chan
cery court, inau hoped that it would
have boen disposed of before this, so that
au ordinance might have followed, set
ting lortu some deunite and nxed line of
policy in reference to this matter. Tnis,
I trust now, will be done in a short time.
As to our public debt, the time is nearing
wnen, ir possible, some basis or settle-
ment should be reached with our cred-
itors preparatory to tbe aessmbline of
the legislature in January next. That
body, by appropriate legislation, will
certainly enable us to consummate
wnatever adjustment wo may be able ta
effect. The first question, it seems, is
tula: What amount, including interest
and sinking fund, can the city pay an- -

ruaiiy v Tnis sum must be determined,
for tbe most part, from our taxable values
and the necessary annual expenses of the
cby government. These values for 1876
win probably approximate those ot
1375. Ascertain the annual amount
which can be applied to tbe retirement
of our interest and debt, fix the rate,
and these will indicate the body of the
debt. We must not only have the will
tut the ability to pay the sum de-
termined upon, and to carry out in the
utmost good faith any settlement made
witn our creditors, if tbey surrender
the bonds now held it will be only be
cause it is to tbeir interest to do so, and
for the reason that their substituted

will bo of a higher valus. We
can, if new bonds with coupons are
issued in lieu of tho ones now held
either upon a reduotion of the rate of
interest or the face value of the bonds,
secure them In the amplest manner. Let
the coupons of the new bonds be re
ceivable for every species of city In-

debtedness, including, of course, every
species of city taxes. The taxes an- -
nua.ly levied will of necessity exceed
by several Hundred tbousand dollars the
maturing coupons. Such will ba tbe de
mand for them that tbey must always be
near or at par. At the same time, and
under the same act of tbe legislature
authorizing tbe Issuance of the new
bonds, and as a part oi me contract
with tbe bondholders, let it bs enacted
that the city's rate cf taxation should
never exceed a certain maximum stan-
dard. This will prevent municipal ex-
travagance. And, at the tame time, let
another clause be incoiporated In tbe
act, statiDg that the city shall is3ue no
mora bonds, it provisions like these
were engrafted In the act authorizing
the funding of the present bonds into
new ones, it would nibks tne coupons of
tbe new bor.ds absolutely te.f collectinp.
But for the exchange of such undoubted
securities, it Is, of course, expected tbat
concessions would bo made by our cred-
itors, but to what extent we are now not
atl9 to state, and cannot koow, except
upon a conference with them. If aty

feasible plan, by which we may
the more easily pay our debt can be
devised, it snould by all means be
adopted. While this question has doubt-le&- s

undergone much thought and in-
vestigation at your hands, still, in ri-
der tnat same definite and decisive
actio t be and this at an early
day, I would ruggest tbat there be added
to our finance committee other mem
bers of your bDdy, not exceeding five Iu
number.wbo will act in connection with
aaid committee, which will repot t their
action at an early day upon this meet
important questi in. This report should
indicate the basis of settlement, and
when adopted by the board it sbculd
authorize Its coneumma'ion. I shall use
inevtry way my brtt efioris it adjust
tbis question so vital to the present and
fuurj intereets of the ci'y, and wculd
most gladly avail myself of the experi-
ence, good set.ee and prac'ical knowl
edge oi our city atiairs or tbe mmbars
of our honoiabie body. I tbiuk it is
time that stf p were taken In the mat-
ter, so, if poselble, to come to a satisfac-
tory understanding with our creditors at
the earliest practicable period, for the
reasons heretofore mentioned.
