Members of the school board,
psrentsand others, will be able o com-
pare the skill of both teachers and pu-
pils, Parents ean see the acluil work of
their children as well ae their maks
The pepers from the various schools are
nearly all in, but are no! in condition
for examination for want of binding.
They can be sufficiently bound for fif-
tesn cents per volume, requiring from
elght to ten Hollsrs for the whole., I re-
commend that they be thue bound. 1ecall
the attantion of tha beard to the very
bad condition of the schoolhouse in
Chelses, and &k & carefnl examinslion
ol the rear rooms at Coutt street. I do
not believe them fit for cecupation. It
was thought that re-flroring woald ren-
der them fit for occopation, but it seems
to do but fittle good. I mszke thisearly
