Never before
was there a timo when greater care
should be taken to put in the field a can- -
uidRte that can raily to nira almost the
enure party, not prrudcincly, but cor
dially and enthuaianlaslly. A candi
date nominated by a bare majority, and
uistaneiul to a large portion or rue par
ty, will meet with certain defeat. Should
the southern delegation generally vote
for the rescinding of the two-third- s rule.
imd follow thi3 up by casting their
united vote for some man, nominating
him by a bare majority, the cry of south-er-

dicalion and the ''Confederate can
did to" will co up all over tho north,
sod the Democratic Eun will set in the
oiouds and dsikness of defeat.

The two-third- s rule was adopted m
1S44 for the protection of the south, and
the Appeal will opf03e every abroga
tion of the rule, even if we thought its
existence would be a bar to the nomina
tion of TUdsn. The very fact of a can
didate before a nominating convention
being unablo to command two-thir- of
his party shows that there are insupera-
ble objections to him, and that he can
not unite the party. Let us contiue the
practice which has prevailed in our
previous oonventionp, national, State,
district and county conventions, and no
one can complain. Did the operations
f the two-third- s rule two years cgj

.force upon the party objectionable men?
Jlaa it ever done so? The abrogation of
the rule in our county convention to-

day or at S;. Louis .on Tuesday would

When she manu
factures her own cotton, her prosperity
will surpass that of any people on the
globe.' Already the owners of northern
mills 'are expressing the opinion that
their duly safety lies in removing their
mills (o the cotton. The Springfield fie- -

oublican savs: "Tho Atlantic cotton- -

mills at Lawrence, whcs3 affairs have
been qeellning for come time, and ne
cessitate a reorganization and shrinkage
of nominal capital, are tho first victim
to southern competition in cotton man
ufacture. Theee mills have always
manufactured standard brown cottons,
the low-gra- goods which the new
manufacturers at the south first attempt,
and id which they already compete so
actively as to necessitate a change of
product at Lawrence. The saving of
the southern spinners in cst of raw
material, in wages, in commissions, and
otherwise, is such as to leave them a
fair margin of profit when selling th"ir
yarns ;and cottons at what similar goods
cost in Lowell or Lawrence. This differ
ence is felt most sensibly in dull sea-

son?. With abundant capita, and for the
coarser fabrics, tho south can drive the
New England mills out of the maikat.
The3e mu3t direct their efforts to im-
proving tho quality of their cloths and
i.o cheapening production, for they can-
not obtain, as a protection against the
south, the high duties which have en-

abled them to compete with goods of
foreign manufacture. The southern
mills, right in the midst of the staple,
have advantages which the New Eng-
land mills cannot enjoy. When Massa
chusetts and Rhode Island do well, tho
southern mills, do better, and the south- -

em mills can clear expenses while their
New E agland rivals steadily lose money.
Years ago, William Sprague, of Rhode
Island, publicly declared in South Caro
lina, that there would be a revolution in
cotton-spinnin- g, and that he was ready
to lead it Spraguo has failed; the hum
ol a legion of spindles is sot heard on
the banks of the Congaree; the Colum
bia canal which the Rhode Island
developers absorbed, is a stranger to
looms and jennies. But the revolution
with southern leaders has begun, and
the Atlantic mills are among its first
victims.
