Secretary tffsirs assurance mat no ad-
ministration dare violate the riehts of a
political asylum by obtaining the pris
oner on one charge and trying him lor a
political offense is not sufficient, as the
attorney-cener- al cannot interfere when
an offense is committed against the law
of one State. The act of congress of
August 12, 1843 (C. 47, &. 3), thows the
construction put upon too treaty by tne
united states, iiord ueroy orieiiy re-
views the negotiations in 1871, 1872 and
1873. and says that the violation in the
case of Ileilbroun was not the act of her
majesty's government, but it regretted
it. The government believes that the
United States is actuated by a sincere
desire to maintain the rights, which, in
their judgment, are demanded by the
treaty of 1812. and they wish the same
construction put on England's motives.
The note deplores the misunderstanding
between me governments, and says that
the British government is rea iy to join
the United States in negotiating a new
treaty.

The Standard this mornint? reviews
.aan derby's note favorably to the Brit'
isn argument, ana repudiates the sug
gesnon mat England endeavored to
enforce her construction of the treaty by
a menace. The Standard concludes:
"We can see no serious obstacle excent
Mr. Fish's ed pUnctUlio to im-
mediate LeKOtiationB of a new treaty.
The common-sens- e interest and self--
respect of both countries demand a
speedy arrangement.

The Times reviews at some length
Earl Derby's note. Oa the whole Sec-
retary Fisn sets up a caso not easily to
be repelled. It is hard to follow him
with a cordial agreement. "We cannot
dismiss the hope that the American
government upon a calm review of the
circumstances will agree if a new treaty
is to be framed the principles which
Secretary JPish was willinir to annnnfc in
1872, '73 and '74 may be taken as a ba--
sis rather than that for which he now
argues so vigorously.

FEARFUJu TRAGEDY.

Desperate and Bloody AVorlt nod Tragic
End of Three Notorious Charac-

ters, in tho Attempt to Es-cap- o

Fiehorn, who have been known as des
perate characters tor come years,were ar
rested by Police Officers Dickerson aud
Bladen for disorderly conduct. As the
officers attempted to march them off
they drew revolvers and shot Elsden
dead and fatally wounded Dickerson.
Escaping from the crowd, the despera
does ran up tne street to uaweon's tan-
nery, on river street, where they form
erly worked. There they called for Mr.
Meyers, foreman, who had discharged
them, but not liudlng mm tuey com-
menced an indiscriminate firing on the
shop, which resulted in killing John
Albers, assistant roreman, and. wound-
ing two workmen. The employes turned
cut en masse and chased the murderers
toward the river. In the pursuit the
workmen used stones and knives,
striking tbe murderers. several times be-

fore they reached the river. The latter
leaped into tbe water and attempted to
escape across, but were stoned to oeatn
by the outraged workmen. The wounded
were tafcen to at. Aiicnaei'd nospttai.
Oar, named Fisher, is dead. Dickerson
will not recover. The wounded are
in a precarious state. Albers, Meyers
and Elsden all leave families.
The body of one of the Flehorns has
been reoovtrsd from tho river. It shows
marks of bad cutting about the wrists.
Men are now engaged dragging for the
others. The shooting had no connec-
tion with the recent labor troubles here.
The murderers are desperate characters,
and snot innocent men out oi mere dev-
iltry. During tbe excitement, F. W.
Dawson, proprietor of the factory where
the shooting occurred, was roDued or
twenty-tw- o hundred and thirty dollars,
which he was about to deposit. Police-
man Dickerson died of bis injuries at
five o'clock. He was one of the colored
men on the force. The deaths now num-
ber seven policemen Elsden ami Dick-
erson, the three Fiehorns, Albeis and a
workman. Tbe most intense excite-
ment prevails in the city, and the sum
mary action of the workmen is generally
commended
