The inspector nays: "Tho new
with tbe Indians I regard as

practicable. At the present time there
ia an agreement bftween them and the
government by whtch they shaH relin-
quish all right to the. Black Hills, and
consent to such diminished boundaries
of their reservation as shall pecure this
obj ct. In consideration of this relin-
quishment the government fchall guar-
antee to continue Mipplies of food and
other article to them, an unier the for-

mer treaty, for 11 vo years from the date
of tbe new agreemtnt. I would further
aipulate with tbe IndiaLs that they
shall, whenever the government re-

quires it, consent to the removal of their
agencies from their present location to
anyj point that nihy be designated for
them on, or near, the Missouri river,
where better farmiug land can bo found,
or to wherever the government may
chocse to transfer them to better t elr
condition. Ajau inducement to gain
their consent to such removal or trans-
fer, there should be offered to them a
reasonable supply of stock, cattle and
oxen, farming implements, lumber for
houses, cooking, stoves and utensils,
wagons, etc., to be distributed to those
only who take land and settle upon It
for cultivation, or who engage in stock-raisin- g

or any other usef 1 industry.
Provision should aho ba made for the
schooling of children and instruction of
the young men in mechanic arts. Law
should be established among them, and
jurisdiction of our cour's extended to
them the samo as to white men. I
would give the Sioux tribes the privilege
of sending one of their own people to sit
aa a delegate in congres". Ne lly tho
entire force of the Agency Indiana are
here'now and anxious for p?ace. State-
ments representing a different sate of
thincs aie not entitled ,to credit Noth-- "

ing COUiU OS more uuiunuuaio iuou m
stop the rations of these Indiana at the
present time, and thus drive them to the
alternative of stealing or starving."

Appended to the report is the follow-

ing statement of Bor-Stand-U- an
Indian of the Spotted Tail agency, who
arrived from Sitting-Bull- 's camp:

"June 25. I went north to tho hostile
camp for tbe purpose of bringiog homo
somerelations and children belonging
to my wife. There are a few northern
Santeep, Yarktouias, Asiiniboluce,
Aricaree and Groi Venires. Tho chiefs
of the above aro Saatoo, R-- d End,
Yanktonia, White Face, and the others
are not known. Of tbe above there are
a very few people from ncrthtra Chey-

enne. Block MoccKBln is chief of about
one hundred and seventy lodgfs Black-fee- t,

chief Scabby Head; TJucpapas,
Ohief Sitting-Bul- l; Sou Arcs, chief
Shotted Eigle; Minneconj ins, chlof

ha all there aro a little over two
thousand lodges. After the troops got
Into the country I could not get away;
tho Indians ffiado the soldiers watch the
camp and keep all tho peo-

ple together; I tflked some with
Sitting-Bu- ll before leaving, and then
moved my lodge out in the night, com-

ing very far around to keep out of the
way of both soldiers and Indians, and
came by the road known as tho Old
Fort Pierre road, on the eict side of the
Black Hills, striking the road about half
way between Missouri and the Black
Hills, and then came straight lo this
agency. Sitting-Bu- ll sends word to my
agent, to Bisonette and to B juchet that
ho does not intend to molest any one
south of the Biack Hills, but that he
will fight the whites in that couutry as
long as tho question is unuettled, and if
not settled, as long as ho lives.

THE SUNDRY CIVIL APPROPRIATION

BILL.

The sundry civil appropriation bill, as
it parsed the hous?, originally appropri-
ated $14,857,000. In its passage through
tho sonate $5,099,000 were added. In ttio
bill, as agreeil to by the confidence com-
mittee to-da- y, tho senate recedes from
its former action to the amount of $4,-14- 9

000, white the house allows (o
be sdded to the bill the sum of $950,000,
making the appropriations iu tbe bill
about $15,800,000.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
Senate Senator Shermau submitted

tho report of the conferenco committee
on the joint resolution for the issue of
silver coin.

