27th, I proceeded to gather up tl e Uto
Indians, i went as iar as tuo vvnite
river agency, and was successful until
stopped by E. H. Danforth, United
States Indian agent, who forbid me
taking an Indian from the reservation
until he was authorized to let them go
by the commissioner of Indian affairs.
Douglass, the head chier at the agency,
said: 'Tell General Crook I would like
to go.' " General Merritt's fifth cavalry
arrived at Fort Laramio to-da- anil
will move north by way of Fetterman
to join (.'rook, from whom no additional
news has been received, although no
fears are entertained of the safety of his
command.
