THE LONDON TIMES REVIEWS THE
SERVO-TUBKISH CONFLICT.

Lospon, July 19 —The Tinies, in &
leading editorisl sarticle on the Sarvo-
Turkish conflict, says: “All that comes
to us from Belgrade iz contradicted
from Constantinople, snd econversely
when two opposing sistements appesr
on the same day in the same colomun,
and the most trusting reader cannol es.

irritation and indifforence. We may,
therefore, confine ourselves to indicat-
ing the main points of the campaign ss
they appear st the present moment and
the position which neighboring States
have assumed, or are likely to
agsume in consequence. It is not certain
that the original plan of the Servian
invasion has been disconecerted, and
though undoubtedly they fought with
the greatest conrage, it can make no im-
preesion on the main body of the Turks,
RT80O the Bervian claim that
General Tchernayeif has suffered no
defeat, that he is still in advanece and
has n means to assure his commu-
nicatin. We still balieve that he will,
in the end, have to fight for the security
of the Bervian frontier, He has but a
emall army, and the Turks, probably
even now, out pumber him., Taking
into consideration the numerical superi-
ority of the Turks, the difficulty of mov-
ing in such a couniry and the defective-
oess of (General Teheroayeff’s equip-
ment, we must conclade that the war
will continue.”

Cheyennes and Slonx—A Check
to 2 Blood-Thirsty Crowd.

One Indian Killed by “Buffale Bill"—
tieperal Crook’s Conduct Indorsed
by His Brother Officers.

CHIcAGO, July 19,—The fellowing was
received at military headquarters here,
tovday:

“ ForT LARAaMIE, Jualy I8 1556,
“Colouel K. €, Dram, Adjutant Geueral, Divi-
slon of Missour!, Chleago;

‘A courier Just arrived from Red Cloud
reports that on the sixteenth ipstant
Solonel Merritt ialercepted the eight
hundred Cheyennes and Sioux who had
telt the agency to join the hostile bands
sgainst Crook and Terry, and drove
them back to the agencies,

“E. F. TOWNSEND, Commanding.”
GENERAL MEERITT'S OFFICIAL REPORT.

CHIcAGo, July 19.—The following of-
fcial report of Colopel Merritt was re-
ceived at militsry headquarters to-day:

“HenALoud Aarxcy, Jaly 18, )
“Via Forr Lazaxiz, Julyle, §

“As indicated in my &El.e.h, 1
moved by furced marches to the main
northwest trail on Iudism-eéresk. In
thirty-five hours my command made
about seventy-five miles, reaching the
trail Sapday evening about nine o’clock.
‘The wrall showed that pno large parties
had pasied nerth. At dsylight yester-
day morning I saddied up to move on
the trail toward the agsnoy; at the same
{ime a party of seven Indians were dis-
coverea near the common and moving
with the intention of catting off two
couriers who were spproaching Bage
creek. A parly wassent cut to eut these
off, and killed one of them. The com-
mand then moved cu: st once alter
other Indiana ssen in thix dircotion, sud
pursued them, but they tlu(rd. leaving
rour lodges and several buadred pounds
of provisions benivd. After scouring
the country thoroughly in  our
vicinity, we moved st once toward the
agency. At the distance of twenty-five
miles to the northwes. of the sgency,
the Indiaps broke camp scd fled in so
great & hurry that we did not sacceed in
catehisg any of them. The trail was
much worn, and the indications were
that bundreds of Indians were driven in
our movements. From reports, which I
cannot give in (his dispatch, I was cer.
tain of striking the Cheyennes. To ae-
complish this, I marched hard to get on
the trail, taking infantry along t guard
the wagons, and to fight, if DECEssAry.
The reports received from this point led
ma to believe that many of the Blonx
werriors wers with the Cheyennes, I
am now eatiefled that the nomber of
Indians lesving the agency are exagge-
rated in the report, and I am eertsin
Lhat not one hundred Tadiane, or rather
ponies, all told, have gone porth on
the main trails, in the last ten
days. The Cheyennes whom we
drove in yesterday took refuge on the
reservation toward Spotted-Tail agency.
If they leave again it will ba 1o go =outh
or to the agencies, ns they seem o be
thoroughly frightened oat of the north-
ern trip. Oarappearance on Indian and
Hot creeks was a complete surprise to
the Indians in that vicinity; but those
farther in were informed, so they got
out of the way. I have just received
yoar diﬂ!‘-ﬂf(’hﬂi of lhe Hifteenth. I will
move without delay to Fort Laramie,
snd will, s soon 88 possible, move to
join General Crook. My men and horses
are very tired, but s few days reasons-
ble marching, with full forage, will msks
them all right.””

GENERAL MERRITI'S OPERATIONS,

CHEYENNE, WY., July 19.—General
Merritt, having marched nearly a hun-
dred miles in thirty-six bours, socoess-
fully intercepted the eight bundred
Cheyennes who left the ageney, and
drove lhem back to that place, "Fha In-
Alans, Leing advised by runner: of the
approach of the eavalry, broke into
small bands and scattered like sheep.
Their vigilance and the jaded condition
of Merritt’s animsls after his hard march
enabling them to gain their ceful
agency home with no casualties save
one killed by Seout Cody. General Mer-
ritt believes to have by this frightened
these Cheyennes oat of any further at-
tempt to join the hostilities, and has
taken up a line of marea for Fort Lara-
mig, then to join Crook as early as pos-
possible.

GENERAL CROOK'S ACTION SUSTAINED,

CHEYNNE, July 19.—A report resched
Fort Laramie to-night that thirty (.-
disns were seen this evening twelve
miles below that place, on the Platte
river. Captaio Eagan, with s company,
started to hunt them down.

At the mesting
called ab the post to-night, resolutions
were adopted denylng the charge, and,
on the contrary, upholding snd aoplaud-
ing the general’s action, charaeterizing
it a2 wise and prudent, and that any
eriticism thereon would be unsoldierly,

A man named Fay came into Sydaey
to-night from Red-Cloud, and reports
that ao Indian named Lame-Deer came
ioto Rad-Cloud on Fridsy, and reported
that General Crook had a fight, and lost
8 good many men. As there is no such
news at Fort Laramie, which has later
dates than Red-Cloud, we do not eredit
this report.
