A cotreaondent famishes the follow-
ing account of the tragedy published in
Saturday's Appeal:

Oa Thursday morning last at daylight
Michel Rel, who murdered Mr. Law-
rence Specht at Frenchman's Bayon in
February last, was killed at bis place
there by Mr. Marshal Specht. a son of
the man killed. Constable John Rat-
tan procured a warrant for bis arrest,
after Undine out .where he was, and with
the assistance of four othr men sur-
rounded the house beforo daylight. Just
before eun-u- p RAa came out and
walked towards tho fence, when one nf
the posse ordered him to surrender. He
replied) "Oh, no!'' and moved back
toward the hctl?e. Marshal Specht
then came up and ordered him
to surrender but he made no answer,
and retreatdJ tevrard tbe cor er of the
hoes', calling to his wife, "Polly." He
was in the act of reaching behind Borne
plank at the corner of the house when
Marshal Specht raised hlsguu and fired.
The weapon used was an Enfisld rifle,
containing nine navy ball?, and bad
been loaded for fourteen montq?. The
most of the load entered lib right side,
jast below the fourth rib, ceasing death
in a few minutes. The killing of the
outlaw scon became known and a crowd
gathered there, some having to come
many miles. 'Squire Ban Ward soon
afterward arrived, and a jury being im-
panelled, an Inquest and trial were held
at the same time, the jury returning the
verdiot that "the deceased, Mi hael
R-I- f, came to his death by a gun in the
bancs of John Marshal Specht, and done
in 8 At defense." Marshal Specht
himself up to the 'squire as soon as he
arrived, and was relea?ed custody
as soon oa tlio vetdict was rendered
The court was held In a shed oil
the banks of the bayou.
Tho cause of all tbh trouble w, tnat
Mr?. Lawrence Specht ran away about
eight-year- s ago with Michel Bsis, then
a band eiopiojC'1 on tbe ftim, after
which old man Sneeht frot a divorce.and
Rsfs married Mis.'Speqht. Theythen
returned to Specht's place, and lived in
one half of the hbneo while old man
Specht occupied the other, biit tbe old
woman quarreled with her former hus-ban- dj

Liwrenee Specht Rsis and his
wife left the hons and lived further
down the road. Oa toe fourth of Feb-
ruary, last Reia was at Mr. Barney's
house, which was at a point half way
between the two he uses of the parties.
Reiseentf r Specht to corne tothehou.--e

to sign a d6ad to some property that he
(Reia) had bought of Su iivan, who was
agent for some miner heirs. IWs told
Specht that if he did not sign lthe would
kill him. Specht, in a laughing manner,
told him that the present was as good a
chance a he would ever ger. Then
Reis fired his gun, one shot from which
went into Specht's hand, from which ho
suffered severely for ten days, when
lockjaw set in and soon caused his death.
At tbe time of Specht's death, John M.
Specht, his eldest son, was out in Texas,
where he bad lived six or seven years,
but came home and went to
hunting for the murderer of his father.
A reward of three hundreddoliars had
been offered by the governor of the State
for tbe'airest of Reh. He had been in
Memphis since tbe murdtr, and Chief
Athey wr.s on his trecks Reis ws a
very bard character and people were
afraid of him, as both be and bis wife
would shoot in a minute. Mrs. Snecht
Reis is a desperate worhan and V0X7S that
sue would have no hesitation in killing
ner son w 0 snot K is. tsae is a good
marnsman ana a successful nun ir ess
game invariably falling beneath her un
erring aim. When Reis shot old man,
Specht in tbe hand, from which morti-
fication ensued, she exclaimed: "I
knowed yon wouldn't kill him; why
didn't you let me shot him?" She was
then armed with a gun and would have
willingly murdered her former husband
