OUR BIBLE SOCIETY.

Its Worlc How it is Conducted, nnd
What it Revcals-SIor- al Desti-

tution.

The secretary of the Memphis and
Hheiby county bible society. Mr. T. H.
Bice, furnishes us with an interesting
condensed statement of the work done
for the pist five months, to the first in-
stant. During this period, the society
has had an average ot nine colporteurs
at worK in west Tennessee ana .North
Mississippi, under the eflicief.t eunetiu
tendency of Itsv. D. It S. Bjsebiouih.
They have visited 10.8S9 white, and 5694
colored families; of thesB, 1255 white,
and 1594 colored familhs were found
destitute of the scriptures. They sup-
plied 1528 white, and 1184 colored fami-
lies, together with 669 individually. In
doing this work 3255 volumes were sold,
amcuating in value to $1595 16; and
19S1 volumes were donated, of the value
of $570 33. Theso figures show an aver-
age destitution among the white popu-
lation immcdiatoly around us of about
cne in nine, and among the colored peo-
ple of nearly one in four. This will be
startling, perhaps, to thoee not familiar
with the facts; and should it not
awaken a lively interest in this great
and good work ? The society acknowl-
edges substantial and 'liberal aid in the
way of donations Jr im the American bi-

ble society, in New York, without which
the work must of necessity have been
suspended, on account of the great mon-
etary stringency of the present season.
This, however, but serves to suggest the
great object cf that society, whtch is, as
we understand it, to circulate tbe ecrip-ture- s,

without note or comment, not
only in our own land and tongue, but
throughout the world, and in all lan
guages.

DISEASES

Jlow they are Transmitted in C'llies-- A

Case tn Point.

The prrpagatlon atd transmission
of di8o:i&e, saya the New York Her-
ald, are subjects which havo had
much etndy by those In the higher
walks of medical eciance. They "are,
indeed, matters of 'ha highest impor-
tance. Not a day i.a!sea but evf rybody
s ou'angered frjna a contact with dis-

eases he kiows no'hing o'. A curitui
and interesting examplo of reneut oc-

currence 13 reported from Lmdon.
Eighteen cise3 of.catletliia, a.-- arcntly
sporadic, made t&eir appearance sim-
ultaneously, and the physicians called
to attend them b.came convinced that
all had a common origin. An investi-
gation waf b?guu. and it wts ascer-
tained that the patients had been pres-
ent at a largo party given in a private
house. The premises, on examination,
appeared to he in excellent condition,
and tho conclusion was resetud that tho
d'sjasa was communicated through the
refreshment served. Careful Inquiry
elicited the f tct that all the persons af-
fected had partaken of cream in some
form at the par y, and that others who
had abstained from that indulgence bad
escsped tho disease. The cream was
traced to a dairy establ.'shment at the
other end of London, and there
it was learned that one of thq lad3 cm-ploy-

to milk the cows had been in
contact' with a per3on havingscarletin,
and although he himself had not been
attacked, his fingers exhibited signs of
the soreness which usually attends the
disease. The garms of the malady were
doubtless communicated to the milk,
and permeated the cream taken there-
from in particles sufficient, minute as
they must have been, to poison the
product and sicken those who used it.
It is possible to traco nearly all epidemic
diseases to their punts of origin in a
similar manner; but of couiaa much
prudence and patience are necessary
in some instances. Without the exer
else of great care and sound judgment,
based upon an intimate acquaintance
with the laws of health and the peculiar
characteristics of the various ills that
fie3h is heir to, more good than harm
may be done.
