THE HAMBURG AFFAIR.

Its Origin and Canses—The Milltia Or-
ganized for the Purpose of Killing
(e Whites =The Negroes Ob.
stroel the Highways and
Cunrse the Whites,

General Butler's Efforts to Prevent
Bloodshed —The Captain of the Mil-
itia Orders his Men to Fire on
the Butler's.

The Negroes Defy the Aunthority of the
('ourt—No Shooting by the Whites ~
Until Merriwether was
Killed—Etc,

The sfiidavits submitted to Judge Ma-
her at Aiken, on Thureday last, on be-
half of the persons sccused of being
conperued in the Hamburg riot, throw a
flood of light upon the sffair, and will,
it is hoped, put it before the ecuntry in
its true sepact. The wilnesses are eitl-
zans of good charaster and high stsnd.
fmgye  d ey vumet threie waorgls
would outweigh the words of excited
and alarmed negroes whe, in many
csssk, are proved to bave made exiraor-
dinary blunders, i they did not foully
perjure themseives. 1o nearly every
case, it is proved (bat the persons
charged with the kijling st Hambury,
as priocipals or accessories, were far
from the plsceat the lime that the crime
was pommiticd. This will bs shown
whenever they are brought to trisl. Our
more immediate concern iz with the
canses and origin of the affray, as made
apparent by the tertimony submitted for
the defense on Thursday. The fight took
‘age, it ~hould be remembered, July 8:h.
%‘ha parties were 8 body of srmed ne-
groes, claimir g to be a militia company,
and & pumber of wi ite eitizens of South
Cerolina and Gaorgia. John Les (col-
ored), of Aiken, swears that Doe.
Adams, in Juoe last, told him he was
organ'zing a militia cumpau% at Ham-
burg *'to Ekill the whites.”” F, Taylor (col-
ored) swears that he was told the ssme
thing, by Adams, at aboul the same
time. Both the:e witnesses are Radi-
cals. Edward Rumley swesars that pre-
vious to the fight, on different oceasions,
armed bands of negrees patrolied Hem-
burg, stesling ecattle and destroying
fences. Oiber wilnesses corroborate
this. J. T. Butler swears that on July
8d an officer and two privates of the ne-
gro militia balted him and tried to pick
a quarral with bim. Aaron Butler (col-
ored) swears that on July 4th Attaway
bossted to bim that the militiaintended
to kill the whiiss, and seversl negro
women who were present said the men
would shoot the whites and the wumen
would cut their throats. George Hen-
derson (colored) swears that, on the
same day, be and another colored man
wero invited by Attaway fo jsin the
company he was getling up to kill the
whites, This is evidence enough of the
purposes of the organizstion or reorgan-
ization of the militia company. We now
come to the overt act which led o the
fight oo July 8 h. Two young mex,on
July 4th, wera driving alopg the main
road in Hamburg. When they reached
a point where a well and a diteh cover
half the road, they were met hy Doe
Adams’s militia company, who cursed
and abused them, spread (hemselves
acroes the road, and refused to aliow
them Lo pass, 'i‘hey were detaived fif-
tesn minuotes, when the milltia broke
ranks, and the young men wereallowed
todrive cn. The averment of the ne-
groes that the two white men interfered
with them, and would npot pss op,
although they could have done 8o, s re-
butted conclusively by the sffidavils of
the young men themseives. They &re
men of character and standing, and the
oonduoet of the negroes townrd them was,
as we have shown, copsistent wilh the
spparent purpose of the armed negroes
to force a collision with the whiles.
Proceedivgs were taken sgaingt Adams
and his militis company for obstrusting
the highway., The hearing took place
«n the sixth, Adams was eoingolent in
court that he was rebuked by Trial Jus
tice Rivers and placed under arrest, aud
the forther hearing was adjourned lo
Jaly S8th. Rev, J. P. Mealing swears
that on July 6th, Attaway, after the pro-
ceadings in the (trial justice court,
walked up and down the street, cursing
the court and the whites, declaring that
he was ready for a fight, and so exeiting
the negro women that they yelled out,
“iStart it now! start it now! We want
tv bapg on some white man's eol-
lar,”” The same gentleman swears
that Doc Adams said, “Damn Rivers
and his eourt; while I have a company
no damned negro or white man shall
rule me,” Prince Hivers corroboraies
Mr. Mealing's statements concerning
the conduct of Doe Adams and his ar-
rest for contempt. This eame day Aaron
F. Tyler was cursed and threatened by
the armed negroes in Hamburg; and
Mr, D. 8. Henderson swears that he was
told by Ex-Bpeaker Lee, pendirg the
trisl, that Sparnick, the Rsdical jadge
of probaic, said that a good thing, polit-
ically, could be made out of the aftair of
the fourth, and that Sparpick :ubse-
quently representad the Srate, It shouid
also be noted that Jerry Whitlock (col-
ored) sweara that on the fourth of July
he heard Attaway make threatening re-
marks against Henry Getsen, who was
riding by. 'TI'nle Mr. Getsen is ane of
the iwo young men who were halted
and abosed by Attaway's men in the
evening. We have now brcught down
the narratlve to July 8th, when the final
hearing of the case was to have taken
place. The whites who knew then what
the public only know now, had every
resson to expect an attack of some sort.
Mr. Mealing swears, however, that at
the opening of the court only
seven white men were present, and
but two of these were armed. Colooel
A. P. Buller swears that he drove to
Alken in a privata carriage, and not at
the head of a hand of armed men, and
that during the riot which cecurred, he
and General Butler did all they could to
restrain the mob fiom xiclencs, and he
awears positively that be did pot fira a
gun or pistol, or order the killing of a
s pgle man. Oa thet very day a colored
courier rode from Hamburg to Horse
Creek, told the colored men there to
hurry over to Hamburg, and went on to
Beach Island. At midnight the same
courier went back to Hamburg with ten
armed negroes. These facta are sworn
to by Mr, 8. E Carroll. And more in-
portant than all that goes before,
William F, Fiint, the watciman on the
Charlotte, Columbia, and Augusta rail-
road bridge, swesars thaf, on the morpicg
of the eighth, John Thomss, oue ol
Adams's company, passed him on the
bridgs with a large pistol in his hand;
that be said that Acams had been arrest-
ed, bul “‘the boys were pot going to
allow him to be tried.”” Toe depouent
furtber eoverheard Doc Adame, that
afternoon, give crders o his men in
the armory (o fire upon lic Butlers
as came rtound the corner
Jrom Prince Rivers's cffice. J.H Lamsr
sweary, also, that & few days before ths
riot he hesrd two negroes talking in the
woods about meeting on Friday night
in Hamburg, ard telling each otner that
they wanted every man at his post. An-
other liok in the chsin is the teetimony
as to the status of the militia compauy.
Charles Harden, the colored assistsnt-
marshal of Hnm‘mrg, aweals that Rivers
said that the company was not a regular
militia company, and that their arms
were taken withou! his kuowledge. This
is corroborated on oath by Prioce Rivers
himself, and by BStephen Whiteman,
Not being a regul®ly organized mililia
company, the surrender of their arms
was demanded by the whites. Then the
negroee = wore that they would not sur-
render them, but would die arms in
hand. And"fiteen responsible white
citizens swear that the firing was begun
gﬂtha negroes in the armory, and that
. Merriwether had been killed by the
negroes before the whites hed fired a
single ehot, What wes the temper of
the negroes after the riot? Mr. J. H.
Corley swears that on July Sin
Williams and other negroes told

