THE INDIANN,

Instrnetions to the New Sloux Commis-
sloners—The Indiams Must Sape
pori Themselves by Cultivats
ing the Foll.

They Must Remoye to the Indian Terri.
tory—Sale of Arms SBtopped—No-
ble Conduet of the Canndian
Blackfeet,

WasgINaTON, Avgusit 22,—The In-
s'ructions to tne Sioux commissioners
appointed under the raceat aect of con-
gre=s are nearly completed. Oae of the
most important sutjec!s of negotiation
ia that represcpted by the fifth clause of
the instroctions, and the President is
strongly impresszd with the bselief that
an sgreement which shall be best ealcu-
Isted to enable the Indians to become
selfl supporting is the one which shall
provide for their removal st as early &
day ss possible to the Indian Territory.
They must depend for their support main-
ly upon the cultivation of the soil, and
thelr own conatry is quits unfic for that
purpose, The superior ¢limate and soil
of the Iundian Territory, and the fact
thet that Territory is forever secured to
the Indian people, should afford strong
indutements for the Indians to enter
into such an agreement. The lndians
cannot now live upon their reservation
without aid of the government, and it is
unider no cbligation to conticua ita sup-
plies of tood, while no money considera-
tion should be off:red them as an in-
ducement for any undertaking on their
part. It is believed that the government
will w:llingly furnish their salsistence,
medieal sssistance and schocls nntil they
can care f)r themseives, in case of their
removal to the Iodian Territory. If,
he wever, they declioe to agree to ctuch
removal, they should b: Informed that
they will be obliged to go to the Mis.
souri river to receive such supplies as
shall be provided nader any future act of
cungress and treaties with them now in
force.

SALE OF ARMB STOPPED,

WasaingToN, August 22 —The fo'-
lewing order was sent to-day to nearly
sll the Indian sgencles by the Indian
commissioner:

WASHINGTON, Angust 22, 1576,

DeAn BrR—You are advised that all
gales of arms or ammunition to either
whites or Indians by parties holding li-
penses as lodian tradere lssued by this
office must be stopped instantly. Yon
will so notify your traders, and will be
vigliant in seeing that no viclation of
this order is allowed. If any iostance
of such violation oscurs you will revoke
the licente of the offending party aod
report Lhe case to thie offize for further
action.

THE BIOUX AND BLACKFEET,

OrrAawaA, August 22 —Advices from
Indian Commiszioner Dickimson, dated
Fort Ellics, August 7¢(h, state that the
Higux now on Lie war-path agsinst the
United States had sent prssents of to-
vacco to the Blackfeet Indians and re-
quested the Iatter to join them. The
Cansdisn Indians replied that they
would keep the peacs, and would not
Join them in fightirg The SBioox sent
a wmnessagoe in return tust when they had
finished with the Americans they would
cruss over and caplure the Blackfest's
country. The laiter wanted to know if
they would be assisted by mounted po-
lice, snd offlcers in charge and sssured
them that they would ba protected. The
Biasckfeol said they ocould muster two
thousand warriors if any trouble arose,

Flor-
ence replied to the letter, inclosing a
eheck, which reached Barton. "lhe lat-
ter, not understanding the matter, wrote
to Florence for an explanation, Flor
euce returned the original leiter, and
the writer *vas discovered by comparing
the letter with one Balfour had written
to Manager Miles, of the Grand Opera-
house, asking for a sitoation. Balfour,
it i= sald, served a term in the peuiten-
tinry at Joliet, Illinols, for stealing a

trunk from the SBherman houss,Chleago.

THE EEMAINS ARRIVED AT WASHING-
TON.

WisHINGTON, Augus
mains of the late Bpeaker Kerr arrived
bere this morning from Rockbridge
Alum Bprings, at fifteen minutes past
six, aooompan'!od by Mra Kerr and her
eon, Representatives Milton Bayler, S.
8, Cox and H. Cssey Young, and Mr.
Adams, clerk of the house. The body
is encazed In a casket covered with a
black cloth; the mountioge are of heavy
plate, and there are six heavy plated
maasive handles on the sides; the cover
is of plate-glass, and extends the whole
length of the casket; an extra cover of
black cloth with silvar-plate | mountirg:
fits over the gles3; the interjor i3 lined
with while silk and satin.

DEPARTED FOR NEW ALEANY,

Upon the arrival of the party ino
Washington, Bergeantd-at-Arms Thomp-
son took charge of the remasins of Mr,
Kerr aud had them removed to a special
car. A detail of six men of the eapitol
police were placad on gusrd. The outer
sover of the casket was removed, and
th: body laid In stats opuotil half past
teu o'clock this morning. During the
morning & number of Mr. Kerr's friends
and others visited the depol to view
bis remains. At haif-past eleven o'clock
the caskel was closed, and twenty min-
ates thereafter the foneral parly, with
the remaioe, left for New Albany, Iu-
diana, by way of Harrisburg and In-
dlnna?olin. Reapresentatives Sayler and
Cox did not aceompany the party.

