The crowning ornament snd attrac.
tion of N:saville is the statehouse, It
is u splendid piece of architecture, and
sitpated on an elevation two hundred
feet high that springs up right in the
midst of the city. Tae Jescent is grad-
ual and reguisr from every side of the
capitol buliding. Drives and terraces
bave been made, and the grounds are
beautifully ornsmented. From a dis-
tance aud close at haud the appearance
is truly magoifisent. No sach natural
alvantsges for a espitol exist anywhere
in America. Tbe architect caught the
iospiration and made the building to
suit the work that pature had doue 80
well. The inside of the building sustains
its outward appsarance, Taere is uoth-
ing incomplete or inharmonious about
i*, and i §:+0 rubitantially coostrucied
tuat it will staud for eges. Asl wen-
dered throngh its halls snd galieries, I
oslled vividly to mind the names of half
a score of men who were greatin this

dations welked Andrew Jackson eftr
he had bseome immortal/z:d by deeds
of war and policies of State eraft, Msny
a time have these walls turned back the
eoho of the volces of Andrew Joovson,
Browalow, Harrle, Haskell, Hayoes aod
Pickett. They are all gone but Harr.s
and Brownlow, th2 two antipodes in

There are two other portraita
of * O d Hickery” in the buildicg, one
in the representative chamberrepresent-
ing him a3 a yourg man, about s he
looked just after the vaitle of New Or-
leans, sod the other in the governor's
private room, rejresenting him a3 &
very cld and fesble man, being s por-
teait paioted the year he disd. They all
make him appear tall and thin. Taie is
corrsct. Andrew Jackson did never
weigh over one hundred and forty
pounds, but the engravings of him gen-
erally make him out a strong, heavy
man. Here are two portraits of Andrew
Jackson, both good, and one of Abra-
ham Lincoln. Consplowous in this lot
gra two life-siz3, fu:l-form portraits, one
of G aneral Taomas, and one of Brown-
low. They were ordered by the Tennes-
see carpetbag legislature in 1885, Toey
sre both striking likenesses, General
Thomas standing on a soutnern battle-
fiald, with a background of clouds and
Camberlsnd mountsins. Brow alow
looks like s messanger from the under-
world, as he'points to the right, and
looke with a territle gleaming eye.
Here at a glance you see the faces of

Recollections of One of bis Schoolmates |
—His Early Oralorical Efforts—
The Boy Father of the
Man,

The Governor a® Home—His Inflexi-
hility as an Executive—His Sur-
roundings —Gossip in Re-
gard to his Family.

Mr. Charles M. Hall, & lawyer of this
city, Bays the New York World, who
was bort and brought up o the town of
New Lebanou, Columbia county, New
York, snd whosa early home was with-
in a quarier of a mile of Mr. Tilden's,
gives the followlng reminiscences of Lhe
boyhood of our next Pesident: Mr. Hall
and Mr. 1iden lived in the same ¢chool
district, anil corsequently attended the
game school. Mr. Tilden's father was
one of the wealthiest men in the town,
Ha had scquired his fortune by his own
exertions, and had the reputation of be-
ing an npright,shrewd and abie business
man. r. Tilden's mother was an est1-
mable woman, ard was celebrated for
her charity, being particularly kind to
the poor and sick or the meighborhood.
Young Tilden was & student, his fatber’s
wealth ensbling him to avall himself of
every educatinnal advactage. At school
he was exceddingly etudious, seemling to
vefer bis bocks 1o the sports sud pas
times of his schoolmstes. He rarely
joined in outdoor games, and was gen-
arally considered a reiiring yeuth. His
echoclfeliows, whils ackuowledgiog his
superior abilities, had no feelings of
jeslousy or envy toward him, fur the

reason that he was never bosstful wor
aver evinced a consciousness of his ea.
periority. He was invariably kind
asd courtecus, yet always digni.
fisi. He ¢pent nesrly every moment
¢f his school hours in Treadicg or
gulying. Atons timewhat was knowo
as a ‘‘high’’ school was kept in s houze
in which one of Mr. Tilden's brothers
gow lives, “Bam' Tlden, as he wss
familiarly cailed by the boys, did rot at-
tand the seasions of this school, but took
private leesons with the principals, apd
studied at home. Al this time Mr. Til-
Jen was fifteen or sixteen years old, At
the close of one of the sessivna of this
sohiool 8 putlic exhibition was given.
