J t is the supreme law, to observe which
the governor is sworn most solemnly,
It eays that money shall not b3 paid cut
unless appropriated by law. Whether
Is it best for the executive to obey the
constitution or custom, and a mani
festly unconstitutional decision of
the supreme court, there can be
but one answer. The constitution must
be preserved at any htzwd. The
Democratic party is charged with the
