Somerville Falcon.
Last week was one of considerable ex

citement for our town, and politics wtw1

the ruling topic. We had tne uonserva-tiv- e

convention on Monday, lollowed by
the great Badlcal boomerang, Emerson
Etherldge, and closed the week by a
speech irom Mr. W. B. Scott, editor of
tne Mary ville Bepublican, on Saturday
afternoon.

The speech of Mr. Scott was a happy
contrast with that of Etherldge, aud
elicited as mush praise as thelattet'adld
censure. It came, indeed, at an oppor-
tune time, as something or the kind wa3
almost easential to somewhat restoro the
community from the effect of Ethe-ridge- 's

disgusting harangue. The audi-

ence was composed cf a large number of
our besi citizens,both wnlte and colored,
and gave the speaker marked attention
during the entire time. His speech wa3
directed more particularly to the coicred
men present, and contained men
thoughts which they will do well to re-

member and reflect upon. He gave a
brief, but accurate, history of tho Badl-
cal party in Tennessee and its leaden ,
and revealed some of its actings anu
doiDg3 known only to those behind the
scenes. His description of the character
of the leaders and their management of
the party so as to secure lor them-
selves all the benefits and profit?,
while the colored men, on whose votb
alone the party was sn&f.Mned, were
left to take c"are of themselvts, was
nne, ana snowed np these men iu
no enviable light and drew forth the
hearty applauso of the crowd. His close,
plain argument revealed to bis colored
hearers very clearly that they had been
uaed as mere tools for thelast eightyeais
by these leaders, who had no interest in
them whatever, save to get their vote
and ride into power on their backs. He
also cautioned the colored men against
bandiDg themselves together and voting
in a solid body on election days, and ad-
vised them to act like men and ero uo to
the polls Independently and vote like
men as they pleased to know who they
were votmjs lWi wusl an" wny, ana al-

low no man or set or mail t2 drivo em
into votincr blindlv anil ri.'r
own win lr mey did, they were in
worse bondage than their former slav
ery. The manner in which he proved
to them, that the white people of tho
land were their only true friends and tbe
oniy ones on wnom they could confi
dently lely, was received with marked
attention by the colored men and
called forth many words of ap
proval. The speaker also showed
Mr. Etherldge up in a very unenviable
ngnt, ana related jxow ne once saved
Etheridge's life in East Tennessee, and
what thanks he received from him the
other nightin Memphis when Etheridga
wouiu not even auow mm to eptas in
the Exposition building with him. The
entire speech was filled with sound
thought and wholesome advice and
counsel to the colored men, and we hope
win do me means or uoiag much good.
After his speech a large number of both
colored and white went up to the stand
and subscribed to bis paper, showing the
good feeling aroueed by the speech. We
feel that our community is iudebted to
Mr. Scott for his able and effective effort
on that occasion, and assure him be will
always nnd a welcome to cur town
whenever he can find it convenient to
visit us.
