A warrant was obtained here, and a
potte of white citizens went in pursuit and
cap l ure l nauiawty 111 unar luicxei, wnero
he had refuged and which the citizens had
surrounded and watched all night. He is now
safely lodged in the parish Jail. The colored
neonle cheered the citizens along the road.
Hathaway is a stranger here, and came afoot
from Texas about three weeks ago. Only one
man was serious y hurt, but will recover. The
freedmen chargbd with tbe assastnation of
Evans of Moorehouse parish, have been seen
In this vicinity several tlme,and bave eluded
all efforts to arrest them, for which five hun-
dred dollars Is offered by his irlends.

They Insult WJiito Women, Protect
Criminals, Tear Up Railroads,

nnd Defy the Lawful
Authorities.

Augusta, September 18 Mrs. A.
Harley, or Aiken oounty. South Caro'lna,
was on Friday last assaulted and knocked
downtwoor three times by a couple or ne-
groes U r screams alarmed them, and they
fled. Tbe citizens, however; arreted one of
tnem and shot him, and a wa rant was Issued
for the arrest of theo'her. The warrant was
placed in tbe bands of a constable, wbo, with
'ho all of a poire if white men, attempted to
make tbe arrest, which was reilsted by a
large crowd of negroes, about two hundred In
number, armed with shot-gun- s ard Win-
chester rifles. Oi hunday tne excltemo t
con'lnued, b"th the whites and blacks
being lully armed and watching each otner.
Toward night a comprise was agreed to. both
parties agreeing to disband and retnrn to
their homes; tbe negroes also agreed lo sur-
render the colored man who made
the assault on the lady, and
deliver him over to the authorities at Aiken.
With this undemanding the whites dispersed,
and wnlle retiring to their homes, It is report-
ed, several of the latter were ambuscaded and
shot by the negroes. The city is full of rs

as to the nnmber killed.. but there has
been noth ng definitely, ssoerlalned.

A negro
tried to wrest hli stick from him, and anotner
negro knocked the wblte man down. The
negroes then began shooting; fifteen or twen-
ty shots were flied by the negroes, and four cr
five by the whites,

uantaln Raines cannot get too much credit
for going in front of the men, and pre venting
mem irom nring. xuesuenu, juukuuuuuiv
trlct attorney went t- the ground to Interfere,
t'nere were about lorty whites and one thou-
sand negroes present. Captain Ralnesjumped
upon the platform beside Walton, and told
him If hn nad nnvthlnir to sav for Deace. to
say It now. The negroes backed, and Walton
catd ne Knew noming. ne men commenceu
speaking, but remiraed tha' he would make
the kind or speech he had made at Pleasant
Hill, which was blocdv-shlrt- , and supposed
that would not quiet things.

Tne whiles
held their ground', expecting a charge. The
sheriff put the whites nnder orders. Raines
begged Walton to quiet the negroes, and
be went with Colonel Morgan and me sheriff.
The negroes lelt, threatening to return and
burn toe town. Tho sheriff summoned
Rilces and a company as a P'tie, under
orders, to prevent further disturbance.

The lollowlng ba ch of la sehoods were tel-

and myself, nominees for congress, were abutbeginning our nineteenth Joint dbcusslcn
here a white man cudgeled a ne-
gro, and tbe whites opened fire
on a large colored crowd In the audience
Five colored and two whites are reported
shot. After the shooting I offered to speak,
but declared I should, as usual, denounce
Democratic violence. The officers then ad-
vised the crowd to disperse and they d'd so."

ing ground. A request was then made tbatme negrot s should j leld hair tbe seals to thewhites. This was acceded to by most ot thenegroes, who commenced to give btck, andthe whites commenced to take posse aloa ofthe seats allowed rothem. Several negroes
refused to vacate, and a scuffle ensued betweena white man and a negro. The negro was
knocked down, when instantly a plBtolwas
fired Irom the negro s:de. It was followedby several shots from the same side before thewhites returned It. About a dozen shots were
fired in all Jo-- W. Woods, a merchant, nnd
Thomas Nichols, deputy-sherlf- f. both ninie,were seriously but rot dangerously wounded.One negro was wounded. The mot lntt se
excitement prevailed lor a lew
Sheriff Bynt.m and Judge Powell, Democrats,were promptly on the ground, and suteedtii
in rest ring peace. The crowd dlspetd andtbe speak In was abandoned. Very fewwhites had arrived on the ground when thefight commenced not more than thirty.
Tnere were seven or eight hundred nigroes.

