The Advance Guard of Crook’s Colomn
Come Upon’a Band of Hostiles and
a Fight Fosues.

Both Sides Whipped, and Crook Moves
for Cover of the | Hillls—It is Evyi-
dent that * Someboly Blun-
dered. ™

Casualties Among the Troops—Sguaws
Sent Back to Warn the Hostiles fo
Seek Peace in the Reserva-
tions,

(HEYENNE, Septembar 16.—A courier
who left General Crook’s command on
September 10th brings the following
news:

Since General Crook’s column turned
south toward the Black Hills, on the
firth instant, there has been considersile
hardship, through the wet weather and
living on bacon and hard bread, and a
good desl of grumbling. On the seventh
it was decided to send a portion of the
pack.trainahead, under escort of Colonel
Mills, with fifleen men on the best
horses of each company of the Third
eavalry, msking one hundred snd fitiy
in sll, Lientenants Von Lutwi' z, Schut-
tle aud Crawford composed the subordi-
pate officers, with Lieu‘enant Babb, of
the Fourth infantry, as chief of commis-
eary; iom Moore, chief packer, and
Frank Gruard, Crook’s chlef scout. The
iatter was to serve both as a guide and
scout, and on yesterdsy eveniog he dis-
coverad th the rain and fog, with-
out himself being observed, a bostile
Sioux village, eonsisting of forty-une
lodges, a band of several hundred ponizs,
mﬁ few American horses. Mills
conciuded to attemot the sttack with
his one hundred and fifty men, withoat
waiting to send word to General Crook
for reinforcements, He fell back & few
miles, hid his com:aand in & avine,and
at two o'clock this mornicg marched
for the village, which was situated on a
little oreek, a tributary of the Grand or
O=]l creek. He formed on the north
side before daylight, and ordered Lieu-
tenant Schwatka, of company M, to
chsige through the village while the
rest of the force, which were dismcunt-
ed, were to form & ekirmish llpe on
eithir side and pieck off the Indians as
they eame oul. The latler were com-
pletely surprised, and eeatterad out pell-
mell, half naked, and returning the fire
to some exte! Thelr ponies were ef-
fectually stau. ped. i Owing to Colcnel
Milla's emall force, ho only suceecdad in
securinpg the Jodges and i;n'perty
therein and about one uudred
and forly ponies. There was an
fmmense quoauntity of dried wmeat,
berries, etc.—all that General Crook's
whole pack train could carry, and suifi-
clent to postpone the propoesed purchase
of supplies. There were wagon loads of
robes and savege spoll of sl kinds, the
guldon of the seventh cavairy, which
QOuster used io the LittleHorn massacre,
and various articles of wearing apparel,
worn on that oceasion was alsc csp
fured. A gquantity of corn slored at the
mouth of Powder river ag late as August
5th, where Terry was ifired ou, was
among the spolle. The whole masrch
and showing since Terry and Crook
met, goes to confirm the scundnes: of
the Iatter's views of the enemy’s proka-
ble destinstion and whereabouts since
leaving their eamp on ihe Little Iforn.
Lieutenant Von Lutwilz, compsany C,
was seriously wounded in the Eknee;

The latter had kept
up & good picket-fight during the fore-
noon. General Crook was very much
disappointed because Colonel Mills did
not report the discovery last night, ss
there was plenty of time to have got up
the entire command, and to so «Tectu-
ally have surrounded the village tha!
nothing would bave escaped. All
things, bhowever, coneidered, is
plessed with the result.
