DEATH ON THE BAIL,

A Train of Cars Precipitated Down an
Embankment on the Pan-Handle
Rallroad and Utterly
Destroyed.

Severnl Persons Killed and a Great
Many Wounded—Particulars of the
Heartrending Affalr—List of
the Dead and Injured.

Corumaus, 0., Bepltember 22.—A
most frightful acdldint oceurred at an carly
hour this morning ai Black Lick, on the Puan-
Handle road, about twelve milss from tals
city. The train was running st o rate of p-r-
haps forty mlies an hour, when, fTom sbme
cause or other, four éars of the traln jumped
the irack and roiled down the embankment,
which is pome twenty-five or thirty feet deep
at that plage., 1be engine, bDagEage-onr nil
mall-car remained ca tbe track, wiille those
in the rear went off. This leads somse to tHiok
thul the accldent was causel by a broken
rail, whiie others are of the opinion (hat it
waa caufdd by jumping the track while mak-
lcg the eurve. The cars that went down the
embankment sre in a terribly broken eondi-
tion, One genileman wio was on the tralo
