TaHE Nashville American does Governor
Brown the jos!ice to say that his admin-
istration of cur S ete affairsa was charae-
terized by energy and « ¢ oo my,and that
to him s Jargely due the iaitiation of
those reforrcs which, within the past
fouor years, have seved the people so
much of taxes, It slso reminds its
readers that the last logiaiature, with
reasont ble caution, passed several bills
of relicf, which have =av.d large sums
of mopey (o the tax-payers. Most of
these changes were recommended by
Cemptroller Burch, and are, therefore,
legitimat:ly s part of a regular pro-
gr:ssive Democratic system of retrench-
ment and economy. In following
out the Democratic policy of
reduction of expensea and ecqual
ity of taxstion, thet gentleman
r eommended the taxing of railroads,
waich hes iocreased our tax receipts by
$70,000. In the same report he urgea
that thie cffice of county tsx-collector he
abolliehed and bia duties drvolved upon
tke county trustee, w hich waz done with
asavingof about $200 000 to the tax-pay-
ers of the Btate,or nearly half as much as
the whole amount of Bisie expenses.
Ha sl reccmmended a reduction cof
jail fees, which was donve by the lest leg-
ieinture, saving nearly cne-half the cost
of keeplog prisopers, or sbout $25,000
per anpum. The legiclature also adopts
ed the suggestion to reduce the number
of challenges allowed defendants in
eriminal ca2ees. The mozt important
chapge made was that of making pe'it
lsroepy a midzmeanor, puu'shable by
imprieoment in ihe county woik-
hsuge. This isthe bginning of a move-
ment which will extinguish much of our
sysitem of crimloal jarisprudence that
belongs to the pest, and make punishe
mect certain and cheap. Another sug-
geetion made by Cuionel Buoreh, and
adopled, was o rednc: the rpmber of
gusrds used lu earrying prisoners to the
p-nitentiary, hitherio & very large item
of expenes, Ia addilion to these were
the suviog cof two thousard dollars a
year in the librery appropriation, the
salary of the cffizer In charge of weighis
atd measures, the coit of ope-half the
expenie of county erurts in ench county.
