The New Orleans Picayune, ot Satur--
lay. elves the followiue account of an ex
plosion and tire on the Jackson road, on Fri
ll y: 'It was about eight and miles
irom tue city, anu one anu irom Ken-ne- r.

I wo Irelalit tialus there came lu col
lision, and, though much damage wn--s done to
property, nt t a me was lost, tne trains were
No.7 bound northward, and No. 8. bound
southward. The iormer was the customary
weekly freight train, which went out with
certain freight, containing among other

seven or eight kegs of gunpowder,
some coal-oi- l and other combustibles. Tbere
were eight or ten cars attached, and tbe train
was going evt iuu speed, about fl teeu miles an
hour. Tho train bound south, or to the lty.
had about as many cars attached, and was go-lu- g

at a less speei. At the point mentioned
Loth trains e tired a dense loir, and means nf
seeing was lostlu Impenetrable darkness. The
engineer of the northward bound train sud-
denly became aware of the danger, and

slackened; but toe time was to
short, aud Immediately buh trains were
lojked The with a crash-
ing noise, and the smoke stacks became lnter-mln- g

e.l teyond Identity. In a moment a
dieidful exi loslon was heard, and the whole
earth and heovons seemed to trerahla and
stagger; the powder In the northward-boun- d

tralu nauexpiouea, and tue cars were Imme-
diately afire. Al efforts to save them would
have been unavailing, so a rescus was not at- -

empted, and tne ulcers did the best thev
could for themselves. By uncoupling.
the lire was-- naaily limited to the
destruction of ten cars. Several other
cars were blown off the track by the ex-
plosion, and adjacent trees caught fire and
were burnt to the ground. The ouly personal
lrj ury Inflicted was to a brakesman, whose
shoulder as dislocated and am burned
while extricating nimself from th 11 e. The
freight woolen was not consumed was cstabout the couotry In all directions, ano some
or It thus saved by beln- - iemovo riom the
march o. he flames. The only thing in thecar where tha powder aud toal-o- il were
sto wed which was saved was a box of matches,
and curious enough, this settled on tne top of
a tall tree at tbe scene or the accident. The
locomotives wero hopelessly smashed, and
how tho eugl eers escaped remains to be
solved. The loss to the road by tbe collision
nnd explosion Is about three thousand five
hundred dollars In freight, besides tha de-
struction of the train,"

HIAKSHAJL TOR RETT'S

Vi'hnt the Local Paper Fays Abont the
Tragedy Determined to Escape or

Dle.ln Ibe'Attempt.

The Paris Intelligencer has a l)ng ar-
ticle on the recent murder of Deputy United
States Marshal lorbettby Heck Giles, near
that place. After describing the manner In
which tbe officer and his assistant, M'Ales-ando- r,

searched the house, the InleUoencer
Bays : "J ust at this time Heck Giles, who was
in tbe kitchen, j.d Toroett not to enter the
rr.oal, as h did not Intend to be arrested.
Torbett pushed the door partly ope n, and was
CC routed by Giles with a shotgun In hi
nana, wno again toia xoroert tnatue did not
Intend lobe arrested, and althouzh he did
not wish to hurt him (Torbett), tbat if ho
cairie in there h (Giles) would
hoot him. M'AIexander was in

the meantime standing by tile
kitchen and witnessed all that transpired. At
this Juncture Marshal t'orbett steppeJ back,
unduothheand M'AIexander went together
behind the kitchen and held a brief consulta-
tion, and Torbett procured one of tue pistols
(of large size, from bis companions, and both
returned to the front door of the kitchen.
Just then Giles, thinking it a lavorable time
to escape, was making nts way irom tne
Kitcnen to me iamiiy room across tue passage,
where bis mother, his liei his brother, and
five children were sitting. Finding himself
pursued closely Dy tne two marsnats, ano not
navine time to open the door of the family
room, ne turned facing the marshals, both of
whom tired upon lilies, in quick succession
whereupon Giles fired his shotgun, first at
1'orbett, who fell, and then at M'AIexander,
but missed the latter, who dodeed behind the
corner of the kitchen. We have taken great
pains to get a truthful statement of tne faots
couaected with tbls sod affalr.whlch Is deeply
deprecated by all our citizens, it appears that
tntrscmarsnaisnaa determined ro lakeuues,
dead or alive: that they opened fire on him In
the passage, and tuat ne shot Torbett
dead, while he and M'AIexander were both
nnngupon nimwitn pistols, uues immedi
ately mounted nls horse and leit, no one knows
where. Theie was no exchange or snots be
tween Giles and M'AIexander after Torbett
fell. Giles would have killed M'AIexander.
perhaps, had he not been prevented by his
oromer anu neigUDors. uiies nau no ooudi
violated the revenne law. He had already
suflered tbe loss of everything he had of earth-
ly property, which had been taken Dy tbe mar-
shals. He had made arrangement! to leave
the country, and was almost ready to start, In
order to avoid any further trouble in this mat-
ter. Some months since, upon the effort ol
Marshal Torbett to arrest nlm, while Giles
was attempting to escape by running, he was
shot and teveiely Injured by the order of
iomett, anu ne no uoudi expected to ne snot
again.

William Ward,
another lormeny leaning coioreu itepuo-
ilcau. who had a hand In the Grant parish
affair, aud who espouses tbe Con- -
serva lve cause, made a speech. He
said we have endured a terrible
government for the past four years, known as
Kelloze's government, which Is as corrupt
and rotten as sin. Referring to thn Grant
parish matter, and being a member of the
legislature tben. Ward says: "Kellogg got np
the fight by appointing two sets of parish of-
ficers, thus arravlne the factions against each
other, and so distributed the appointments
that tne wnites were arrayed against tne ne
groes." He rays tue trouoie commenced at
