And,
fellow-citizen- s, we demand of the people who
have the ballot that they shaU ko use lias to
restore to us our liberties, K) as to protect us
against those who would crush us. This de-
mand la J ust In the forum of nations, and It Is
lost In the sight of heaven, and I teU those
men who are glorying In our degradation,
that the time Is coming is near at hand-wh- en

they can no longer look, to other States
i protect their carcasses from the vengeance
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or an outraged people. And when that day
comos I trsst no retributive Justice may over-
take them but what Is Just In the sight ol
ueaven. That Is what we demand. There lb
no reason whv this old Stale shall be male a
pandemonium. I have told you that great
Issues jre before ou. There are old men. heio
before me that are denied participation In the
i lection of their rulers, who, for forty years,
have lived and exerolsed that sacred right of
( reerct n, I want to tell you that this Is tha

"itfoet'linportant contest that the people have
overbad to decide. Liberty 1 on tnaL The
liberty ot the people of the United States Is
involved In this contest; but I fear If that
party which has so long disregarded all rights
shall triumph, It will be the end of liberty in
this country.
