The gasconade and vaporing braHfcdo

of the Independents and Radicals as to

the strength of Thomas strikes no ter-

ror to the heart of the Democracy. This
Is the last desperate game of vanquished
foes. Four years ago Andrew Johnson
opposed the regular nominee of his par-
ty. In comparison to this giant, Doisey
B. Thomas is dwarfed into insignifi-
cance.

The boasted
strength of Thomas is the most arrant
humbug ever conoocted to deceive the
people. He will get the Radical strength
In this and Haywood county, and in
some portions of East Tennessee; but
the Democracy will not touch him.
Porter's majority over Thomas will be
larger than his forty-seve- n thousand ma-

jority over Maynard two years ago. He