Senator Bogy, of the conference com-
mittee, said he concurred in the report,
altnough it did not accomplish the ob-

ject he desired, which wa3 to mke the
eilver a legal-tend- for any amount.
He concurred iu the report because the
eesaion was very far advaufied, and he
felt the necessity of providing a subsidi-
ary coin for the people.

Senator Jones spoke in opposition,
when the report wa3 agreed to, and the
impeachment trial resumed, but Evans
beinz still absent tbe court adjourned
till Monday, with the understanding
that the trial shall then proceed.

The senate resumed the consideration
of the river and harbor appropriation
bill.

Ssnator Norwood moved that tho sen-
ate non-conc- in all the amendments
of the committee proposing to strike qui
the provisions in bouse bill, but finally
withdrew the motion.

The amendments proposed by the
committee were agreed to, as fo.lows:
Appropriating $7300 for the removal of
Beaver and Naiteer bend rocks, and
clearing out snags in Little Kanawha
river, West Virginia; increasing the ap-
propriation for the improvement of the
uarbor and river at St Joseph, Missouri,
from $12,000 to S20.000; appropriating
$25,000 for tho improvement of the Mis-
souri river above tho mouth of tho Yel-

lowstone; increasing tbe appropriation
for the improvement of Saginaw river,
including Ssginaw harbor, Michigan,
from $11,000 to f25,000; that for the
improvement of the harbor at
Milwaukee, Wisconsin, from $26,000
to $32,000; reducing the appropriation
for the improvement of the harbor at
Thunder Bay, Michigan, from $15,600 to
$4760; appropriating $6000 for the re-

pair of the piers at tho mouth of Black
river, Ohio, and increasing the appro-
priation for tho Fox and Wisconsin
rivers imorovement from $190,000 to
$350,000.

Pendingdiseussion, Senator Thurman,
from tho conference committee on the
bill to amend the bankrupt law, sub-

mitted a repir, which was agreed to.
Adjourned.
House A resolution was adopted di-

recting the secretary of the navy to pre-
vent the destruction of the wreck of tbe
monitor Tecumeeh, sunk in Mobile har-
bor, and to purchase the wreck if ne-
cessary.

Mr. Poppleton from the commit-
tee on elections reported a res-

olution iu the Massachusetts con-
tested election case declaring Frost,
the sitting member, is not enti-
tled to his seat and that Abbott, con-
testant, is.

EAKL DERBY AND THE "CHRISTIAN"

DEPUTATION.
London, July 14. An influential dep-

utation, to wait on Lord Darby, on the
eastern question, will present a petition
signed by Earl Russell, as patron of ths
league in aid of tho Christians of Tur-
key, and reciting, among other thinge.
that all .Europe eympathizes with tbe
oppressed chriotlana, while England
alone supports their oppressors, thus mer-
iting the taunt that their Christianity ia
only a prolesaion and their love of lib-
erty an empty boast. The patitionera
pray that Lord Darby, in the interest of
peace, will withhold support, moral and
political, from the snltan's government,
and permit the christians of European
Turkey to carve out their future dea :ay
without any external Interference wut- -
ever.

LATER.
Lord Dorby this afternoon recaived

the deputation ot the Christian League,
and severely criticised their memorial,
tnougu, iu tne mala, be expressed sym
pathy with their object. In regard to
tue atrocittce, ne said doubtless botn
sides committed them.