him of the fght, ned =aid (he negroes ir- [
tended to have revenge—they woul i ki 1|
the whites In (ha night, bide o Lhe day,
and begin sgain (he pext night ia a dif.
ferent place, On the same day J. R.
Randolph met a band of armed ne groes,
who s2id they intended to murder the
whites, burn their houses and bave s
gountry of their own, There was much
other teetimony of the same sort. Re-
viewing the Aiken testimony, we find
that the militia company was confessed-
Iy oreaniz d to threaten and intimidate,
if not to kill, the whites; that Its offi-
coars and members were ineolent snd
riotous, avd bullied the whole neighbor-
hood: that threats were msde on the
morning of the fourth azainet one of the
two ycu g men who were hslteld and
insuited that evening; that the negroes
on the sixth defied the autbority of the
court: that some effort was made to
copeentrate a force of negroes in Ham-
burg on the elghtb; that the firing was
begun by the negroes, and that not 8
shot was fired by the whites until sfter
young Merriwether had been Eilfed by
the negroes; that after the riot the ne-
groeds wers louder than ever in their
threats against the whites. No ope in
Bouth (arniins jusiifies the killingof the
negro prizoners, but with the evidence be-
fore them, as we have bricfly given it,
the public must admit thal the whites
were acti.g in self-defense in delermin-
ing to disarm the negroes. Ths armed
negroes were a (tanding danger to the
whites, whom the law did not protect.
Phey were forced to takie euch sieps as
were necexary for the miolection of
themselves and their families. We have
been particular in reporting and analyz-
ing the Aiken teslimony, because we

borg affair, as puniished by ths Auvausta
papers and ourselves, were upjusi to the
white cit'zens of Alken and Edgeflald,
in failing to show the measure and pro-
vocation g ven them Ly the armed ne-
groee, For the attitude of the whites,
s#8 the evidence now shows, there was
good resson, if, indeed, the disarming of
the negroes was not an inexorable Dne-
cessity; apd we trust thet the newspa.
gsrs whieh lald befors the public the
statements of iké negroes and the evis
denee taken at the inquest, will, ic fair-
ness to the accused, reproduce the later
developments at the hearicg before
Judge Maher last Thuraday.