Michael O, Karr, saye the Lounisville
-Journal, was & native of Tituas-

ville, Pennsylvanis, where he was born
on the fifteenth of Mareh, 1827, His
parents were people in moderate circums-
stacees, and of shat old, sturdy Penn-
sylvania stock whose children may be
found scattered In every sectisn of the
country, giving life and vitality to every
department of human enterprise. He
was chicfly self-educated, but studied at
the Erie academy, where he was grado-
ated st the age of eighteen. During his
attendanca at the gcademy Mr. Jere
became attached to Mizs Coover, a
school-teacher in Erie, and immediately
after bis graduation married her. At
his requaet the marriage wis kept s
secret uutil his return from the west,
where he remained twoyesars. By teach-
ing schocl, Mr, Kerr estoed the meauns
to defray his expenses st (he Louisville
unlversity, where Le received ths degree
of vachelor of laws in 1851. In 1852 he
removed to New Albary, Indians, and
began the practiceof Iaw in econnection
with the late Judge Thomas L. Bmith.
He early developed those traits of char-
acter which have since made him an
enduring name amopg his countrymen.
His copartoersnip with Judge Smith
continued for several years, during
which time he was elected the atlorney
of the eity of his adoption, and, in the
performance of the daties intrusted to
him, he most arduousiy devoted bimself,
and attrscted public attention to his
abilities, At the end of one year's ser-
vice he was elected proseculing atioroey
for tke ecuaty of Floyd, serving in that
capacity bu: a single year, when, in
1856, he was nominatad as a csudifste
for the legislature by the Demoeratic
eonvention to reprerent his county in the
Fenernl aspembly, and io the October
ollowing he was elected by two buo-
dred and thirty-two msjority. It was
during this year thatattention was first
attracted to his ?owars 88 & stump ora-
tor, and he was frequently called vpin
to appear before public assemblies, and
on all theee occasions he displayed his
wordsrfully persuasive and conviociog

wers a8 A speaker, sl ways addressin

imself to the reason of his hearars, an
pever to their paesione. The personal
msgnetic infloence possessed by Mr.
Kerr was rarely equaled, and he had, in
& most remarkable degree, the facuity
of ealling around him the very best men
in the country, and his counsels
were always received with con-
fidence. In 1862 he was elected re-
rter of the supreme court of 1ndians,
snd while occupying the po:tion he
pre})n.rad five volumes of re all of
which have recsived the most favorable
consideration, and they are regarded aa
the best of the entire series issned from
that court. The effictiveness of Mr.
Kerr on the huttings pointed to him as
the leader of his party in the second con-
gressional distriot, aod on the twellth of
Aunguset, 1864, the Democralic distriet
congressionel convention at Jefferson-
ville nominsted him as the candidate of
the party to represent the district in the
thirty- ninth corgress, and at the Octce
ber election following he was elected by
s large mejorily. His competitors for
the ncmination before the convention
were Colope]l Cyrus L. Dunham and
Hon. Bimeson K. Wolfe, two well-Enown
and popular leaders of the pariy. Mr,
Kerr immedlately entered on tue can-
vaes, and for a perlod of sixty days vis.
ited all eecvions of the distriet, arousing
the exthnsiasm of his partisan friends
and earning new laurals amoog the peo-
ple. He was sssailed by his opponents
with unoeusal virulence, but these nei-
ther turped him aside from an honora-
ble discussion of the issues before the
ocuutry, nor to engage in & personsl war
with his opponent. Upon takiong his
seat In congress, he was sssigped to two
committees of the house—private land
claims and on acoonnts — sirviog
with faithfulpess in the ioterests
of the public. Agsin, in 1866, he was
returned from his district as 8 member
of the fortieth coogress, and ssrved on
the commiltees on elections and roads
ard eanals. In 1868 his constituents re-
turned him for the third time s & mem-
ber of the forty-firat congress, in which
he served as & member of the civil ser-
viee committes, and it was during the
session that he first assumed a promi-
nence among his Democratic ues
which pointed to bim as a fit leader Lo
tne minority, which was then suruggling
most valorousaly to avert disssters whicn