Kobert Hnrmvell Bhctt.
On the ltli cf September, 1876, died In St.

James Parish, La , of cancer, Robket Ba un-

well, RaisTT, aged seventy-fiv- e years. De-
scended from ancestors of note In England,
and famous in colonial time of South Caro-
lina, he was at an early age Attorney-Gener-

of South Carolina, the Representative and
Senator in Congress from that state for filteen
yeais The leader of his party after the death
of Calhoun, he sustained the Influence ot his
Stale in the councils ot the nation. The peer
ol Uayne and Preston, be suffered not their
glory to be dimmed by a feebler advocacy or
their cans?. Among tbe most stormy political
evetts preceeding our late war, ne was a
m gbty champion of the right, and never
swerved from the cause be believed to be the
true one. A man of proud bearing and impe-
rious will, bis courage never rose higher than
when, having i trended Mr. Clements, of Ala.,
he was challenged by the latter, to whom he
replied in words memorable: "For many
yeiis I have been a professing Christian, and
lemnot disgrace my profession.

cess of h's people's hopes. He was the author
of the Oidlnance or Secession and or the Ad-
dress of Houth larolln to her olster tstates.
During the war the productions ct his pen
were marked by the ability and puie Saxon
form ol expression, which distinguished all
his efforts. His essays on po ill cai subjecis,
published at home and abroad, put tee views
of his party and the true Interpretation of tbe
constitution in a light so strong that the
smoke from the battle-fiel- d alone could cloud
them. Remembering how potent once were
his words, and bow beautiful has been their
fruit, yet for blm, once a" Prince or Israel,"
have we now only the rond and tender mem-
ories of glorious past, when he gave to his
-- tate the service of bis talents, and she was
proud to receive them, broken in all his
nopei for his p ople's gr.od, broeen In all save
bonor that men hold dear, his Idols shat-
tered, and ashes to his lips from whence brave
counsel and noble words once came, old, blind
and weary, he has tottered to his couch of rest.

Sir William II. Robertson.
The death of Councillor Robertson, whioh

occurred at Bath, on the i9:h ult., recalls some
events In that family history known but to
few. Sir Wiluam H. Robertson was, a; the
time of his death, in his eightieth year, and
ror over forty years a barrister of established
reputation. He was born In Lonconderry,
Ireland, where his mother died recently, at
the venerable age of ninety-two- . She is said
to have been a person of large benevolence,
extensive Influence, aud much attached to the
soli, as during her loug and eventful lifetime
she was never once known to be absent Irom
the county. Sir W11.1.IAM was twice mar-
ried; in 1320 lo Rachael, only child aud heir of
Sir Ralph Alexander ami to
Archibald McClintock, M.P.. all of iverness.
On tbe death or thlslady.in 1859, Sir WltxiaM
married the present Lady Robertson, concern-
ing whose parentage and precedents we t re-
sume to know nothing. By this lady he had
three children, though out one, a son, is living,
tie Is seventeen years of age, and, a student at
Harrow. By the first marriage, Sir illiam
had lour children two sons and two
daughters. The younger daughter died sud-
denly In her fourteenth year. The elder sister
became the wi'e of the late Edward David-
son, and died in Hamilton in 1861. Of the two
sons, tbo elder, John, entered the Bast Indian
Company's service in 1819, and died in Cal-
cutta In 1S71. Heleftnoftmily. Theyounger
son, K chard Alexander, studied law ami
medicine, but emigrated to America in 1851.
At the commencement of tbe civil war In the
States, ho was practicing medicine in New
Orleans, where he entered the toafederate
service as surg on, but was killed In 1!C1.
Whether he was ever married, or lelt aty
children, Is unkcown. He never became

-d with his father, on account or the
second marriage; and It Is said that cn his ar-
rival In tbe states he renounced the family
patronvmlc and was known as "Rotierls"
onlv.