John Bright presented a memorial in
favor of strict neutrality, except where
It may be pjS3lble to interpose friendly
offices to mitigate horrors aud hasten
the close of the confiiot. Ranlying.Lord
Darby slid that, as far as human fore-- ,
sight could discern, a general war. was
a most uniiKeiy result irom tue present
conflict. He bad refused to adhere to
tbe Berlin memorandum, because it was
a compromise between the power., who
were desirous ot aoung togetner, yot not
quite agreeing. He did not thiuK, there
fore, a compromise would ultimately
work. Ho felt sure that tho Porto would
not accept it, nor even the insurgents.
The rendezvous of the fleet in Besika
bay was not Eagland'a initiative, but
the ambassador's at Constantinople,who
wanted to b9 armed against eventuali
ties, and aotainat tho massacre of British
aud other subjects. France and Italy,
for financial and other reaaons, do not
desire war. Germany has no direct in-
terests in tho question. England will
not make war, and Austria, though

placed, will not broak
the peace, for reasons of

A powerful party iu Russia sympa
thizsa with the Sclavonics, and desires
erection of a Sclavonic empire under
Russian guidance aud influence. But
that party is not in power. The czar ia
a lover or peace, and Huasia lias otner
reasons nerrinancesana tbe extent or
her Asiatic conquests for not wishing
war. Tho understanding reached at
Reicli3tadt was on the basis of absolute

during the conflict, not
excluding efforts in favor of peace. But
any steps that should be taken, would
be in concert with all the powers. Eng-
land's endeavor Is to keep tho conflict
within its present limits aud impress
that view upon others.

Lord Derby said he had no doubt of
England's success, and continued: "All
we desire is to see fair play. If Turkey
is decoyed we cannot help it. We have
guaranteed Turkey against murder, but
not against suicide or sudden death. If
an opportunity of mediation otters,
which opportunity may even now Le at
hand, wo shall avail ourselves of It."

AMERICAN HEBREWS.

Annual Meeting of the National Union
at Washington Message of Mr.

Moritz Loth, President
Important Suggestions.

A Yonng Ladles' Hebrew Seminary to
lie Established Election or Ofil-re- rs

Board of Ollicers for
the Uulou College.

WashinUton, July 12. The annual
message of Moritz Loth, president of
tho Union of American Hebrew con-
gregations, . contaiua, among other
things, the following suggestions:

"In .order to offer the daughters iu
Israel tho same opportunity ot obtaining
a Hebrew and a classical education, in-
cluding music and the arte, under the
most favorable circumstances, 1 respect-
fully and earnestly recommend the
adoption at this council of measure's
which will call Into existence a young
ladiea' Hebrew seminary, under the
guidance of the Union of American
Hebrew congregations. A call should
ba iiwucd by thu council to the women
iu Israel, requesting thorn to immedi-
ately organize In their respective cities
and villages. socio ies, called the Patrons
of the Young Ladiea' Hebrew seminary
of , each society to have a presi-
dent, vice-preside- secretary and treas-
urer. The initiation fee to be one dol-
lar, and thu annual dues fifty cents,
payable The president
or secretary of said society shall, as soon
as the society is fully organized, infoim
the secretary of the Union of American
Uebraw congregations, giving the
na i ea of its officer., their postoffice ad-
dress, tho number of members, and at
the same time remit the amount of the
initiation fees and the dues for the first
six months, which shall be duly credit-
ed to said association, and all the dues
tbereafter received from its member-
ship. This fund for the Young
Ladies' Hebrew seminary shall be
kept separate, and &3 soon as the sum
of ten thousand dollars is reached, and
the annual dues from membership
amount to five thousand dollars, the
seminary shall be opaned under a board
caiied 'Mothers ia Israel,' who shall be
elacted by the patroca of the Young La-
dies Hebrew seminary. Said board la
to have full control of the inner working
of the institution, but the financial man-
agement thereof is to remain under the
control of the executive board of the
Union of American Hebrew congrega-
tion. The institution heing brought Into
existence by the free will and free offer
ings of tho Women in Israel, it is but
proper to repay that great kindness by
admitting freo in that institute the girls
from the Hebrew orphan asylums whose
conduct has been moat exemplary, and
who have obtained tbe higheat average
per cent, in their studies; said orphan
girls to be treated in every respect a3
equals of those students vho pay the
regular dues in. the institute. The in-
struction to be given in thia Young La-
dies' Hebrew seminary should be fully
specified by the committee, to whom I
beg Urs important subject toba referred.
I further urgently recommend the con-
sideration of the following subjects r

First Whether it would be expedi-
ent to reqeat tho congregations who are
members of the union not to engage
hereafter any rabbi unless he haa placed
his credentials for record in the book of
reference in the custody of the execu-
tive board. Such a measure, it seems to
me, would save the congregations from
any chance of being imposed upon, and
al o preserve the rabbis from the perils
of slander.