have sinoe overtaken the country. In

1870, for the fourth time, the Democracy
of the s= -und district declared him their
choice, after & most bittsr contest for the
nemination, wiich was alike distasteful
to Mr. Kerr and contrary to his well-
kEnown desire. Indeed, so bitter did
that preliminaiy canvass become that
he frequently declared to hisfriends that
rather than agsin engage in a similar
contest among hLis parlizan friends he
would retire from publie lifa. He was
glected by the usual masjorilty of his
party in tha distriet, and upon taking
his =eat in the forty-cecond congress he
was pizced upon the committee on ways
and mesns, During the two followlug,
g8 in the preceding two years, he was
frequently beard upon the floor of con-
gress in ths advceacy of sound sand
stetesmanli-e views upon the subjacts
of the currency sud taxation, and in op-
{);Eif.ilm to every species of moncpaly.
i+ speechies upon these subjects are
among the moet able wh ch have ever
been delivered in the national leglala-
ture, and served to p'ace him in the fore-
mes: rank of Ameriean statesmen. In
1572, Mr. Kerr refused to enter the can-
vass for nomination in his distriet, and
was succeeded by Hon. Simeon K.
Wolte, Dut at the meeting of the Btate
eanvention, which assembled in Juns of
that year, he consentid to accept the
pominstion for congreseman-at large,
but was defeated by Hon. G. B. Orth by
a mujority of one huondred and twenty-
ix votes in the euntira vole of the S:ate,
ﬁo years afterward, in the winter and
sprivg of 1874, he was appealed to by
mapy gentiemen in var'ous paris of his
distriet to permit the use of his name ss
as a eandidate for nomiuvation for the
fifth time in his cld district. This re.
quast was held by him for eeveral
months before giving a definite answer,
as he then first reaiizad that the disesss
which eventuslly provad fatal was mak.
fug ioroads on li's conatitution. Haw-
ever, he coneceived it to be his duty,
fically, to sce pt the call of his friend-,
acd vpon the medting of the econ-
vention of his  party at Beys
mour he was gnanimously nomipated,
all his competitors haviog with-
drawn, This proved the mos! ex-
citing canvass in which he ever en-
gaged, and ope which diegusted him
mote than any that had preceded it
The greenback element of the party was
dissatisfied with his ficancial views, as
indieated by his pelicy iu congress and
in the sdmirable sddress made before
the convention which had pomioated
bim. The Republican paity made no
nomination, but the soft-money men
laced in nomination Geueral JamesA.
ravens, 8 Democralic ex-member of
oongress from his district, and an £x-
ceedirgly popular gentieman. Mr, Kerr
entered this canvass with doubts a3 to
his physical strength bearing up under
the labors whbich he knew were inevita-
ble. Baut the indomitable will and power
which had charscteziz2d his entire life
enabled him to Lravely labor to the esd
of the canvass He was elected by a
mejority of 1209 in a total vote of 26 573
He was consciots, a3 were many of his
friepds, thst his election at this time
was dae Io a large measure to Republi-
can voters—men who refussd to sce
a d's'ingui-hed gentleman sacrificed
merely 1o gralily their politieal predi-
leetione, TThe labors of that canvass
left him physically prostrated, and
his disease getting the npper hand,
he at ones set about the restors-
tion of his heelth, visiting Colora-
do, Bouth Caroline, and other points,
until the opening of congress "in
1875. Bherly before the period for the
meeting ol congress he returned to his
home and made his prepsrationa to
leava for Washiogon, While attend-
iug to these matters he was prostrated
upon his bed and confined to his house,
When the timne came forhis journey he
set cut with every prospectof epsedy ro-
covery. While yisiting for his health
at his home he wae constantly in re-
ceipt of letters from all sections of the
country demandivg that he suifer his
nsme (o be used as a caandidste for
speaker. In reply, he uniformly stated
that if ruzh use would in any degree pro-
duce disharmony in the rapks .of the
Demoerascy he would not accept. He
was not averse to a friendly contest for
the place with his political friende, but
he expressed the strongest conviction
that a personal wrangle for the oflice at
the opening of the session of congress
would destroy the effective power of the
Demoeracy and render it useless for the
aceomplishment of beneficial resulfs,
which be believed could be secured by
harmory and a faithful performance of
ducy. Heattsmpled oo concealment of
the fact that his election lo the
place would be extremely gralify-
ing to himselt, personsily, but
that it would amcunt to s crime
if to do so brought discord smopg his
partisan friends. With (be resualt of that
contest the country i= familiar, His
election was hail by sall sections of
the country as sn sugury for good, and
the formation of the committ.es of the
house has been pronocunesd by those bes t
quslified to judge se most admirable. O:
tne many &p. cintments of that body, it
is doubtful if Mr, Kerr icflaenced the se-
lection of others than his own privale
secretarlva. He was pressed in many
quarters, bu! he econesived it his duly
not to interfere in the matter. Afler his
election as epeaker it soon bszcame ap-
parent thsat his physical powers were
rap!dly exhsusted, and that without re-
jief he must scon become a victim to
the power of the diseass. He sought
that relief from the best medical advisers
at command wilh varylog suecess, He
d d pot seem to have great faithin the
remedical sgencies prescribed, and only
fellowed the edvice given to prolong lile
for the sake of others. Bhorlly before
going 1o the Atum spricgs bhe
wrote of his condition in & despondag
ing  spirit. After visiting the
gprings for a time it seemed that be had
at last found the remedy applicable to.
his condition, defined by bis pbysicians
phehisis intestinales, or consumption of
the bowels, Bat these hopes were falla-
cious, and soon the destroyer made