"Sscond To inaugurato a system by
which, the small congregations who are
not able to engage a rabbi permanently,
can, every threeor four weeks, be visited
by one who is fully able to illustrate the
passages of the bible aud its sublimity.

"Third To consider by what manner
and means ths Sabbath-school- s can bo
improved.

"Fourth What measurea are beat to
adopt for a stricter observation of the
Sabbath by every Israelite.

"Fifth How to induce every Israel-
ite tojoin a congregation.

"Sixth To insure a new appeal to
every congregation to join the union,
and thus strengthen the house of Israel.

"Seventh To direct the attention of
parents to the Importance of their sons
learning a mechanical trade, or pursu-
ing agricultural industries.

"Eighth To empower tho executive
board to adopt such measurea aa they
may deem beat to obtain by donations
the sum of three hundred thousand dol-
lars, In order to erect the college build-
ing, provide it with a good library, and
leave an ample amount iu the sinking
fund, eo as to induce celebrated profes-
sors to accept positions in the Hebrew
Union college.

"Ninth fo take als6 in.conalderation
whether it is advisable to open a corres-
pondence with the Alliance Israelite
Universelle of Paris, and with similar
bodies in London, Vienna and Berlin,
with a view of colonizing in the United
States all of those cf our bretbren who
dwell in countries whose laws do not
protect them in their Uvea, liberty and
property, and thereby embitters their
existenca in those lands where tho light
of civilization ha3 not as yet penetrated,
and where it is slow to penetrate-- , owing
to the darkness of fanaticism."

The report of the secretary, Mr. Lip-ma- n

Levy, contained an able resume of
the condition of the college; and the ex-
ecutive board, consisting of B. Bettman,
of Cincinnati; Herman E. Sterne, of
Peru, Indiana, and Adam A. Kramer,
of Cincinnati, reported the total expen-
ses of the board at three thousand one
hundred and four dollars, of which two
thousand two hundred and sixty dollars
were for the necessary expenses of indi-
gent students.

A long report was presented by Dr.
Isaac M. Wise, president of the Hebrew
Union college, in vhich was contained
a complete catalogue of the most valu-
able works in the library, very many of
them presented by Sir Moses Hon teflore,
of England, and Rev. Mr. Naumburg,
of Pittsburg. The treasurer's report was
presented by Solomon L6vi.

Washington, July 14. The conven-
tion ot Israelites thia morn-
ing. The committee on the seventh
section of the president's report, direct-
ing the attention of parents to the im-
portance of their, sons learning a mer-
cantile trade or engaging in agricultu-
ral pursuits, reported that they were of.
the opinion that it would add to the
prosperity of the rising generation if
they would engage in mechanical or ag-
ricultural pursuits, because a mercantile
career is too hazardous, The report was
adopted.

Tbe opcaial committee appointed to
consider sections three, four, five and
six of the president's report, urges upon
parents to send their children to Bab
oath-school- s; that only competent Eng-
lish teachers bo appointed in such
schools; that a strict obsor;anc oi the
Sabbath ca," fcS cUalnact by urging upon
tlje Tinfcg gerj ration the necessity of
o"t)3ervlne that day, and by makinc the
proceedings of that day as nsefal and
interesting as pcea'.bje; ,bat an account
qf te proceedhoga of the .counael be for-

warded to the different congregations,
with earnest appeal for their aasit-anc- e.