Daspite their numbers, they were
uuable even lo avproach the fortifiea-
tions of Alexaniiz, and they oaly sae-
eacded o burning some ehristian vil-

RUE TAN OFPICERS PERMITTRD T0 EN-
TEK THE SERVIAN SERVICE.
Loxpon, August 22.—A dispateh from
Bamlin says it is stated that the Bervian
prime minister interviewed the Russian
representative st Belgrade and appesaled
to the geperosity of the Russian govern-
meat to permit Rissian officers and sol-
diers to enter the Servian army; be also
arked for pecuniary aesistancs, es Servia
had determived to continue the war,
The Rassian government has replied,
granting the requests under conditione,
[n consequence of this arrangement the
Sclavonic committees in Itussia bhave
begun sending (unds in lsree amonnts,
Bussian ¢ fMicers and esub-« flizers, in par-
ties of ten, reach Belgrade aimost daily,
passing throngh Roumanis uchindered.
These officers give their services gratuit-
ounsly. A numbar of other officers are
expecled ehortly.
CONFLICTING ACCOUNTS OF THE BATTLE

Pagris, August 22 —Accounts of the
fighting near Alexinalz are corflicting.
The Porte has sent a telegram to iis
representatives abroad, anrouncing that
the Berviavs, who hsif conceatrated sll
their forces one and a hall hours mareh
from Alexinatz, have been completely
deleated,

Gaperal Tehernayefl sends frequent
dispatches urgiog Prince Milan to con-
tinue the war. ‘Iie prinee appears still
undepided. It is understood that only
three of the Servian ministers favor the
continuance of the war.

SERVIAN VICTORY,
BELGRADE, August 22.—It isoflicially
anncuoced that the Sarvian troops, un-
der Ganerasl Horvatovich, yesterday re-
captured Gurgosovalz and occupied
Tresibaba.

TURKISH BARBARITIES
Loxpoxn, Angust 22.—A special from
the Bucharest correspondent of the
Daily News, who accompanied Mr.
Schugler in his tour of investigalion,
says that Baring's report of sixty vil-
lages burned and twelve thousand per-
gons killed by the Turks in Bulgaria
does not ioclude the outrages com-
mitted in the distriet lying north of the
B.ilkan mountains, ror in the distriet
of Sophia. Ferly villages were burned
norih of Balkan, and seventy south.
Behuyler has not completed his investi
gation, but he estimates the number of
killed at six thousand in the district of
Pailippopolis rlone. The regular troops
are more cruel than the Bashi Bazouks,
No deub. the massacres weracommitted
with the sanction of .the authorities.
Qutrages continus to oeccur, Tue gov-
ernor of Philippopolis wants eavalry to
quell} them. BSebuyler thinks theie ia
immediate danger of additicasl masssa-
vres. He will surgest to his government
the followicg measur:s: The hanging
of the four leaders in thess #dirccities,
the disarming of the Muossulmans and
the rebuilding of the burnt villsges at
the expense of the government. As
these measures cannot be left to the an-
thorities, Behuyler will propise to the
foreign commission to see tual they ba
executed,

PREVIOUS REPORTS CONFIRMED

LoNpoN, Augu:t 22 —A Belgrade tale-
gram to the Tfmes confirms the report
of the re-occupation o' Gurgosovatz and
Tresibabs by the Bervisps, Kerim
Pasha withdrew his forees to snstain the
prezent operstions. He hes forty thou-
saud men, which force Is suffisient for
an attack on Alexinatz, (Ganeral Tcher-
nayefl havipg seventy-nine thousand
men. Tae tactics of the Turkish com-
mander sre uncertain. Possivly he in-
tends to shut Genersl Tehernayefl in,
while another Tarkish division matches
trom Baltchs to Parsjin.

REPORTS STILL OONFUSED.

LoNDoN, August 22.—Reports from
Alexinatz are still confused and con-
flicting. The actusal state of affairs as
kuown is as follows: The Turks frqm
Gurgosovalz, ugdar Egoub Pasha, and
the army from Nissa, under Ali Sa'b,
effeccted a junctiop, and BSuanday were
four miles southwest of Alexinatz. All
Bail's vapguard attacked the Bervians
Monday, and met with a repulss. Since
that there has been no sericus fighting
down to efrly Tuesday morning, and
Alexinaiz had not then been altacked,
